Berlin, Nov. 12—For a few hours
yesterday afternoon the greater part of
Berlin,’ particularly ‘the residential west
end, went wild with joy. The church
bells pealed. ~Street, after\steect put: on
its drapery of German, Austrian, Turk-
ish and Bulgar flags as the ‘“glad tid-

'had surrendered, end ‘the enti?€ ‘Serb
army had laid down its arms,

The rumor current around town. be-
‘fore noon had crystallized into a cer-
tainty, with flags and pealing bells, and
by one o’clock crowds gathered at strat-
egic street corners awaiting for the ar-
rivals of extras with the full particulars,
while the more Impatient rished to the
telephones, made dife miserable ‘for the
police and fire stations and the news-
paper offices. The elation was' strongest
in the boroughs of Wilmersdorf and
Schoeneberg, but even the suburbs caught
the fever and got out théir flags.

The business heart of Berlin alone
remained skeptical and unflagged, and
thus was spared an awakening, for mo
exiras came, and the evéning papers told
‘only of 4,000 Serbs captyred.

American: * correspondents using a
small fortune spent on taxicabs in run-
ning down the sensational peace rumors,
found “their ' only consolation in the
Lokal Anzeiger's explanation of the
cburch bells and false victory news.

“The General Synod; now Iin session
‘here, -Held “a‘ solemu “religious “service at
noon, for which occasion the ‘church
bells sounded their iron voices over Ber-
lin.” The result was that the wildest
war and victory rumors, which at once
became current among the populace soon
stystallized into the news that the Serb
army had been capitulated. That our
office was stormed with telephonic in-
quiries goes without saying. We could
only give the same information—that the
situation of our troops in Serbia was
splendid, but that the ememy had not
reached the end of .his resistance.

“So far as we know, the fighting con-
tinues. - Therefore, patience, dear Berlin-
ers.. Even though the eleventh of No-
.vember ‘is here, for which certain pro-
phets among you had predicted the end
of the world war, be as brave and strong
as your brothers in the field, and leave
the distribution of premature laurel
wreaths and the celebration of victory
to our enemies, who have had such a
sorry experience with them.”

The Tageblatt warns its readers that
the conferences being held here by
Count Burian, the Austrian foreign min-
igter,. are not about anything specific,
‘but deal with present and future prob-
{lems of mutual interest, and that no
conclusions need be drawn from his
visit,

He
said that General Joffre was anxious to
show the French that his army could
do something, and organized a bombard-
ment of the German trenches that would
level them so that cavalry could charge
