LONDON, Dec. 9—In the near
future pictures, it is confidently ex-
pected, will be broadcast by wireless
and recelved at home with the same
ease as concerts and speeches. The
inventor claims that his receiving set
is as easy to work as a gramophone.
The transmitter’s task is said to be
as simple as working a magic lantern.
All that remains is for a general ser-
vice of picture broadcasting to be
started.

A few days ago Thorne Baker, a
well-known wireless engineer, gave a
demonstration of his invention before
members of the Royal Photographic
Society, and the results have created
extraordinary interest among wireless
experimenters.

Mr. Baker transmitted pictures
across the lecture room by wireless,
and, after the demonstration, stated in
effect that:

If the broadcasting companies chose

to broadeast pictures anyone with a
loud speaker could receive them as
easily as they now receive sounds.
