" MRE BARRED

One of the Propae& Amendments
to the Ontario Temperance Act

Blow at Prescriptions—Veador ta
be Empowered to Satisfy Him-
sglf About Doctor’s Order

Amendments to the Ontario Temper-
'ance Act, chief of which is one to per-

! mit' the government to take aver the
control of the sale of liquor in the prov-
ince, were introduced in the legislature
last night by the provincial secretary,
|Hon. W. D. McPherson. There are 23
! clauses in the bill, and while most of
| them relate to the change in the sale of
liquor, there are a pumber of other
| amendments of lesser importance.
l There is one_section which will pre-
| vent the solicitation of orders for liquor
i by any form of advertising. It declares
Ithat no person within Ontario shall
; “print, pubilsh or distribute either pub-
licly or privately any circular or news-
paper containing a price list of intoxi-
'cating liquor used for beverage pur-
'poses; however described or any an-
i nouncement, however expressed, having
| far-its object the-solicitation within On-
itgrio of ordersfor such.liquop and no
' person within Qntario shall by any other
means whatever solicit such orders.”
| Correct Prescription Abuse.
The wholesale manner in which pre-
ccriptions were issued in recent mon‘hs
by doctors has resulted in an ameal-
| ment to correct this abuse. One section
| gives a vendor of liquor authority to re-
tain a medical prescription before filling
'it in order to satisfy himself that the
‘;onk: was actually signed by the doctor
| whose name appears upon it. The act
| further states that if it appears that the
prescription was not signed by the prac-
titioner, but was obtained irregularly or
was being used for a person for whom
| it was not intended, the person present-
‘ing it may be arrested without a war-
rant by any officer of the law, and may
be prosecuted for attempting to obtain
.liquor illegally. The section also makes
| it an offence to give or sell a preserip-
tion,no matter for whom it was obtained.
| Another amendment is put in for' the
! purpose of restricting somewhat the sale
of liquor by doctors, Heretofore it has
 meen permissible for a doctor to have
,ten gallons of liquor in his possession,
! Now the section is changed to prevent a
practising physician from having more
than ten gallons in his possession, and
if the board sees fit to forbid him having
such a large amount, they may do so by
i having - the government pass an order-
{ in-council accordingly; The effect of this
| nmendment is to limit the use of liguor
'to “purely medicinal purposes,” and if
doctors live in districts near a vendor
they will probably not be allowed to
| have the entire ten gallons on hand. On
the other hand, a doctor living in a re-
mote district would be allowed to have
.on hand the full ten gallons.
| The clauses relating to the transfer to
government control of the liquor busi-
ness provide for the stocks to be pur-
chased by the board from the vendors,
who shall, upon request, furnish an in-
| ventory of all stocks, the exact prices
paid for the liquors, plus cost of freight
| and transportation, and less discounts or
rebates, if any. The price worked out
lin this manner will be the price the
' board will pay. Should the board de-.
';)sire to take over the liquor, fixtures,
i equipment, ete., of a vendor, it may,with
| the approval of the government, give
| notice, and therafter take immediate pos-
| session, leaying the price to be fixed later
| upon an inventory, or by mutual agree-
! ment regarding such items, the value of
which cannot be determined as outlined.
Should there be any liquors or fixtures
which the board may not require, it will
be under no obligation to purchase them.
Board a Business Firm.
. Provision is made in the bill to permit
i the board to organize the business of
| distribution, to establish agencies, with
| Toronto as headquarters, appoint offi-
- cers, fix salaries, etc. The board .is to
i be created a business organization, and
it may, if necessary, be proceeded
| against, or may take proceedings in any
‘court of law subject to certain safe-
| guards. Agencies may be established in
_such places in the province as may be
' deemed necessary. A central warehouse
‘ for the receipt of liquor in quantities

| may also be established, from which dis-
| tribution to the several agencies will be
