Supplies In Connection With 
Local War ActivitiesAnother three months of war, on a\ 

scale which forbids historical compari­
son, R is satisfactory to report a steady 
change for the better, in finance and 
trade. The great banks of the world 
are steadily strengthening themselves. 
The Bank of France and the Bank of 
England are now in position to meet 
any conceivable contingency. The Ger­
man Reichsbank, in the matter of gold 
at least, is stronger than it was at the 
outbreak of war.

Excluding Germany and Austria, 
which are necessarily shut in by the 
conditions of war, and do not exercise 
a material influence upon the world’s 
trade, improvement in credit condi­
tions may be described as universal. 
Much of this is due to the fact that 
Britannia continues to rule the waves. 
Our export trade would indeed be in 
a poor way with anything like a parity 
between the British and German fleets.

Even the reduction of the dividend on 
Steel common is not disturbing. The 
stock is selling, unofficially, round about 
40, which returns the investor 5 per cent., 
with a fair assurance of permanence and 
a prospect of increase as the interrupted 
export trade expands. Any professional 
trader would admit that the stock is 
now a better proposition than it was on. 
the old dividend basis, paradoxical as 
this may sound.

Steel common is instanced here as 
peculiarly representative.
Corporation has probably seen the low 
point' of Its reduced earnings, and this 
must be true Of, other important indus­
trial corporations. There are, of course, 
weak holdings to be liquidated still. But 
the amount of these has been sensibly 
diminished; and the way to re-oppning 
the Stock Exchange here and In Lon­
don is becoming clearer every day.

Cotton is moving for export, thereby 
presenting a natural way of liquidating 
one of our most difficult problems. Our 
grain crops are secure, and unprecedent­
edly large. Their market is assured, be­
cause while the world can dam its 
socks and patch its clothes, it cannot 
economize on bread. Even allowing for 
substitutes, the world must be fed.

Equally important is the way in which 
the New York banks have wiped out the 
deficit in their reserves, and have pre­
pared for what is perhaps the most im­
portant financial event in our history— 
the institution of the new banking sys­
tem. All these considerations taken to­
gether represent a sound basis for ex­
pecting a reasonable return of prosper­
ity, even allowing for the effect of the 
war upon individual industries—Wall 
Street Journal.

Maeterlinck Suggests That Ger­
mant be Given Notice of > Re­
prisals

HOUSE SANK INTO GROUND 
At one o’clock on Sunday morning a 

house occupied by Mrs. James W. John­
son at Westville, N. S. suddenly sank 
into the ground to such a depth that all 
the doors were stuck and the windows 
on the first floor completely buried in 
earth. To make things worse, a big 
water main was burst and flooded the 
whole surrounding district; the earth 
was ’cracked” for a long distance about 
the house and in fact looked as though 
the bottom had dropped out of the 
world at this, particular place.

M. Maeterlinck suggests that Berlin 
be named as a hostage city against Brus­
sels, Hamburg against Antwerp, Nurem­
berg against Ghent. He suggests that 
notice of this decision to be served on 
the Germans at once, as he has been in­
formed from a reliably personal source 
that the palace, the city hall and the 
cathedral of Brussels have already been 
mined and are ready, to be blown to 
atoms at an instant’s notice.

M. Maeterlinck urges that it is im­
possible to prevent the Germans from 
utterly destroying all Belgian cities be­
fore their retreat by reasoning or pro­
testing, and therefore the allies must 
threaten German cities. He concludes:
“Before certain adversaries the most bar­
barous threat is justified and is neces­
sary because it is the only kind that they 
can understand.”
