is consigned to the waste paper basket.

A tight control—a much tighter- control,
anyway, than was exercised over the purse
of the present king or late king—is being
kept on the purse of the present heir to
the throne. It is true that the princes
has his own banking account and the bal-
ance placed at his disposal is a liberal
one, but his bank book is submitted once
a month to the king, by whom' the details
of the prince’s expenditure are carefully
examined.

DENMARK FAVORS SUFFFAGE

The lower house of the Danish parlia-|
ment has voted 95 to 12 in favor of ex-|
tending full suffrage to women. This |
marks a rvapid advance in Denmark. Up|
to six years ago, Danish women could not |
vote upon any question, and were even|
debarred from serving upon boards of pub- |
lic charities. In 1907 Denmark gave wo-
men the right to vote for members of such
boards, and to serve on them. In 1908,
it gave women who are taxpayers or the
wives of tax-payers, the right to vote for
all officers except members of parhament.
And now the popular branch of the legis-
lative assembly has voted by this over-
whelming majority to give full suffrage to
women,

Under its provis-
jons all citizens may vote who are of good
character and not paupers! It also does
away with the Kking's right to appoint,
tivelve members of the senate, and pro-
vides ' that the senators shall be chosen
by the municipal councils, for which wo-
men’ can vote already. It is thus a long
step in the direction of more popular gov-
ernment.

The bill was introduced with the recom-
mendation of the king and the prime min-
ister. It must pass two parliaments before
becoming law. There is practically no op-
position to tlie admission of women to
the parliamentary vote, it is reported, all
parties being ready to accept this; but
there will be opposition to lowering of
the age, the removal of the property quali-
fication, and the abolition of the king's
power to appoint eenators.

SLEEP VARIES.

The depth of a person’s sleep varies ac-
cording to the diet, the habit, and the
temperament of the individual, but the fol-
lowing facts apply to the average person
in good health. Physicians have experi-
mented with large numbers of persons,
and lave ascertained that the sleep of
those who tetire regularly; about ten
o'clock, gradually increases in intensity for
about an hour, then suddenly becomes
very profound, and reaches its maximum
intensity at about 11.30. Within five or
six minutes of this time it begins slowly
to decrease in intensity and by 12.30 is
at about the san= depth as it was at 11.15
From then until two oclock there is prac-
tically no change; from two till four the
sleep deepens, and from four onward be-
comes gradually lighter until the custom-
ary hour for awakening.
