One Who Permormed

Sarah Bern-
hardt’s secret marriage in 1882 are
given me by the Rev. W. Greenwood,

Doubt as to the scene of the wed-
ding has been raised by a statement
that she was married at the Greek
Consulate in London. Mr. Greenwood,
who himself officiated at the ceremony,
confirms the statement of ‘“The West-
minster Gazette” on Tuesday that she
was married to M. Damala, who was
a member of her company, at the
Church of St. Andrew’s, Wells Street,
London.

“] remember the occasion well,” Mr.
Greenwood told me today. “Nobody
knew anything about the marriage un-

blue. St. Andrew’s, Wells Street, was
at that time one of the best known of
London churches, and I was a curate.
