ELECTRIC WELDING.

Large Amount of Capital Invested in
this New Commereinl Commodity.
Loxnpox, Sept. 11.—The London Con-

tract company has made a payment of

£5,000 to the European Electric Welding
company for the purchase of its English
rights, and which was not due until Sep-
tember 1, says the Boston News Burean
of Aftgust 20. The balance of the pur-
chase money, £20,000, is due November

1, but may be paid October 1.

The European Electric Welding Com-
pany has received, including the above
payment, £90,000 from the English syn-
dicate, of which £80,000 was for the
patent rights for Great Britain and
£10,000 forfeit money for Continental
rights.

The English company has brought out
its prospectus and subscriptions close
to-day. Capital stock is $2,300,000, par
$50. It comprises 45,000 ordinary shares
and 10,000 founder’s shares, of which
the European Electric  Welding
Company receives 8433 ordinary
and 400 founders’ shares, besides
$527,795 ecash. One million capital
stock and $24269s  cash are to
be put in the treasury for working capi-
tal.

Options maturing Sept 1 have been
extended to October 1 for electric weld-

y.
