This Will Come Up To-ﬁorrow Before
Full Court—Civil Sitting To-day.

The Full court will hold a special
sitting to-morrow to take into consid-
eration the city’s water appeal.

RECOVERED BODY.
Remains of Mate Joc Walsh Have Been
Found on Yukon River Bar.

Advices from the North tell of the
finding of the body of Joe Walsh, mate
of the steamer Columbian. Walsh dis-
appeared at the time the explosion oc-
curred on the Golumbian on the Yukon
river. His body was recovered on a
bar between Tantalus and Five
Fingers, about 25:miles below where
the accident occurred.® The advices
state that a lynx was seen gnawing at
something on the bar and investigation
led to the finding of the body, which
was easily identified as that of Walsh
by the brass buttons of his vest, which

Over $16,000,000 worth of fish were ex-
ported to foreign countries, mostly to
the United States and Great Britain.

During the season of 1905 no less than |
96,908 persong were engaged in the Can- |
adian fishing industries, including
about 14,000 in the lobster packing fac-
tories.

While 9,366 sailors manned the 1,384
fishing crafts, no less than 73,500 fish- |
ermen used 41,463 boats for the Can-
adian in-shore fisheries catch, using
altogether nearly seven million fath-
oms of nets and other implements ag-
gregating a capital of nearly $13,000,-
000.

The lobster plant with
neries in'the Maritime Provinces is
valued at $1,426,300. The result was |
that 10,497,624 pound cans of this valu-
able crustacean were put on the mar- !
ket and realized $2,624,406.

The usual sum of about $160,000 was
distributed amongst the deep-sea fish-
ermen of the Maritime Provinces. Of
this amount Nova Scotia received near-
Iy twice as much as the other three!
provinces together,, viz., $100,664; Que- |
bec, $34,185; New Brunswick, $15,379, |
and Prince Edward Island, $8,317.

The fish culture report states that
there are now 32 establishments in op-
eration for breeding fish in the different
provinces of the Dominion. These in-
stiutions hatched and distributed 653,-
000,000 fry, mostly lobster, salmon,
whitefish and pickerel.

COAL LANDS SOLD.
Fields in Elk Valley Have Been Purchas-
ed by United States Capitalists.

*W. R..Ross, M.P. P.; and S.'F. Wal-
lace, of Fernie, have completed arrange-
ments whereby the coal lands in the
Upper Elk valley, known as the property
of the Elk Valley Coal Company, have
been transferred to O. A. Robertson, of
St. Paul, and F. E. Kenaston, of Minne-
apolis,” says the Fernie Ledger. ‘Nego-
tiations have been pending for some time,
and the final deal was concluded in St.
Paul last week. The price paid for the
property has not been made public, but it
is understood that a substantial payment
in cash and an allotment of stock in the
company, which is to be formed, was the
consideration for which the property was
transferred.

“In round numbers there are 30,000 acres
embraced in this purchase. In one section
there have been uncovered and measured
25 seams of coal varying in thickness
from one foot to 30 feet. Of these 25
seams only seven are less than three feet
in thickness, and the total thickness of
workable coal is 175 feet. The whole of
the 30,000 acres has not yet been thor-
oughly explored, but enough is known to
warrant the assertion that it is unsur-
passed in the Elk valley so far as quan-
tity is concerned, which is the same as
that Dbeing mined by the Crow’s Nest
Company.

“Messrs. Robertson, Kenasten and as-
sociates now own 70,000 acres of coal lands
and are in a position to finance and oper-
ate it.

“Steps have already been taken looking
to the building of a railroad to the Liv-
ingstone range property, and the C. P. R.
holding, as it does, a large area of coal
lands near the areas just transferred to
the owners of the Livingstone property,
will probably build a line of railway up
the Elk valley to these properties, and
which will have for its ultimate destina-
tion a connection with the main line east
of the Rocky mountains. Suech a line
would parallel over 58 miles of this exten-
sive coal bed, and eventually be one of the
great coal hauling roads of the country.

HINDU QUESTION

N PARLIAMENT

RALPH SMITH GETS
OFFICIAL FISURES

Member For Napaimo Is Making an
Investigation Into This Latest
Immigration Problem.

Ralph Smith, M. P., who is ever alive
to the best interests of labor and the
general welfare of the province, is
making a thorough investigation into
the Hindu question. The records of
the House of Commons show that he
has taken the earliest opportunity,
after the opening of the session, to in-
auire into th= situation with respect to
this latest immigration problem to
confront the province.

The following list of questions and
their answers gives interesting infor-
mation:

Ralph Smith asked:

1. How many Hindus have arrived in
Canada, via British Columbia, in 1906,
up to date? 5

2. How many have been deported,
and fer what reason, and what are the
reasons for such deportation?

3. Does the immigration department
contribute in any way to the support
of impoverished Hindus arriving in
Britisk Columbia?

4. Do the present immigration laws
provide for the prevention of peopie
coming into Canada without means of
personal support?

Hon. Frank Oliver, minister of the
interior, replied as follows:

1. 2,193 Hinug have arrived in Can-
ada via British Columbia, from Janu-
ary 1st, 1906, to date. &

2. One hundred Hindus were deport-
ed from British ' Columbia between
January 1st and October 31st, 1906.

They were deported for the following
reasons:

Trachoma, 74.

Trachoma and partial blindness, 1.

Conjunctivits and partial blindness,

Likely to become public charges, 8.

Partial blindness, 10.

Conjunctivits, 1.

Cataract, 1.

Since that date 25 were deported on
the 14th of this month, but we have
not yet received a detailed report as
to the cause of deportation.

“No immigrant shall be permitted to
land in Canada who is a pauper, or
destitute, a professional beggar, or
vagrant, or who is likely to become a

LANSDOWNE ON THE
ATTITUDE OF OPPOSITION

Trades Dispate Bill Confers Excessive
Privileges on Unions But Will
# Be Passed.

London, Dec. 4—The House of Lords
to-night passed the second reading of
the Trades Dispute Bill.

Lord Lansdowne, in explaining the
opposition position with respect to the
bill, said that it raised the question as

to what extent the House of Lords
was justified in barring the way of
measures raised by the House of Com-
mons, which, in the opinion of the
House of Lords, were detrimental to
publiec interests. He said he believed
the duty of the House of Lords was
to arrest the progress of a measure
when it believed it had not been suffi-
ciently considered or was not in ac-
cordance with the wishes of the peo-
ple. The government had a mandate
from the people for the present meas-
ure, however, 80 that the only course
open to the House of Lords was to
pass the bill, although the House re-
garded it as conferring excessive privi-
leges on trades unions, which were
dangerous to the community and likely
to embitter industrial life.

DARING BURGLARY.
New York Broker Beaten by Men Who
Succeeded in Making Their
Escape.

New York, Dec. 5.—Awakened by the
sound of a stealthy footstép in the
splendid home in the heart of the city’s
most exclusive residential district early
to-day, Elias Asiel, a broker, found
himself gazing into the muzzles of two
revolvers which were held only a few
inches from his face. “We’ll shoot if
you make a squeak,’”’- sald a voice as
the guns and the men behind them be-
gan to draw slowly away toward a door
which had been left open when they
entered the room. Mr. Asiel did not
heed the warning but, raising himself
on his elbow, sent a shout for help
echoing through the house. An instant
later the two men were upon him rain-
ing blows upon his head, and when a
servant who had heard the cries rushed
into the room, the broker was lying in
bed helpless, on the verge of insensi-
bility, his head and the pillow upon
which it lay bathed in blood. (The
robbers had escaped.

Two minutes later the whole neigh-
borhood had been aroused by the
screams of the servants and Mr. Asiel’s
daughter, and a score of policemen
from nearby stations were rushing to
the scene to search for the burglars,
but the few minutes had given the
thieves time to make their escape.

A large amount of gold and silver
plate in the dining room had been
gathered and tied up in two compact
bundles, but in their flight the men ¥id
not have time to take it.

So far as can be learned the only
articles stolen were a few silver knives,
forks and spoons, a dozen pearl and
sapphire stick-pins which are missing
from Mr. Asiel’s bedroom.

THE THAW TRIAL.
Hearing of Case Will Probably Be
Postponed.

New York, Dec. 3.—On motion of
counsel for Harry K. Thaw, a commis-
sion was to-day appointed to take
testimony of witnesses out of the state.

The motion was made by Clifford W.
Hartridge, who suggested an open
commission and named as the wit-
nesses whose testimony was
Thomas McCaleb and Truxton Beale,
both of whom he said were in Cali-
fornia.

District Attorney Jerome told Justice
Newburger he had no objection to the
appointment of a commission provided
it be allowed to take the testimony of
witnesses for the prosecution who are
outside the state.

Mr. Jerome said he wanted the testi-
mony of the mother, brother and sister
of .the defendant’s wife, and possibly
that of a witness who is in South
Africa.

As the lawyers were leaving the
court room Mr. Hartridge turned to
Assistant District Attorney Garvin and
said: “Why, this is an awful thing.
If yon find it necessary to get the testi-
mony of a witness in South Africa, it
will be months before the case can be
called.”

Mr. Garvin made no reply.

The appointment of the commission
will have the effect of postponing
Thaw’s trial, which was scheduled to
begin early in the coming year,

ROBBERS' HAUL.

Secured Over One Hundred Thousand

Dollars From Cotton Belt
Train.

Chicago, Dec. 4.—A dispatch from
Palestine, Texas, says ‘It was learned
yesterday that the train robbers who
probably fatally wounded the express
messenger of a cotton belt train on
Saturday night secured $110,000 from
the messenger’s safe. The Pacific Ex-
press officials refuse any information,
claiming it is impossible at present to
state the amount taken. A glance at
the messenger’s books, however, would
tell the amount stated above. About
eighty thousand dollars, it is learned,
was from the local trasury departl?ient
of the cotton belt at Tyler and ‘con-
signed to General Treasurer S.-C.
Johnson, at St. Louis.”

RESCUED AT SEA.

Liverpool, Dec. 3.—The British
steamer Ardeola arrived here from
I.isbon to-day, and landed the crew of
the British barque Ancona, who were
rescued in the Bay of Biscay, Novem-
bgf 30th. The Ancona, which left Ant-
werp November 1lth, for San Fran-
cisco, was on fire when sighted by the
Ardeola and was destroyed after a vain
attempt to tow her into port.

BRITISH TROOPS WILL
JOIN CANADIAN FORCES

London, Dec. 5.—Imperial reciprocity
in soldiers promises to be one of tha
results of War Secretary Haldane’s re-
cent disbandment of some battalions of
the British army in the furtherance of
the general programme of economy.

The new movement will be initiated
by one hundred and fifty men who were
lately disbanded from the third batta-
lion of the Manchester regiment who
in January will proceed to Canada to
join the Dominion forces.

The men with their wives and fami-
lies will all be taken at the cost of the
Canadian government and it is under-
stood that contingents of the Garrison
artillery which shortly will be dis-
banded will follow suit. 5

Thewar office authorities are hope-
ful that the movement will develop and
that later a system of exchange will
be arranged by which Canadian troops
can be sent to England and British
troops sent to Canada with the object
of more closely welding
into an imperial force.
