DEFENCE BEGINS _ -
SUMMING UP TO-DAY

Star Mining Co. vs. White Co. Ap-
peal is Nearing an
End. -

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The argument in- the appeal ‘of the
Star Mining and Milling Co. vs. B. N.
White and Co., was continued yester-
day and to-day.- S.8. Taylor began
by reading such portions of Mr. Sizer's
evidence as went especially to prove
that the ore of the. Slocan Star was
terminated by the black fissure. The
work in the intermediate level plainly
showed the termination of the vein
and the ore was plainly visible with
a wall running at right angles to the
vein itself. When the two panels of
lagging were removed =’ distinct foot
wall fissure was to be seen abutting
against the ore.

Continuing to read from the evidence
he pointed out that the ore 'was pro-
jected from above dewnward and was
shown by the blasting for the hoisting
machinery. It was this which exposed
the up-turned slate and in His opinion
proved that the ore of the Slocan Star
terminated here. The fact of this ore
being projected from above downward
had led the drift to be ¢urned into the
black fissure .to follow-thé ore instead
of terminating ds the veifi actually did.
“Both sides admit, sa}d Mr. Taylaor,
“that the drift here, turns from the
véin into the black fisgure.”

Mr. Taylor then” contihued reading
evidence when Justice Irving interrupt-
ed.

“I do not see|” said the learned judge,
“any posible utility in reading the evi-
dence which we must read for :our-
selves. It is utterly impossible in this
mass of evidence to follow you intelli-
gently.” “I wish to read the more im-
portant parts,’”” said Mr. Taylor, “and
thus to link up what we consider most
essential to our case in order that your
Lordships may the better understand
our case. Mr. Bodwell will speak three
days.”

“I am aware ¢f that,” said the Jus-
tice. “It is in view of that that I wish
to curtail the reading of the evidence.
Of course I must listen to you. It is
only by compulsion that I am here. I
do not wish you to have any doubt as
to my opinion on the matter. There
is other work of commensurate impor-
tance.”

From this on. Mr. Taylor confined
himself as much as possible in his
reading, comtenting himself with call-
ing the court’s attention to the more
important points in the evidence. He
exhibited two photos from this portion
of the work, showing the downward
movement which had taken place in
ages past, and which went to prove
that there was no mineral in the black
fissure other than the dragged ore be-
fore spoken of. The black filling of the
fissure was also shown by means of a
photo.

The attention of the court was espe-
cially called to the difference between
this and the similar material called
“gang,” which appears in the vein of
the Slocan Star. The great strength of
the<evidence adduced by the plaintiffs
lay in the admitted fact that there was
nothing therein brought from the
depths. The black material was proved
to be different, from quality and posi-
tion as well as from the character of
the walls which were different from
those of the Slocan Star vein. He sum-
med up Mr. Sizer's evidence on this
point as to the directlon and dip of
the black fissure which was totally at

“4nterrupted

variance with that of the Star vein; |

to the fact that at the point of con-
tract the two were at practically right
angles.

It was here that the Chief Justice
had been somewhat misled by the.ap-
pearance of the walls. Mr. Sizer had
pointed out to his Lordship that the
walls were clearly visible. In every in-
stance the contention of the plaintiff’s
engineer had been borne out by subse-
quent development. After referring
briefly to Mr. Atwater's evidence which,
amid the smiles of his opponents, he
spoke of as being so clear and concise
as to need no comment, he passed on to
Mr. Elmendorf’s references to the bar-
ren spots in the Slocan Star vein. The
court was asked to bear in mind that
Mr. Elmendorf, in referring to these,
had declined to make it clear whether
these were barren of all things from
the depths or not.
