pronounced some of Mr.’ Trafton’s
statements grossly “insulting to certain
religious sects, as well as tending to
create false impressions. Several of
those who talked to the Star on the
matter say they had never before at-
tended -these camp meetings- and  that
they  have no desire ever to
go back again, Some left be-
fore the service was over lest
their patience should be over-
taxed and others -who were crowded
into- seats which they could not eon-
veniently leave were - compelled to sit
and- listen with a feeling of nervous
expectancy, not knowing when they
were going to be consigned by the
speaker to the depths:of eternal per-
dition. No person seems to know, how-
ever, the text of the sermon, or even
the central thought or subject, but
each carried away with him certain
statements which, on account of their
unusual nature, did not fail to im-
press themselves om his or. her. mem-
ory.

It will be well for the St. John peo-
ple to know that if they go to the
opera. house there is no hope of eternal
salvation. “You cannot serve God and
mammon,” said the preacher, “The
line between the church and the world
must be distinctly drawn. You cannot
attend the church of God one evening
and go to the opera house the next,
and ‘remain a Christian.”

Mr, Trafton classified the Methodists
into- two classes,  viz., the smoking
Methodists, and the non-smoking
Methodists. He intimated vety strong-
ly that the former class need not ap-
ply for admission at the pearly gates.
No man who thought so little of him-
self '‘as to be seen walking down the
street with a dirty old pipe in his
mouth could ever hope to don white
raiment and become a member of that
pure and spotless throng above.

The preacher has sealed forever the
fate of the Unitarians. It is a sad blow
but it must be written, “Glad I am
that I am not a Unitarian,” said he,
“why? Because I do not want to g0
to hell.” Backing up the statement
with arguments he stated that it was
as impossible for a Unitarian to get to
Heaven as for a camel to go through
a needle’s eye, .

These are only a few instances, the
spectators say, of the manner in which
churches and individuals were swiftly
condemned to eternal punishment, in
the face of the Scriptural command,
“Judge not that ye be not judged.” “He
taught,” said one man, “as one having
authority, and not as the Scrives.”

One of the Baptist chiirches
came in for a severe scoring
along with the others. There
is  still, however, hope for this
congregation to get back into the nar-
row path, and while this blessed hope
remains they will doubtless continue
to do business at the old stand. On the
evening of the political picnic at Gage-
town, Mr. Trafton was passing the
church in question, and casting his
eyes toward that once sacred edifice,
built of old for prayer and praise, he
beheld the ante-room filled with boxes,
bags and harrels, and—oh the pity of
it—there was the preacher himself
standing in the doorway counting the
gains from the day’s proceedings. The
preacher compared these people to the
money changers of old who turned
God’s house into a den of thieves and
whose tables were smitten by the
Lord in His wrath. From this he went
on to point out to what depths some
of the churches had fallen, when they
would hold within the church walls
bean suppers, ple socials, sewing cir-
cles, and other schemes for money-
making as gotten up by the ladies’ aid
societies. These people were fast turn-
ing God’s house into a place of mer-
chandise and it could no longer be held
sacred.

One thing about the way in which
business was conducted on the camp
grounds which seemed to be somewhat
inconsistent, so the spectators say,
with Mr. Trafton’s teachings, is the
fact that every person was compelled
to pay 10 cents at the gate for a ticket,
notwithstanding it was Sunday. One
boy was seen to turn his trouser’s
pockets inside out in search of the
necessary entrance fee, and when
was found he was 5 cents short he
was refused admittance and turned
away without hearing the gospel mes-
sage,

GCHAMBER OF COMMERCE
AND PREFERENTIAL TRADE,

A Resolution Presented by Montreal Man
Discussed in London This Morning,

LONDON, July 10—The Earl of EIl-
gin and Kincardine, the honorary
president, today opened here the sixth
congress of the Chamber of Commerce
of thexEmpire. About two hundred
delegates were present. In welcoming
them Lord Elgin dwelt on the impor-
tance of the programme, which includ-
2d both national and international po-
litfcal and financial questions of the
most far reaching import, and expres-
sed the hope that the results of the
congress would end towards further
uniting the empire.

An animated debate followed the first
resolution, which was  introduced by
George E, Drummond, in behalf of the
Montreal Board of Trade in substance
as follows: “Whereas in the resolutjon
of the fifth congress of Chambers of
Commerce of the Empire, held in Mon-
treal in August, 1903, it was stated
that the bonds of the British Empire
would be materially strengthened by
a mutually beneficial commercial pol-
icy it is the opinion of this congress
that it is in the interest of the com-
ponent parts of the empire that steps
should be taken towards consummat-
ing such an arrangement, There are
in the united kinngdom, her colonies
and dependencies natural resources
and industries which if developed,
would be sufficient to provide the
British empire with its food supply
and all other necessaries and re-
quirements of life,

“Be it therefore resolved,.that this
congress urges upon His Majesty's
Government in the United Kingdom
and in the various colonies respective
markets on a reciprocal basis, each to
the other, believing that thereby the
bonds of union will be strengthened,
and the British empire largely freed
from the dependence on foreign coun-
tries for food and other supplies.”

The Indian and Lancashire delegates
led the opposition to the proposal for
preferental treatment.

He Delivered Judgment Today
in Favor of W. S, Barker
in the McDevitt GCase,
Holding That the Stock
Broker is Only an Agent,

. éounty Court chambers this
morning His Honer Judge Forbes de-
livered judgment in the appeal case of
McDevitt vs. Barker. Judge Forbes
dismissed the appeal reversing the
judgment given by Judge Ritchie in
favor of McDevitt. It will be remem-
bered this was an action taken by W.
S. Barker, stock broker, on a note for
$80 made in his favor by McDevitt to
cover the margins in certain stock
trading trancactions. On the hearing
of the case in the civic court the de-
fendant alleges that he was not liable
as this was a form of gambling debt.
Judge Ritchie -held the same view and -
gave judgment in favor of defendant.
The case was then appealed by Mr.
Barker.

This morning Judge Forbes said that
after carefully considering thz evi-
dence and listening to the arguments
of the counsel on both sides he had
conculded that this was not ga,ambling
transaction, hence he would set aside
the verdict for the defendant and di-
rect one to be entered for the plaintift
with costs.

In giving his judgment he relied
chiefly on the case of Forget vs. Astig-
ny, tried before a justice and appealed
from the King's bench, Lower Canada,
to the privy council of the House of
Lords. The lower court decided it was
a gambling transaction. The House of
Lords set aside this judgment and or-
dered verdict for the plaintiff, Judge
Forbes relied chiefly on the judgment
of L. J, Cotton in which he pointed out
clearly that the whole element of
gambling was absent from the con-
tract. His Honor explained that Mr.
Barker was simply Mr. McDermott’s
agent, and was supposed to do ‘what
he wanted done.

Prominent  Educationist Denounces the
Munroe Doctrine and the Repuhlican
Form f Government,

NEW YORK, July 10.—A special to a
morning paper from New Haven,
Conn., says: :

“In extending the Yale welcome to
the American institute of education at
the opening of the national convention
here last night, Prof. A. M. Wheeler,
of the history department vigorously
attacked the Munroe dictrine and dz-
plored the present spirit of money-gét-
ting, a sacrifice of right principles.

‘“He said in part: ‘The Munroe doc-
trine, which is the eleventh command-
ment of this government, is the em=-
bodiment of national greed and selfish-
ness. A recent secretary of state is
quoted as saying that this government
in foreign affairs was run on a princi-
ple that was a «ombination of the
golden rule and the Monroe doctrine.
The man that can associate the two or
assimilate them must ‘be a wonderful
scientist and mathematician.

“‘In following out this doctrine we
have been carried away with the theory
that our particular form of govern-
ment was fitted for every nation in
every stage of development, and no
more crazy illusion ever entered man's
mind. A republican form of govern-
ment is the worst possible for certain
nations, but we have been advancing
the fallacy of forcing this on others.
As a nation we think we must also ad-
vance our religion, the Christian reli-
gion, even if it takes gunboats to do it
and it has to be spread at the point of
the bayonet.”

Profe Wheeler also deplored the pre-
sent money greed and the great com-
binations with their betrayal of publie
trust.
