THE DECORATIONS,
(CONCLUDED.)
* * * *
RESIDENCES OF THE NOBILITY,
In front of Devonshire House, along the
entire length of the wall between the two
entrance gates, a range of seats was erects
ed, covered with searlet cloth, and pro-
tected from the weather,  About 300 of

the Duke's friends were here accomtno-
farlisle,
Lady Taunton, and the Duke and Duch-
ess of Avgyll. The baleonies of Miss
Burdett Coutts’s house, at the eorner of
Stratton-street, were tastefully draped
with red and white, Bath House, the
seat of Lovd Ashburton, had a staging
covered with erimson cloth, fluted with
white and purple ribbon, and decorated
with choice plants, Among the visitors
were Lord Devon and Nir Roderick Mur-
chison, The munsions of the Duke of
Grafton, at the corner of Clm‘gﬂ'ntwet.
and of the Marquis of Hertford, were
almost the only two houses along the line
tuken by the procession which exhibited
no sign of n'Joicing. Coventry Touse,
oceupied by the Comte de Flahault, the
lnte French Awbuassador, was ornamented
after the Ttalian fashion by a brilliant
display of cestly carpots and shawls, The
Duchess Dowager of Sutherland, Lord
Russell, the Marquis and Marchionoess de
Cadore, the Npeuker of the House of
(ommong, and_many others were upon
the buleony, o house of Baron Meyer
de Rotheehild, M.P., wus neatly decorat-
o, "The blinds of the wmansion of the
late My, Henry Hope were closely drawn—
the hatechment, with its inseription, ** ¢
apes non fracta,” being etill over the por-
tico,  Gloncester House, oceupied by the
Duke of Cambridge, at the corner of
Park-lnne, exhibited a supoerb Prince of
Wales's plume in glass drops, and the
pillars of the baleony were wreathed with
evergreens,  Sir Kdward Kerrison's man-
sion, at the corner of Huamilton:plnee,
wun most gaily decorated,  Mauve, yol-
low, and erimson draperies, looped up
with white and red roses, extended from
the drawing-room windows to the ground
floor, and flugs of all colours floated from
the windows, 'The Duke of Marlborough.
Lord and Lady Stanhope, and Lord and
Lady Custleroso, found a place on this
bulcony. Butthe most beautifully decor-
ated mwansion in Piceadilly, was thut of
Lord Willoughby d'Eresby, joint Here-
ditary Grent Chamberlain of Kngland, in
Hamilton-place, line of flugs of all
nations, like o ship's bunting on & gala
day, flew from the roof to the outer pali-
sudes. A flag waved from each window,
and the baleony pillars were tastefully
wreathed with holly and laurel, The
front of the house was hung with drapery
divided into three compartments, The
contre of white satin and gold contained
tho Star and the Order of the Garter;
the two side compartments were of blue
watin studded with gold stars,  T'he effect
was vory gay and cheerful. A weaffold:
ing, covered with red drapery, was erect-

od in front of the untinished mansion of N

LONDON BRIDAE,

The eye waus flist attracted by tall
standard poles, placed at short intervals
along the parapets of the bridge from
south to north, ench being surmounted
by a golden elephunt with a castle on its
back, or by a raven, the popular Danish
emblems,  From the tops of thege stand-
ards floated red banners with o white
crogs, the eolours of Denmark, while at

the foot were affixed the portraits, in
sepin, of the Danish Kings from the
eatliest period down to the reign of his
present  Majesty, Fredevick \'TL Be-
tween the standardg were 136 tiipods,
from which a powerful incense arose dur-
ing a great part of the day, and impreg-
nated the aiv around with an agreeable
odour, On both sides of the north and
south appronches to the bridge were
erocted bronge ﬂp\\’xmn of a Danish warrior
holding the Danebrog, the national flag of'
Denmark, while below were \vlnch three
colossal statues of Fame, with wings ex-
tended and bearing a wreath,  The upper
portion of these pedestals was surrounded
with small lnmps, which were lighted up
at night.  In the different recesses along
the parapots appeared smaller pedoestals,
in a similar style of ornamentation, but.
instead of cach having three statues of
Fame, it contained only one.  'The main
foature, however, of the whole seene was
n grand telumphal arch, sixty feet high,
nearly opposite Fishmongers” Hall, swhich
spanned the entive thoroughfare, The
south or principal side of this areh bove
in the contre, immediately over the car-
riuge way, the united arms of England
and Denmark, and medallions in yelief of’
the Prince of Wales and the Princess
Alexandra,  Appended above the arches
over the {footwaye, on the columns were
placed, in honour of Denmark, the statues
of Saxo-Grammaticus; Holberg, the
poet; Thorwaldsen, the sculptor; and
Juel, the painter. In the pediment was
the l\)llowmg quotation, slightly altered,
from the Masque in Shakepoave's Zen-
post —

“ Honour, riches, marringe, hlesing,
Long continuance and inerensing
Hourly joys be etill npon you

England showers her blessings on you,"”

Under this inseription there was a lnrge
and richly coloured painting, represent-
ing Britannia oscorting the Princess Alex-
andra to the shores of Kngland, aecompa-
nied by sen (i;ods and goddessos, "The
Princess gtood in the boat in her bridul

dress, holding the hand of Britannin, o

full sail, und o numerous body of nymphe,

ax - rowers, promising a quick voyage.

T'he good wikhes of the City were further

exprossed nt night by replacing thix

puinting with o transpareney, which, of
course, the royal purty did not sce. do-

picting the riches of earth, uir, und water,

in offerings to the Princess Alexandia,

On the top o the arch or podiment dp-

peared o very effective and imposing piece

of seulpture=Britannin in u car, drawn

b‘y four prancing horses, wolcoming the

Princess to our shores, with, on either

side, reoumbent figures of Fatne, herald-

ing her happy appronch,  In the contre

of the northern wide of the arch was

placed o portrait of Quoen Vietoria in n

widow's drews, within u wreath of laurel,

und the erown above, supported by figures

of Wisdom and Strength, The eight

Corinthinn eolumng on this side of the

arch supported four statutes of Famne, -
