Now, to what extent does this spirit
previil among us? There are writkrs
who tell us that it is pretty well uni-
versal—that it is the oharacteristic
feature of ourtimes. In the monthly
réviews you find one article upon
another devoted to this theme, inform-
ing us, on the most lesrned suthority,
that peseimism pervades modern so-
ciety like some thick, widespread fog.
infecting all classes and conditions of
life; that there is an air of sadness
everywhere, and an abscence of hope;
that  literature is steeped in it, and
politics and business overshadowed and
religion darkened by it; that there is
a deepening conviction in all sorts of
minds that the changes which are com-
ing are all for the worse ; that civiliza-
tion is & failure; that commerpe is de-
clining ; that politics are becoming
hopelessly corrupt, morals degenera-
ting, faith dying, and Christianity
played out. This, we are told, is the
general trend of thought. I remember
once hearing a preacher begin bis ser-
mon with the apology, “Brethren, we
don't feel very well this morniog; we
have had a bilious attack.” I strongly
objscted 10 that pulpit “we.”” I had
never felt better in my life, aud it was
difficult to refrain from saying,

“HROTHER, KPEAX FOR YOURSELY.”
These writi s fling the shadow of their
own glcomy thoughts over the faces of
their fellow men, and fancy that all
hearts are darkened because there is
darkness in themselves. They put their
fingers upon their.-éwn sickly, jaded
pulses, and believe that they are feelin
the throbbing heart of the great world.

y do pot know what is being
thought and felt outside their own liter-
ary circles. There was once a Greek
philosopher who had formed & Lhee:?
of the universe 1hlch explained 'all

is 1ike the mythioa! Cerb  thing
with fifty known héads, a flowing mane
of anakes, and a serpent’s {all reaching
down into the biscknees of Hades. Its
eyes soe, Or profees L0 sve, everything,
and ita dismal wall sopounces that
everythiog which it sees s bad. The
past has no cheerful memories, the
future no glearms of promise ; every door
opens on & sort of Inferno, and he who
enters must leave all hope behind.
Things are neatly as bad as they oan
be in the worst of concelvable worlds,
If they are not quite as bad ss they
might be it is because they are con
stantly getting worse, Misery fs the
izevitabfe lot of hamanity, without
any chance of improyement, and if the
wise man who underftands these (hiogs
does not find refuge in suicide, it is be-
cause duty requires him (0 remain un
i} ke brings bis fellow-men up to the
snrie stage of enlightenment, when, by
& mutoal and uviversal sgreement,
they will play the final act and leavero
witness of the tragedy. But that is
pessimism in its extreme form. It is

KES DAD TOBACCO. INCES-
SANTLY
It is not so much the child of science
aa the brood of nicotine. In our own
cotntry the disesse is taken in & some-
what milder form. We have fogs
enongh in Eogland, but they are not so
thick as the smoke in German studies,
and perhaps our illogical common sense
refuses to go where inexorable German
logic drives. But we have pessimism
here too, because we have men with
spiritnal eyes darkened or with diseased
humors in the blood and brain. For,
after all it is a disease of one kind or
another. Tocall it a philosophy is to
give 1t an imposing title which'it hardly
deserves. It is genérally not so much
a philosophy as & dyspepsia. Byron
and Shelley had it badly because they
were never well. Thomas Carlyle suf-
fered much frym it, and so did the poor
wife who lived with him, because he
bad chronic indigestion. I used to have

We all have fits of it at times when we
have been working too hard or eating
too much.

or even widespread. The {4 majority
of men are hardly touched by it. When
Professor Mallock asks, *'Is life worth
living " they read the book as & good
joke, and smiliogly pass on. There is
very little of the gloomy and despond-
ent syirit -.?wng healthy, active people.
Commercial men do not rej the out-
look with despalr; politicians do not
paint the future with pitch ; poetry still
sings songs of the morning. Pessimism
dwells in castles of indolence and in
the cloisters of the agnostic, and not in
the busy spheres of labor and the
homes illumined by faith. Men whose
lives are swayed by an earnest purgole,
and ocoupied with honest work, have
no time to gie way to it even if they
had the wish. You do not iind it
amorg the host of toilers. They are
restless ; they are dissatisfied ; there is
among them the seething of an almost
feverish discontent But in their dis-
content there is none of the hoplessness
of the pessimist. They ared di
& happier lot because dm{ think it can
be realized and ought to be. They be-
lieve that labor has a brighter future,
and there is' something of confidence
acd cheerfalness even in their present
compliints. Pessimism is not there.

The acience which fills
its chamb:re wilh cells and microbes
and foesils and bones, and shuts out
the light of heaven, can pever he very
cheerful, And the mind which sur-
veve the heaviag maes of bumen life,
with all its stroggles sod scrrows, and
sees vo Divioe Bpirit moving over the
chaos, must think somewhat desperate
ly of the result.

station? We go eixieen miles when
we want to take the train. We think
the new riilroad should bave come to
Bimli, bt before the builders got to
ve they furned off north to Viziana:

ram. We feel very much slighted,

ut ave trying totake it good naturedly.
North-west of us is & station not mors
than twelve miles away, but thers is
no good road, and ther«fcre when we
want the “smoke-buggy,” as the Telu-
gos call it, we go north on & good road
sixteen miles to Vizianageam.

A tew wecks ago 1 left bome at
dawn of day, and took breakfast with
My, and Mrs, Shaw. At one o'clock,
with her head toward the north-esst,
the long train, fall of Telugus, pufled
out of the station, and was safs
aboard.  What are these letters ou all
the furofture? It iv not *U. A,
R.” nor .
R,” but “E o
Cosst Reilway.” Why is it oalled E
C. R.? Becagse it rans up the east
coast of India. S0 we rollalong “over
the fron rul” in » line parallel to the
sbore. We spin around great hills and
rumble over broad rice fields like green
oceavs,all the way amids: the acclama-
tions of staring villagers, fur it"is only
a few weeks that the train has been
running beyond Vislanagram,

After we have gone about. twenty
miles we stop at a certain station, and
who comes looking  into the car door
but Mr. Churchill! Behini bim, look-
ing over his shoulder; comes a solemn-
faced man with loog whiskers. He is
one of Mr. Shaw's Telugu predchers
who lives at this town, and preaches
here and in the adjsining villages.
His namé is Samnel. The name of
this town is Chipurapally. It is the
nearest station to Bobbnili, I think, ard
Mr. Chburchill got off the train here

morning.  But the bell rings, and
our talk is broken short.

About ten miles further along we
cross & long iron bridge ower a gmud
river. The water is very muddy, as
are all the streams here when swollen
by the rains. It is only about nine
miles to the ses, and & most refreshing
breeze blows up the river from the bay.
