RECORDS
BROKEN

Chicago, June 26.—All competitive
speedway automobile records of the
world from fifty miles to five hundred
were shattered in the running of the
first Chicago 500 mile Derby.

They were not only beaten by Darice
Resta, who won with a French car,
and captured more than $20,000 in
prize money, but by the nine other
drivers who finished in the money.
Resta’s official time was 5.:07.26.

The previous record, made by Ralph
De Palma at Indiarapolis recently,
was at the rate of 89.84 miles per
hour. Resta averaged 97.6 over the
same distance, and J. Cooper, who
finished tenth, bettered the De Palma
mark, averaging 90.3 miles. Eighty
thousand persons witnessed the race.

The veteran Harry Grant drove the
entire race without a stop, and finish-
ed in fifth position, averaging 95.06
miles an hour.
