REALLY- AN INQUISITION
“The whole inguiry was in the
nature of an inquisition, Ques-
tions were asked of a character
that, had they been adked in a
court of law governed by the or-
dinary rules of evidence, would
never have been permitted. The
inquiry was broad, comprehensive,
and searching and thorough.”
Constant interruptions by Mr.
Pugsley began to be a nuisance in
the House and Mr. Hazen said:
“I have noticed, in many years'
experience of the hon. member for
the city of St. John in the same
parliament thats it with the
greatest difficulty that the honor-
able gentleman can remain qulet
while any one else is speaking.
He has got into the unfortunate
habit, it he, will allow me to say
80, of interyupting one who s try-
ing to present an argument.”
Then Mr. Hazen continued: “I
think the evidence I have quoted
must satisfy anyone whose mind
is open to be satisfled of three
facts. First that the transaction
was honestly conducted and hon-
estly carried out. There was no
foundation or justification for the
charges made with regard to Sir
Richard McBride or in connec-
tion with the people, who had to
do with the transaction, that the
boats were efficient. The evi-
dence of all the experts, Admiral
Storey, commander; Admiral
Kingsmill and others all go to
show that. First, the evidence of
Admiral Kingsmill goes to show
that the boats, bought as they
were in a hurry, were bought at &
price not as largé’ as the price
that the British Government sub-
sequently paid for submarines of
similar type. When the report of
Sir Chgrleg Davidson is laid upon
the table and we have an oppor-
tunity to read Sir Charles’ sum-
mary of the evidence, we will
have an opportunity for further
discussion if Mr. Pugsley cares to
pursue the subject further.
PENSIONS TO SOLDIERS.
“Leaving the subject of subma-
rines Mr. Hazen said: The
Honorable Minister for Edmon-
ton (Mr. Oliver), referred to an-
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hand two tables, one showing the
comparitive rate for pensions for
totally disabled woldiers, the oth-
er the comparative rate for wid-
ows of officers and men killed on
" avtive servige. This is not the
first time the matter has been re-
ferred to in the House. .

“The order providing for the
pensions was on _the table of the
Housge for three weeks, open and
available to every member of the
House, and no discussion took
place in regard to the rates to be
provided. That, however, is no
reason for not discusing it now.
It is a perfectly proper subject,
and I think the honorable member
for Edmonton (Mr. Oliver), is
within the grounds of legitimate
and proper discussion in bringing
this matter to the attention of the
House, because it is one which,
for my part, I would be very sorry
indeed to have regarded from &
party standpoint. I ‘shall give a
few figures.

COMPARATIVE STATEMENT.
“In Canada the unmarried soldier
who is totally disabled Is paid
$264 per annum. I am speaking
now of private soldiers. Th Aus-
tralia he is paid $250, and in Great
Britain $316. Thus in Great Brit-
ain the unmarried soldier who is
totally disabled gets more than
in Canada, and still more than in
Australia.

“But in Great Britain no pro-

vision is made for extra pension
if the man is married, while in
Canada, if a man is married, his
pension becomes $396; in Aus-
tralia, $380, and in Great Britain
$316. In Britain it is just the
same as he would receive if he
had been a bdachelor, The pen-
sion paid to a soldier who "as a
wite and one child in Canada Is
$466; in Auetrala, $443, and in
QGreat Britain, $348, a wife and
two children, Canada, $516; Aus-
tralia, $506; Great Britain, $380;
a wife and three children in Can-
ada, $576; Australia, $569, and in
Great Britain, $412. If he has a
wife and four children he receives
in Canada $636; in Australia, $633,
and in Great Britain, $444.”
Mr, McDonald—"“Would the Min-
ister tell us the difference be-
tween the amounts paid to offic-
ers in the two countries?”

Mr. Hazen—“I will take the
case of a lieutenant. In Canada
a lieutenant who is unmarried

would get $482; in Australia, $443
and in Great Britain, $700. The
higher officers get larger sums in
proportion in Great Britain than
they do in Cahada and Australia,
A leutenant with a wife and one
child in Canada gets $774; in Aus-
tralia, $727. With a wife and
four children a lieutenant gets
$990, and $917 in Australia,
Mr. Carvell—What about Great
Britain?

DISABILITY RATES.

Mr. Hazen—As far as I can tell
the pension there does not in
crease on account of his being
married. I have a note saying,
‘In addftion he receives a grat-
uity of one year’'s pension the first
year.' i

“That is in Great Britaln, 1
am not clear about the state of
affairs in the United States, but
I think their pension there, for
total disability is higher. It is
lower in other respects. In the

THE RATES TO WIDOWS,
“Now I come to the question of
the rates pald to the widows of
officers and men who were actually
killed. In Oanada the widow of &
a private without any children,
under the pension scheme lald on
the table, would get $254,, the wid-
ow of & private in Australia would
got $258.”

Mr. Marcll—'That is so long as
she remsains unmarried.”

Mr. Hagzen—"In Britain she
would get $126 and in the U. 8.
$144 or $120 lless than the widow in
Canada. In Canada the widow
with one child would get $324, in
Australia $316, in Great Britain
$189, and in the United States
$168. The widow with four chil-
dren in Canada would get $504, in
Australia $604, in Great Britain
$283, and in the United States
- $240 and s0 on.

“There fs one important point
which requires consideration. It
anyone looks over the casualty
Hst of the Canadian foroe, especi-
ally those of the spring and early
summer, he will find that in a
great many cases the next of kin
of the men who went from Canada,
and who were killed, were resi-
dents of the British Isles, so that
the pensions we pay will go to
people who dive in Great Britain,
to the sisters, widows, or mothers,
as the case may be, of the men
who were killed. That ig going to
glve rise to this state of affairs,
that the next of kin of the soldiers
who have gone to fight from Can:
ada and who have been killed,
living in Great Britain, will get
pensions very considerably higher
than those paid to the next of kin
of British soldiers who live in
Canada. - I think that is a matter
worthy of some consideration.

DISABLED SOLDIERS.

“Generally speaking, the new
scheme of pensions was drawn up
by & committee of the militia
council in domsultation with a sub-
committee of the Privy Council,
who had before them the scales of
pensions pald infother countries.
The pensions for totally disabled
soldiers are based, to a very large
extent, on those introduced by the
parliament of Australia. In the
cages of totally disabled soldiers,
it will be noted that the Cana.
dian rates are slightly higher than
the Australian rates, and consid-
erably higher than the British
rates,

“In the United States there are
a number of rates for different
classes of disabiMty, and these are
awarded without any regard to
the rank of the individual, with
the consequent result that the
rates for disability of soldiers is
much higher tham in any other
country, but it should be noted,
that special provision exists in the
Canadian scale by which the pen-
slon may be increased by one-third
if the soldler requires the con-
stant services of an attendant

CONCERNING OFFICERS.

“As regards officers, my sum-
ming up is that in the case of
those who are single the Canadian
rates are hizher than the Austml-
lan rates, but considerably lower
than the British rates,

“The Oanadian rates for the
widbws of soldiers are almost ex-
actly the same as those recently

provided in the Austra®an Act,
and they are practically double
the amounts authorized for the
widows of British soldiers, al-
though in Great Britain the rates
have been materlally increased

since the outbreak of war. The
rates allowed to widows of sol-
diers of the U. 8. are consider-

ably lower than the Canadian
rates, As regards officers the
rates are almost exactly the same

@s In Canada for widows of lieu-
tenants and captaing, with the ad-
vantage slightly in favor of Can-
ada, Australic and Great Bnitain
As regards officers of high rank,
Majors and Lieutenant COolonels,
the Canadian rates are higher than
the Australlan, but less than the
British. In both Canada and
Great Britain on the widow re-
marrying a gratuity equivalent to
two years pension of $30 a year is
given to a soldier's widow on at-
taining the age of 85 yeans, an-
other increase of $30 on attaining
the age of 45 years. This is a sub-

ject which, as I said, i a proper
subject for discussion in the
House and the government will
welcome with the discussion of it
and any suggestions that may be
miade. I do mot think there is a
man in this House who would at-
tempt to make political capital
out of the question of pensions.
We are all striving to provide a
pension rate that will be fair to
the brave men who are going for-
ward to the front to fight the
battles of Canada and of the Em-
pire. (Applause.)

PARLIAMENTARY EXTENSION.

“My honorable friend the mem-
ber for St. John, (Mr, Pugsley),
made certain references to the ex-
tension of the term of parliament.
My honorable friend from Glouces-
ter (Mr. Turgeon) also referred
to it. He has always been a stout
upholder of the constitution of
this country, and I have respect-
ed his opinions on matters of this
sort, for I know him to be sincere
but he practically told us he had
an open mind on the subject and
that, although he was always pre-
pared to stand behind the constitu-
tion, he might vote in favor of
an extension.

PUGSLEY AGAINST PUGSLEY.

“Mr. Pugsley, however, has dis-
covered that the question is a
most serious one, that we have to
interfere with the B. N. A, Act
and that, it is a most serious thing
to contemplate. Yet it is no more
serious now than it was on 15th
September last, and on the 15th
days of Sept. last my honorable
friend from St. John knew as well
as he knew when he delivered his
speech on the address that if there
was to be an extension of the term
of parliament there would have
to be an amendment to the B, N.
A. Act, because without legisla-
tion by the Imperial Parliament
this parliament has not the pow-
er to extend its term. | find
that on 15th Sept. last (Mr. Pugs-
leg) in the City of Winnipeg de-
clared to a reporter of the Free
Press: ‘The present circumstances
are so grave from the standpoint
of Canada and the Empire that it
would be deplorable in my opinion
to have the people divided upon
party questions.’

“‘Another of the reasons why
| favor putting off an election un-
til after the war is because |
think it would be a great pity to
hold one just when the energy of
the people of Canada, especially
the members of the government
who are primarily charged with
the duty of attending to the re-
cruiting and equipment of the sol-
diers, should be devoted to this
one end.’

“Why this sudden change, why
Is he so Impressed with the impor-
tance of the matter now when he
was not so Impressed with it in
September? It may be due to the
fact that in September last the
government was supposed to be
contemplating an election and my
honorable friend, Mr. Pugsiey,
thought he would put himself
squarely against such a proposal
as something opposed to the best
interests of the country, But now,
when the government comes to
parliament, and asks for an exten-
sion of the term my honorable
friend must again be against the
government and so he is deeply
Impressed with the importance of

which he did not see in Septem-
ber, when he was interviewed by
the Winnipeg Free Press.”
(Laughter and applause.)
OTHER GRITS ALSO CHARGED.
“But Mr. Pugsley was not alone
in making such a statement, My
honorable friend from Red Deer,
(Dr. Clark) whose criticisms as
I sald before are always moderate,
and none the less effective be-
cause of their moderation, also
placed himself squarely on record
as opposed to an extension during
the perlod of the war. Then my
right honorable friend, the leader

of the opposition, (8ir Wilfrid
Laurier) has practically said the
same thing in speeches he has
made and interviews he has had
throughout the country.

“The honorable member for
Pletou, N. 8, Mr. MacDonsld,
was interviewed by the Toronto
Star on September 17 on which
occasion he made this statement:
‘An election while the struggle is
raging for liberty and humanity
would be a crime. An election
during the war would divide the
Dominion, there should be no
election during the war.’

“Yet in spite of his own prev-
jous declarations, in spite of all
these pronouncements by leading
men of the Liberal party and their
leading journals, Mr. Pugsley has
discovered that it is a very serious
thing to talk about amending the
B. N. A. Act so as to provide the
extension of the parliamentary
term,

AFTER THE WAR.

“When I addressed the Canadi-
an Club at Bostou a few months
ago I pointed out that after the
war is over there will. no doubt,
come a period of reconstruction
for Canada, as for all the other
countries engaged in the conflict,
which: will be followed, I believe,
by an era of tremendous expan-
sion, so far as ocur Dominion is
concerned, caused by an immense
influx of population attracted to
our country by ite fertile lands,
its moderate taxes, its democratic
institutions and the opportunities
which it affords to every man
within its borders of acquiring for
himself a happy home and of win-
ning position and distinction if
his talents and character entitle
him to do so.

TRIUMPH FOR BRITAIN.

“We have no doubt in Canada
of what the ultimate resuit of the
war will be. While no man can
foretell its duration, we consci-
entiously believe that our :ause
is just, and that there is an un-
flinching determination to make it
triumphant. In the language of
Sir Robert Borden, and reverses
that have come, or may come in
the future, will only inspire uas
with deeper courage and a greater
determination.

“All that our fathers fought for
and achieved, all that we have in-
herited and accomplished, our in
stitutions, our liberties, our des-
tiny as a nation; the existence of
our empire, are at stake in this
contest and we are confident that

the resolution, the determination,
the self rellance and the resource-#
fulness that have mnever failed
Canada in the ctress and trials
of the past will assuredly not fail
her now.

“Bince parliament prorogued in
April last we had some disappoint-
ments and events have not moved
g0 rapidly and favorably as we
then belleved they would, but the
spirit of the allies of Canada, and
of the Empire is undiminished and
there is an even greater and more
serious determination to bring the
war to a successful close than ex-
isted here months ago.

“Recruiting in Canada has pro-
ceded satisfactorily and in Great
Britain political difficulties, that
at one time seemed threatening
and serious, have largely disap-
peared. No matter how long the
war may last or how serious the
sacrifices, personal and national,
that must be made and which
Canada in common with other
portions of the Empire is fully
prepared to undergo, Canadians
will always remémber that
“ ‘Freedom’s battle once begun,
‘“'Bequeathed from bleeding sire

to son,
“ ‘“Though baffled of't is ever won,’

“It is freedom's battle that is
now being waged and the Cana
dians in the battle line are fight-
ing for freedom's sacred cause.”
Great applause.
