Of course, to a theologian, the an.
swer is obvious; namely, that St.
Paul and all the Inspired writers of
the New Testament made use of colle-
quial and rough-hewn Greek in teach-
ing spiritual truth, No literary art-
ist of the time would have written in
a dialect. But, on the other hand,
the Christian Church of the Apostolic
times was. made up of uneducated
folk, some of them slaves, who neve.
would have been found in a poet's
audience. It was necessary to wriwe
to them in the tongue of common lite
and depart from. the nicety of Ilter
ary convention. Yet such were the
power and earnestness of the writers.
80 firmly were they possessed of the
great theme, that they produced a
body of literature superior to the
work of any of their contemporaries.
In like manner, Chaucer wrote in the

ngue of the people and became an
nmm'tnl. while the Norman French
romancers and troubadours of ithe
period are forgotten. If the support-
ers of Mr. Sunday can give proof
that the linguist pungentcies of the
baseball evangelist ‘are of the stufr
that will endure they probably have
a case, If not,—?

In any event, the Sunday method
{8 not to be adopted in Canada in the
Inter-Church plan for reviving the
Christian people to a realization of
their heritage and their opportunity.
That a “revival” of some sort Is
necessary {8 made apparent by some
startling facts, There has been a
decline in the number of young peo-
ple ready to devote  their lives to
Christlan service, either in the minis-
try or on the missionary fleld. That
was not wholly due to the war, al
though the eagerness of young ldeal-
jets to have a part in the Great Cru-
sade emptied the theological colleges
for four years. Before the war
came, comparatively few men were
offering themselves for the Divinity
course, Rightly or wrongly, the
Church leaders interpreted thls con-
dition ag another manifestation of the
niaterialistic wave which had been
sweeping over the country and which
caused grave concern to thoughtful in-
tellectual leaders, clerical and lay.

It cannot be doubted that one of
the benefits of the great conflict . . .
for it brought benefits as well as hara-
ship and pain . . . was the stirring
of the sacrificial spirit, Young men
awoke to the call of duty. Older men,
condemned to remain at home were
princely in their gifts to patriotic and
humcanitarian causés, The Councry
welcomed each call as an opportunity
to enjoy the luxury of helping others
and to glve proof to the world of the
inherent greatness of the Canadian
people.

It is simple fact to say that the
leaders in patriotic “drives” in every
community were the leaders in the
Churches as well. All this generos-
ity for national purposes had a reflex
action upon the Churches. Never
were the denominational activities bet-
ter supported than during the four
years of a devastating and expensive
war, Church people proved that
they were able to do great things ane
enjoy the doing of them.

‘With the peace comes an era of ex-
travagance and pleasure-seeking which
i unchecked, bids falr to stifie the
idealistic gains of the people. In ad-
dition, army chaplains, fresh from the
fighting line declare roundly that the
soldlers are looking for a more active
#pirit of brotherhood on the part of
tho religious bodles and the religious
leaders. For these reasons, emin.
ent laymen and distingulshed clerics
have come into consultation to con-
