7th Mr, Caldwell, who sits with the
Progressive Wing and represents the
hew farmer movement tn New Bruns-
wick, spoke of the operations of the
Bdidier Settlement Boand dn his own
province. He had very warm praise
for' Mr. Meighen, Mr. Black and the
Govarnmenit generally for what  has
been accomplished. Mr. Caldwell
8poke as follows:'
“I desire to make a few remarks on
this subject, especially in view of the
fact that I was very closely connected
with the operation of the Soldier Set-
tlement Act In the province from
which I come. I was chalrman of the
Qualification Board before whom the
soldiers in my part of the country
came for examination in regard to
their fitness as settlers, and shortly
after the work began 1 was made a
member of the Loan Committee,
want to speak particularly in regard
to the price per acre of land in the
different provinoss. 1 observed that
some honorable members smiled when
they heard what the price per acre
Wwas in New Brunswick, and T am in-
clined to think they got a wrong im-
pression in that respect. Parhaps no
one reallzes better than I that the
statement 18 ocorrect, becauwse I was
one of the board who declded what
ghould be paid. I realize this prob-
ably more than anybody else because
I was one of the board who decided
that farms #nld be bought and that
we should pay for them. The soldiet
selected a fatrm and the inspector in:
spected it and put a valuation upon
it. We did not in every case pay
what the valuator said it was worts.
Wa even turtied down a number of
fa.ms that the farm imspector said
were good value at the price asked
for them. That 1{s the reason why
the prices were less par acre in New
Brunswick than in some other prov:
Inees. Bul we estimated the value
of there farms on the production
basis If a farm wouid not produce
enoieh to enable the settier to rustain
his fami; and to give him a preiry
falr chance of making « {1 puyminite,
the board asked the seldier to select
another farm, In a great many cases
the farms ware good out
heavy with buildings. W roalized
that the soldier could not make any
money out of the buildins, and
they would make a gosl inve
£3¢ the man who had tas mishey to
pey for them, we did aot encouraze
soldiers to burden themselves with
such farms. We refused different
farms that were top heavy with bulld-
ings. That {s another reason why
our price per acre is smaller than in
other provinces where they purchas-
ed farms with better buildings. I
know that farms were sold to private
individuals, cash down, for a price
that we sald the soldier could not pay
and still I believe we were right
When a purchase was made by a man
who had the money to pay for the
farm and the buildings, there is no
doubt that he made a good trade, but
there is a great difference between a
man going on & farm and going into
debt for it and a man who has the
money to pay for it
