FEW FAILURES.

THE PAST WEEE HAS BEEN
ONE OF BUSINESS
PROSPERITY,

Never Before Hes the United States
Had Such a Small Proportion of
Business Disasters—The Condition
in Canada is Shown to be Very
Healthy. '

Nzw York, June 2—R., G. Dan & Co.’s
weekly review of trade tomorrow will
say: April failures were the smallest
ever reported in any montbh, May fail-
ures are nearly $2,000,000 sma'lsr, orly
62.8 por cent of the smallest previously
reported in any month, and only 343
per cent of those in May 118t year. Com-
parison with previous years indicates
that the ratio of defaults to solvent busi-
ness has never been as small in any
other month as in May, 1889, Both in
manufactaring and in trading failures
were the emallest ever kunown in any
month, and in each branch eight of the
fourteen classes showed smaller failures
than in May of any other year.

In desling with times like these the
chief difficulty is to avoid the accents of
extravagance. The actual is beyond
experience, and if its naked receiptal
invites increduality, what well reasoned
forecast of the fature conld gain hear-
ing? Nobody has known until this year
and the psst month how great the
American demands for products might
be, and it does not stop short because it
has been Jargely anticipating the
fature as many expected, but atill
drives buyers to order more, as .if
no fature had been anticipated. In
actual payments through clearing
houses businegn is 56.0 r. c. 1srger than
last year, and 38.1 per cent. larger
then in 1892. In railroad earnings, not-
withstanding differences in rates, busi-
nees is 5.7 per cent. larger than last year.
Many more fornsces have gone into
blast, and yet the famine grows more
severe, Pig has risen this week 50 cents
to $1 at Chicago, and grey forge 25 cents
at Pittabarg, bpillate actually selling
there for $3 more than the standard
price for steel raile. Plates are so need-
ed that $5 premium is paid for June or
July delivery, Structured works are
far behind and are expected to advance
pricee. Bheet works cannot fill orders.
Pig iron has advanced 85 per cent. in
May, and finished prodaects 2.6 psr cenf.
Coke works are overcrowed and pricee
are higher. Minor metals are ¢1l dull.

The boot and shoe manufacturers have
shipped from the east in four weeks of
May 52,000 caees, or 17 psr cent more
than last year. Higher prices are being
paid quite gemerally, but gnotations
hsve not advanced 2 per cent auring the
month and new orders are not in all
lines strong. Leather does not change.
tlidts- have advancsd less than 2 per
cent, :
Cotton goods are steady with increased
demand, notwitbetanding higher pricer.
The wocl speculators seem to be prepar-
ing such trouble for themsslves as they
met nearly two years age. They are
buying largely, but manutactarers are
not, although orders for goods have im-

1oved and the demand from clothiers
gins to encourage agente,

The mills have large stocks cf wool on
hand, and probably much larger than
the dealers- yet realiz3; sales for the
wesk, at the three chief markets, were
8,187,800 pounds, againet 4512200 last
yerr.

Wheat has been lifted elightly on all
sorts of reports and then dropped, closing
one cent higher than 1ast week. Returcs
for the broken week indicate littls, ex-
cept that western receivts are still quite
large, 4,156,069 bushels, sgainet 4,263 -
520 last year, and they would hardly
be ®s large it actual supplies at the west
were deficient, considering the ext:eme
urgency of demand which last year’s
fancy prices created. Exports from At-
lantic ports have been 2 459,703 bushels,
flour included, against 4,294498 last
year, and 271,929 bushels from Pacific

PORCE FROM HEAT.

A Machine Invented to Turn Sun-
light Into Power.

A machine for utilizing the light of
the sun for heating and lighting this
earth during cold or night has been ic-
vented by & resident of Washingtor,
William Calver, whose claims are that
the machine will do away with the use
of 511 present illuminants or the neceasi-
ty for heating by artificial meane.

Mr. Calver’s machine utilizes the heat

and light of the gun in g1ch & way that
the portion of the solar rays which is
poured down on a given space during
clrudless weather may be stored up for
the future and taken advantage of on
dark or cold days. He declares that he
can turn out power in such quantities
that machinery which must now be ran
with steam generated by a fire, can be
used by the adoption of this stored heat,
which will accomplish every purpose fo
which the fire under a boiler is now put.

The light of the sun is the atrongest
known in degree of brightness. Though
ninety-five million miles  sway, its radi-
ance is far above anything ever accom-
plished ia the way of artificial light,
and is more than equsl to fifieen hun-
dred and seventy-five billions of billions
of candle power—candle power measure
being the degree of light farnished by a
sperm candle one-sixteenth of & pound
in weight.

That the vast emergy of the sun is
simply being wasted, as far as any wutili-
zation ¢f it in mechanics is concerned,
is & fact that has been long acknowledg-
ed, and though many have spught for
ages to construct some machine which
could be practical—some invention
which would use this heat in doing the

work ol the world—no advance has ever
been made in that direction which led
to any useful regult.

by which Abal successfolly printed
a rlpcr by a machine which was run by
solar heat, but the work seems to have
been dropped at that stage.

His machine consicted of a large, horz-
like disk, nearly twelve feet in diameter,
this throwing the rays down into a mir-
ror, by which they were concentfated
benesth & boiler in which enough water
was heated to generate good steamw. This
boilar was connected with & Marconi
press, which ran by this means sll the
afternoon, printing fve hundied copies
of & paper which was called the Jonrnal
of the Bar.

My, Calver, who hes taken out many
patents for his invention, says his ms-
chine will store up tte radiant energy
from the sun, which is delivered in such
vast quantities in bright weather, and
relsase it in any desired quantities on
dark nights and cold dsyr. This bottled
sunshine, which is caught by the meshes
of science in the summer, can be put
away ip the storeroom, just as canned
goods sre mow kept, and it will be on
tﬂnln January. The details of the me-
chine are fully given in the specifications
of the patent, but are fco technical to be
of popular interest. :

he poseibilities of a machine that:

will saccesafully utilize the rays of the
sun, transforming heat to power, are al-
most beyond the imagination. instead
of gas bills and electric light bille to
worry the householder, all he would
have to do would be to see that the san-
shine machine had taken advantage of
the rays that warmed the days of June.
From the store of sunshine thus accama-
lated he couli supply his kitchen range
and his pwsrlor etove with heat. He
could apply the pover derived from the
stored rays to running & motor that
would accomplish wonders in household
dutier. He could ilaminate his house
as brilliantly es he pleazed every night
in the week without the dread thought
that the uever tiring meter in the cellar
+ a8 eating up his income.

Applied to transportation, the suu-
shine machine cffers, too, & wondroua
horde of advantager. Heretolore the
great problem of the serial navigator—
all inventors are potentially serial navi-
gatore—has been to find a motor the
weight of which will not keep his ship
from sailing on the breezes. Eleetric
motors and t-e lightness of alominum
have held out glowing promises, but how
much more conld be accomplished with
stored sunshine !

Railroads, with no coal to bay, could
declare larger dividends. Farmers, able
to dispense with horser, could drive
their ploughs and threshing machines
with stored sunshine, and could go to
market on week days and to church on
Sandays with old Bol safely hitched to
the farm conveyancee.

If the invention of Mr. Calver proves
to do all he claims for it, the art of war
may well be revolationized. No longer
will it be necessary for the maritime na-
tiocs to have cosling stations, and no
longer will wars be fought over the pog-
session of small islends velaable only
for such purpoger. When each map-of-
war carries its own machine for condens-
ing the sun’s rays & vessel can remain
away from port a hundred days, two
hundred days, or a year for that matter,
a8 long a8 provisions lest, craising about
the enemy’s cosetd if necessary, no
longer troublad with the present great
drawback to foreign naval warfare, the
difficulty of obtaining a supjly of coal.

MILE A MINUTE,

C. N. Murphy, a8 Brooklyn Cyclist,
Will Try to Ride It Behind an
Engine.

Nxw Yoexk, June 1—Arrangements
were completed yesterday between C.
N. Murpby, & Brooklyn cyclief, and the
Long Ieland railroad management
whereby the former will make an at-
tempt to rice a mile in a minute paced
by an ergine on the Long Iilind Raile
road. - Che tris]l will take ;1:ce on June
30 atsbout 5 o’clock in the afternoon,
and the course wil. be on a bramch ot
the main road between Farmington and
Babylor. Oa the course eelected there
is three-fourtha of a mil3 of gradusl

stretch of one mils and then by hsalf a
mile of up grade.

Two ml«s of this csurse is to be j1ank-
ed. and Murphy will be timed for the
mile ou the level. He will have half a
mile of down grade in which to get up
his speed, and the game distance of ris-
iog grade on which to slacken up. The
timing arrangements will be originsl.
To the engine will be attached & single
coach, or the rear platform of which
three experienced timekeepers will be
stationed. An arm extending from the
rear end of the coach will strike upright
arms beside the track at the starting
and finishing points. When the arms
tomch gongs will be souncded as & signal
to the timekeepers and Murphy.

A propos:l to construct a funnel-
shaped shield, within which Murphy
would ride, has been abandoned. A
shield will extend from the level of the
car floor to within two inches of the
track to prevent the cycies from running
under the car as much as to break the
wind for him, This shield wil be
painted black, with a white stripe down
the centre, which will be Murphy’s guide
to keep iu the centre.

Murpby, who is now in training for
trial, rode & mile on & home trainer at
the rate of 1mw.

THE ELECTION ACT.

Attorney General White Intimates:
that Lawyer Black Does Not
Know What He Is Talking About,

FrEpERICTON, June 3.—A short time
ago Mr. Jobn Black, ex-M, P, P., an-
nounced that the election act passed at:
the last session contained a flaw, by rea--
son of which the new plan for révising
the electoral listsa would nat become-
operative this year.

On this point Attorney General White-
todsy expressed himsel! as follows:—

“Section 26 of the act of 1889,” he went-
on to say, provides that the two coancil-
lora for each parish and another persor.
appointed by the council,shall revise-
the lista for the resjective parishes.
Now, continued ths sttorney gemeral,
“that section was repealed by the acs
of last segsion, and & new section substi-
tuted in lieu of the one repesled, which:
provided that thers shall be thrae revi-
sors to each parish, two of whom shall
be annually appointed by the council,
and one by the lieutenant governor in
council on or before July 1st.

“There can be no doubt that the re-
visors eppointed by the council were
properly appointed, but the et of last
session comes in and says in effect that
the work of revicing shall be done by the
two councillors and the revisor appointed
by the lientenant governor. Bection 26
of the old act being repealed, thers is
no authority under which the appointees
of the council could act. There is no
question about it at a'l,

“The absurdity of Mr. Black’s conten.
tion appears from this consideration. If
his view were sound the council could
not remove the officer they had ap-
pointed, and the government comld not
appoint another in his place. The cour~
cil could not remove the officer because
the act undsr which the apprintment
is made is repealed, and the government
could not appoint snother in his ylace
while he continues in office.”

GERMANY SCORES.

She Gets the Group of Caroline
Islands from 8Spain—In Touch:
With the Oriental Route.

WasmINGTON, June 3—The etate de-
partment has as yet received no otficial
advice concerning Spain’s concession of
the Carclines to Germany as announced
in the Queen Regent’s apeeeh from the
throne at Madrid yesterday. The United
States does not look upon the transfer
with favor. Theatraigetic portion of the-
Caroline group is so great that it isa
distinct disadvantage to have them fall
into the hands of a powerfal nation like:
Germany. The island which the
United States have acquired, lies right
in the midst of Germaucy’s new acquis-—
tiop. What is most important,the Car-
olines are on the flank of the direct line
of transportation between Hololula and
the Philippines. The Caroline Islands,.
which are somefimee callad the New
Philippines, form a colleetion of hundreds
of emall islande, extending rcughtly be--
tween 135 degrees and 160 degrees longi-
tude eact and 5 degrees and 20 minutes-
latitude mortb. The P¢law was the
pame given to the exireme eastern:
