The presen-
tation was in recognition of the 5lst an-
niversary of the wedding of Mr. and Mrs.
Stevens and the gift was handed to Mr.
Stevens by Chief Justice Tuck, who made
a very happy speech. The chief justice
was Mr. Stevens’ groomsmén.

At 4 o’clock a number of interested ones
gathered in the dining room of the depot,
where E. D. McGrath, the restaurant pro-
prietor, had tasteful floral decorations in
honor of the event. When Mr. Stevens
had been brought in, looking rather non-
plussed, Chief Justice Tuck addressad
him. He said he had great pleasure in
being the medium through which Mr.
Stevens’ I C. R. brethern presented to
him a tribute to his worth, He had been
asked by F. E. Haningten, who sells the
tickets and takes in the cash, to make the
presentation and he gladly agreed to pa:-
ticipate in the proposed tribute to his old
ftiend.

"The chief justice referfed to the fact
that on Feb. 24, 1831, Mr. Stevens was
born at Indiantown and three days later,
also at Indiantown, he (the speaker) was
born.
