Qakland, Cal, April 30—“Peace on
ear™Bood will toward men.” This is
the beautiful sentiment that seems to
e whole atmosphere here, where
150,000 of San Francisco's homeless are
being cared for. The greateness of man-
Lind_was never impressed upon me before
i has been today. The. people of the
{city are not merely extending comfort,
encouragement and means of support to
the multitude of earthquake victims, but
they are actually compelling these unfot-
tunates to accept their hospitalities.

During the terrible first hours follow-
ing the shaking of the earth I saw bread
sold for $1 a loaf. But it has always been
five cents a loaf in QOakland, just across
the bay from San Francisco. And woe
unts the man that attempts to exact
more.

The city of Oakland is overflowing with

indness. To be charitable, self-sacrific-
ing and to be able to speak kindly, instead
of grufly, seems to be every one’s ambi-
tion. The people who give feel better
for doing it, and those who receive feel
their hearts swell with appreciation. The
sun shines beautifully here through the
Hlength of every day. The element and
human nature seem akin. Everybody feels
better for living.

“] have been made a better man by
the kindness of spirit of every one,” said
one earthquake sufferer to me today, as
his eyes filled with tears. “I had come
to the conclusion that all men were
greedy, selfish things. But I have seen
business men that were formally arch
enemies work shoulder to shoulder to do
favors for the unfortunate, some great in-
fluence seemed to have taken hold of
them. Their +whole characters had
changed. They have become better men.”

One cannot walk a block in Oakland
without seeing signs of the great Godly
wave of human kindness that seems to
have affected ag.

In front of every available hall are signs
signifying that inside is relief for any who
suffer. At one place I saw a sign which
read: “Bread is five cents a loaf. Please
inform us of any attempt to charge more.
Heavy penalties will follow violations.”
#An ‘a local paper I read the following
" hs signed by the representative
oroduce merchants of the city: ‘“Eggs are
v cents a dozen, butter is thirty
cents a pound. Report any attempt at
overcharge.”

earthquake and fire will be given a one-
half discount.” In front of the local
theatre I read these signs: “Plenty of
assistance and transportation for all the-
atrical people inside.”

There are hundreds of places where
food is given away. No one is suffering
now. The Santa. Fe Railway Company is
doing everything possible. I ate' dinner
on one of the line’s ferry boats plying be-
tween Point Richmond and San Francisco.
After serving an unueually large order and
an extra cup of coffee, the waiter pre-
sentedq a check for twenty-five cents.
“Haven’t you make a mistake?” I asked.
“No,” was the reply, “everything is one”
half former price, sir.”

Thousands of men walked the streets
weaning ribbons proclaiming them mem_
bers of some relief organization. Some of
the badges read: “K. of P. Relief,”
“Mamon’s Relief” “Woodmen's Relief,”
“Elks’ Relief,” and “Union Men’s Relief.”
‘Besides the general relief stations there
are special relief headquarters for members
of all societies and Jlodges, unions, and
headquarters for residents and natives of
every state of .the union. Every large
newspaper in the country has established
branch offices in Oakland, and makes a
part of its work hunting; up relatives of
earthquake victims.

Along the streets are tubs containing
water for drinking purposes. Before the
relief committee placed the water at the
disposal of the refugees, two young men
attempted to sell water, charging five
cents a glass.

Finally two soldiers discovered their at-
tempt to profit at the expense of the
homeless. They charged the water sales-
men with their bayonets. The crowd took
up phe chase and caught them. They were
dragged back to the cornef at which they
had been selling water./ Both tubs were
emptied of their contgnts on the water
salesmen, who wwere / afterwards further
punished by being lled in the dust.

Qan Francisco, April 20—The spectacle
of thousands of +workmen laboring like
beavers in the smoking ruins of what was
once San Francisco, a sight which could
only have been equalled in the uncovering
of Pompeii, confronted me today as I
laboriously made my way through streets
filled with debris.

A terrible fire did its work well. Not a
piece of wood or inflammable material as
large as a match can be found in all of
the twenty-six fire-swept square miles in
the heart of San Francisco. As far as the
eye can eee is ruins. Even the hills on
all sides of the bay are clean swept. That
the city can be rebuilt seems almost im-
possible. Now the work of reconstruction
has already been begun, and foundations
for a score of buildings have already been
completed. Business men and persons in

all walks of life predict that the new San |

Francisco will be larger and more beauti-
ful than the old one.

In the crowds that \throng the streets,
hundreds are wearing badges bearing such
inacriptions as ‘“Back to ’Frisco, not yct
but soon.” “I am for ’Frisco, 23 for the
quitters.” “Watch San Francisco grow,”
and “It might have been womse.”

One Dusiness man said tb me:. “I had
a five story business block burned to the
ground. But I am not discouraged. I
will build a ten story structure in its
place. The material has already been or-
dered.”

Many hundreds have fled from the city, |

never to return; but hundreds are arriv-
ing from the east daily to take their
places, believing that the prospects for a
man with a little capital to start in busi-
ness on a equal with the merchants whose
places were wiped out by fire, to be ex
ceptionally good.

Although the experiences through which
they have passed seem to have aged them
by years, the average San Franciscan 'is
anxious to return to the city.

“Aren’t you afraid of another earth-
quake?”’ I inquired of an injured man, as
he was being brought acroes the bay on
a ferry.

“No,” he declared, “I don’t believe
there will be another earthquake in San
Francisco. There never was a second one
in Charlgton, you know. Lightning never
strikes twice in the same place.”

This degree of fortitude and courage is
typical of these homeless, penniless peo-
ple. Their makeup is the same that
characterized the sturdy old pioneers of
the ’60's, who went into the mountains
in the spring with only a bag of beans
slung across their shoulders, depending on
their stability to carry them through fall.
The authorities here opened the gates of
the city to visitors and countless thou-
sands are visiting the ruins, I understand
excursion trains are to be run to San
Francisco from all parts of the United
States within a few days, to give the peo-
ple a chance to see the sight that certain-
ly is to be had but once in a life time.

Scores of bodies are being unearthed
every day by the workmen, mute evidence
of the terrible fate of some of the victims.
Undoubtedly many that were cremated
will never be heard of, their bodies having
been completely incinerated.

Today I witnessed one of the most grue-
some scenes that has attended the work
of removing the ruins. While wonkmen
were taking away the piles of brick and

stone from Telegraph and Russian hills, | s1
a score of half starved dogs were discov- |

ered eating human bodies. The animale
were gnawing and tearing at the corpses
half buried in the ruins. Where only a
leg or arm protruded the dogs were dig-
ging for the rest of the body.

Men who were sent into the ruins. to
look for such little property as might have
escaped the flames, came upon the sicken-
ing condition and immediately reported it
to the naval authorities stationed at the
water front military districts. In the re-
sponse to their appeal that something be
done, blue-jackets were detailed to.cover
the gection and kill all dogs found in
those vicinities. All morning rifle shots
could be heard along the hills and on the
beach. -

Men were pressed into service to bury
the bodies in lime strewn trenches or
throw them imto the sea. In several
places bodies were cremated on smoulder-
ing beds of coals.

1t was not believed that there were so
many dead on Telegraph and Russian hills
until the bodies were discovered by the
dogs. -Undoubtedly more bodies will be
discovered from time to time for weeks,

and the clearing away of the ruins will|

extend into months.

1 today saw forty bodies, all burned be-
yond recognition, taken from the ruins
of a lodging house at Fourth and Minna
streets, although the search has been on
for days.

I also saw the workmen uncover the
body of a woman while dynamiting the
wall of a bank building in Montgomery
street. No one could account for the pres-
ence of the woman in the structure, the
only theory being that she took refuge
there following the earthquake shock.
As to her identity, that will probably al
ways remain a mystery.

CHARGE; 60 SLAIN

—

British Repel Fierce Onslaught of
1000 Warriors Without Any Killed.

Durban. Natal, May 7—Colonel Man-
zell's column, which iz pursuing the Zulu
rebels under Chief Bambaata, was attack-
ed yesterday by a force of 1,000 Zulus
| while descending a precipitous hill near
the grave of Chief Cetewayo. Sixty Zulus
were killed. Colonel Manzell had three
men wounded.

Manzell was engaged in a reconnoissance
from Fort Yolland. He was co-operating
with other columns in expelling the reb-
els from a forest, with a view to cutting
Bambaata off from escape. He thought
the Zulu attackers were Bambaata’s men.
They numbered altogether more than 1,-
000, and attempted to employ the crescent
fsrmation adopted in the Zulu war, and
only Colonel Manzell's prompt disposition
of his forces prevented dicaster.

The Zulus displayed desperate fury.
They were armed with rifles and aseegais,
and evidently had been drugged by witch
doctors, who pretend to be able to ren-
der them impervious to bullets.

CANNOT ENTERTAIN
TURKEY'S  DEMANDS

Foreign Secretary Grey Says Safety
of Suez Canal and Egypt Depends
on Firm Stand of Britain.

London, May 7—Foreign Secretary Grey in
the house of commons this afternoon after

informing the house of the terms of the Brit-
{sh note to Turxey, already known, added
that the extent of the demands put forth by
the Porte and tone and character of its com-

munications to the Khedive made it impos-'

sible to defer a settlement indefinitely. That
was why the British government was now
pressing its original demand for a joint de-
Mmitation of the frontier.

The British government had shown great
patience and moderation but if the latest

developments in the Turkish demands were,

admitted it would place Turkey in a position

which would be a real danger not only to'

the freedom of the Suez canal but to the
liberties of Egypt and the Khedival dynasty.
The British government could not be in-

different to its own or to the Khedive's in- |

terests, and their appearance necessitated
pressing a settlement on the lines that the
frontier of Egypt should remain as it had
existed undisputed and undisturbed for many
vears.

Gibraltar, May 7—The British cruisers
Amethyst and Arrogant were today given
orders to sail- immediately to join the Brit-
ish Mediterranean fleet. The sailors who had
been given shore lMberty were hurried on
board and later in the day the cruisers
sailed. :

same position as the lawyer. Was the
journalist who entered the cabinet to be
debarred from writing his editorials.

If. Mr. Lennox had asked in his resolu-
tion that the.business of the country had
the first claim upon a minister ' of the
crown he would have agreed with him.
But if a minister of the crown did dis-
charge his duties to the office which he
held it was no one’s business what he did
in his &pare time.

Wihen he (Aylsworth) entered the cabi-
net he made up his mind to take no more
cases than those which he had in hand,
and which he could not get rid of if he
carried out what he owed to his client.
That is what he had done, but he was
now standing upon his rights.

In conclusion, Mr. Aylesworth said that
he had given his full time to his official
duties since he presided” over the post
flice department.

R. L. Borden supportd Mr. Lennox's

motion, pointing out that the civil ser-
vants and judges were compelled ts stick
to their public duties. He said that Mr.
Aylegworth was the first minister who
did not cease practising after*he joined
the cabinet. -.
Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick pointed out that
it was a very different thing with min-
istens who were only for a time, perhaps,
in the govrnment, as with judges and
civil servants who were permanent ap-
pointments. It would be indecent for the
minister of justice to practise in the
courts, but it was a different thing with
the postmaster-general.

Mr. Fitzpatrick -spoke highly of his
deputy-minister, and said that it would be
a eerious loss te the department ta de-
prive it of his valuable services. In con-
clusion, he moved an amendment:—

“That public business should have his
first claim on each and every member of
the government and that the permanent
officers of the government should give to
the performance of their duties all their
time.”

Dr. Stockton said that when he was in
England in a case before the judicial com-
mittee of the privy council, during the
time of the formation of the Campbell-

| Bannerman cabinet, Mr. Haldane dropped

his brief in the middle of his argument
as he was called to the cabinet.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier did not think that
a judge should be refused promoétion if
he were the best man for the position.
He supported the amendment.

Hon. Mr. Fielding supported the amend-
ment. He said that the salaries in Can-
ada for ministers were not so large as in
England. Then, if the principle prevailed
that federal ministers should not engage
in outside business, the same principle
would no doubt apply to the provincial
governments where the salaries were
small.

The amendment was carried, ninety-nine
for and fifty-four against, a majority of
forty-five for the government. Mr. Ayles-
worth did not vote.
