On the charge of raviching a thirteen
year old child, William Ernest Clarke, 36
yeans of age, married, and living at 31 Met-
calf street, was Sunday afternoon, placed
in central police station.

The victim of the assault is Bthel Train,
daughter of Louis Train, mason and labor-
er, of 69 Brussels street.

Ohildren Identify Prisoner; He
Denies.

About half an hour after the arrival of
the prisoner at the station the girl, accom=
penied by her father, entered the guard
room for the purpose of identifing the
fran who had been apprehended. With her
also was May Short, the little daughter of
Robert Short, whose home is in the same
building where the Train family reside.
Being such dlose neighbors, the girls are
friends, and were together when the as-
sault was commitited.

The prisoner, who had denied having
,the dlightest knowledge of the outrage
stood up as the girls entered. The girls
were instructed to look at hi closely—io
take their time, and to make Eﬁ) mistake.

. Scarce, however, had they looked on
him before both exclaimed that he was the
man whom they had met Saturday after-
noon,andvdhohadboldnhemw\hm‘eblue
berries were pientiful.

“Yeg, that’s him,”

The prisoner was then led below and a
garment which it was thought mizhs be
‘mecessary as evidence was taken from him.

Particulars, which the police have gath-
ered ape most revolting. It is alleged that
the child fought for her liberty, and tear-
tully implored her assailant to release her.
It is furthermore said that her assailant
threatened her with death if she made
any outcry, and that during Saturday
evening, the service of a physician was
necessary.

Were Picking Berries.

Mhe assault, it is undenstood, occurred
between 3 and 4 o'clock Saturday after-
noon. Robért Shont, a contractor, had buei-
ness in Millidgeville and he permitted his
own child, and the Train gif, to walk
with him along Millidgeville road. The
girls being told that the blue berries were
ripe carried with them little tin pails, in
wiich they intended to put the fruit.

When near the junction of the Millidge-
ville and Boar’s Head roads, the childres
commenced berry picking, and were told
by Mr. Shont to remain in the vicinity—
that he would be in Millidgeville for but a
brief while, and that he weuld rejoin
them on the way back. i

Near the corner of the roads mentioned,
stands an old barn, and stretching away
behind it, a field and growth of brush.
What followed after Mr. Short eontinued
toward Millidgeville, can be told only by
the gifls, and by the penson whom they
assert is guilty of assault.

The Train child—and what she told was
corroborated by May Short—says that &he
and her chum were picking berries when a
strange man appeared, walking rapidly
aleng Millidgeville road, in the direction of
Millidgeville, and that as soon as he saw
them, his pace became more leisurely, and
he inquired what success they were having
picking berries.

“If you ean’t find any,” he is reported
to have said, “I can show yJu a place over
there (indicating the rear of the barn)
where they grow thick. I picked a bucket-
gull in that place only a few days -ago.”

The children followed him, and once be-
yond sight of the road, all sat down, and
as there was a few bernies some were
gathered.

Presently, the girls say, he asked Mr.
Short’s little tot how much she weighed.
As hie conduet, up to this time, had been
kindly, the dhildren were without fear,and
when he lifted the Short child and eat ber
gertly down again, she did not resist, for
in their childish minds there could not
have been any suspicion.

After this, it is aff rmed, that the strang-

ctied the Train child.

er’s considerate behaviour changed. The
girls say that he lifted Ethel Train and
{forced his way deeper into the brush, and
beyond the view of May Short.

The latter says she could hear sobbing
and entreaties of her playmate, and that
she herself, terror-stricken, and fearing
that ehe would never again see Ethel alive,
burst into tears, and ran for the Millidge-
ville road.

A carriage, driven by a ety merchant,
was passing. She hailed it, and nearly
hysterical from excitement told those on
board that back of the barn, a little gil,
her friend, was being killed. The driver
and othens hastened in the direction point-
ed out, and were met, just at the corner
of the barn, by Ethel Train. She was cry-
ing bitterly, her stockings were emeared
with mud, and she seemed so weak that it
was with some difficulty ehe reached the
carriage. There was no sight of a man. He
had disappeared.

Both girls were driven to the North End
police etation by a ’bus driver, and to tl:c
policemen full particulars were given.
The Train child's story was pitiful,
and her appearance weni far to endorse
what was told. She sat in a chair, a few
yards from the eergeant’s private office,
and when requested to step inside, inti-
mated that it was practically beyond her
strength to go even that trifling distance.
She is a healthy looking child, and ker
story was a narrative of savagery almost
unbelievable.

The man, she said, was tall and thin,
with a prominent nose, He wore a blue suit,
black  hard hat, brown canvas shoes with
brown straps. He had a brown moustache.

The Carleton County Sunday School As-
sociation met in annual session in the United
Baptist church at Bath on Aug. 2 and 3. The
attendance was excellent, and the interest
good. Many delegates were present from
the various sections of the county. - All the
speakers on the programine were present and
did their part creditably, and to the interest
and profit of the meeting. Among them,
special mention may be made of Rev. Ken-
neth McKay, of Houlton, who was present at
the first session of the sonvention thirty
years ago, while a resident of Carleton
county, Mr. McKay was an ecarnest worker
in comvention work. He noted the changes
wrought by death in the personnel of the
association. He gave an excellent address on
The Sunday School as a Character Huilder.

The parish reports were good, showing a
healthy state. The secretary-ireasurer’s sta-
tistical and financial report was well pre-
pared and showed a favorable comparison
with the last year. Seventy-nime schools re-
ported 560 offcers and teachers; 3,655 enrolled

scholars and an average attendance of 2.53!.
One pleasing feature was the reporting of 143
additions to the church from the Sunday
school, as against thirty-eight last year.

The second will of Lucy Gertrude Vis-
art de Bury, wife of Count Robert Visart
de Bury, was filed Friday afternoon,
and a petition for proof of the will in
solemn form was presented to J udge True-
man by J, H. A. L. Fairweather, proctor
tort the petitioner, Chanles J. Coster, K.
., one of the two executors named in the
will. The other is Irene M. Simonds, of
Florence, Italy, and the petition asks ad-
ministration for her at any time she may
apply. It is unders! that the hearing
will not be for some fwo months as cita-
tion will have to be served on the eldest
daughter, Jeanne,who is now on the Island
of Malta.

The estate is sworn in the petition at
$0R,500, $97,500 of which is real property
and $1,000 of which is personalty. The
real estate is mortgaged for $31,600. A
description of the real estate is given in
the petition, showing various properties
in St. John. F. J. G. Knowlton and Geo.
MeAvity are the witnesges to the will,
which purports to have been made in
April, 1902. Neither Count de Bury nor any
but one of the daughters of the niarriage is
devised anything under the will, and of
the sons, Charles and Henry, are left noth-
ing.
