Head-on Collision Between Two Passenger 
Trains in Middle of the Night-Occurs 

In a Blinding Snowstorm
HATHAM SEPARATOR Sunlight way.

or soft water.Equally good with hard Pueblo Colo., March 16.—Some twoI 
ecore lives were crushed out early to-1 
day in a head-on cillision of two pas- 
senger trains near Adobe, Colo., on the I 
Denver and Rio Grande railroad, and 
more than a score of the victims were" 
incinerated beyond identification by aI 
fire that destroyed the wrecked coaches.I 
Many others were injured, but all pro- 
bably will recover. The wreck was duel 
to undelivered orders, heavy mountainI 
grades, a blinding snowstorm, a sharp 
urve and the slippery condition of the I 

rails. Only the locomotives, baggageI 
and day coaches were wrecked, the 
sleeping cars escaping almost unscath- 
ed.

Many of the dead were homeseekers 
bound for the northwest. The threeI 
crushed locomotives set fire to the splin- 
tered coaches and it was hours before all 
the bodies were recovered, the flames 
being so hot that rescuers could not 
approach the debris, until the fuel burn- 
ed out. It was a stormy night In the 
mountain canyons when the two heavy 
trains met. A blinding storm darkened 
the gorges and the speed was not high. 
Suddenly, the headlights flashed out and 
it was realized by the engineers that 
something was wrong. According to 
fireman J. H. Smith of the west bound 
train, engineer Walter Coslette applied 
the emergency brake, but the slippery 
rails allowed the momentum of the 
heavy train to carry it on to the fatal 

■ crash. The impact was scarcely notice- 
able but the trains crushed and ground 
Into each other. Fireman Smith was the 
only -one of the engine crews to escape. 
The baggage car of the west bound 
train broke in two and the three coaches 
were squeezed together. The baggage 
car, the mail car, and a coach of the 
east bound train buckled.

Hardly had the noise of the wreck 
ceased when a sheet of fire ran through 
the shattered cars. In the forward coach 
of the west bound train every seat was 
occupied by passengers most of whom 
were homeseekers. Many foreigners 
were among them and In their terror 
they succumbed without attempting to 
reach safety, being roasted alive. The 
cooler ones, seeing their danger rushed 
for the windows and doors, and with the 
aid of the passengers in the rear of the 
train, and those members of the train 
crews who were unhurt, reached the open 
air. Many were injured by the rough 
handling they received or by flying 
glass. It is impossible to determine the 
exact number of dead on account of the 
incineration of many bodies. The mone­
tary damage is $600,000. Much baggage 
and mall were destroyed.

Relief work trains were at once des­
patched to the scene from Pueblo and 
Florence, but the work was necessarily 

slow because of the smoke from the 
burning wreckage and because of the 

•cold weather. The first train bearing 
the injured reached Pueblo shortly after 

•6 o’clock.

He stooped down 
and feeling Coslette’s feet on his back 
jumped. , %
