I am in receipt of your letter of the 12th instant,

with enclosure,regarding the case of Peter (alder,Chief of

Lak-kalzap,Naas River,who has a brother an Alaskan Indian

from Kfotchikan, cnited States Territory, who desires to be

received into membership in the Lak-kalzap Band, and also

to have his gasoline boat brought into Britishbringing

free of duty; and in reply I have to inform you that the

Department doos not approve of the admission of America

Indians to membership in Canada Indian bands,and has

in the pastwarfused to sanetion transfera such as referred

to,consequently the request for transfer in this case

can not be allowed. I may also state that this Department

is not disposed to ask the Gustoms Department to admit

the boat referred to free of duty. You should advise

Chief Peter Calder to the above effect.
