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We send them down to the Mission, at Mission City. There

are about two there. The Indian here are poor, they cannot

afford to send their children far away.

We would like to have a school here if we could get it.

It would be better if we had a bearing school here. a

Are there any children going to the Mission school now?

One or two from this village go there now. Lots of more

children belonging to this band would go to a school if we

had a school here.

Is there a church here?

Xos.

He comes once in a while.

What religion do the Indians belong to?

All the Indians belong to the Catholie ohn roh. On No. 2

there is a church which belong to the English church, and

on No. 1 it belong to the Catholies.

How often does the priest come to see you?

Ihres or four times a year.

lish church?

Sonstimes he comes once a year and sometimes twice.
