While stitistics show that in
the aggregate gre't numhen 0( non
Uatholics annuaily smbrace Cal ity,
yot the total is made up larg' ly from
fndividual cases.

It will be a glorious day, therefore,
for the Church in this country when
the purpose of this branch of Episco-
palianism is accomplished. It will
likewise be a day of distress for sectar-
fanism. ience it must be regarded as
» movement of great religions siguific-
ance.

Rome will welgome the return. Sec
tarianism will be shocked by it. Rome
will gain in souls, sectarianism wiil
lose in strength. Its success will
wastly advance the growth of the
Church in Awerica, further soften the
sentiments of bigotry and prompt in
other separated brethren a spirit of re-
ligions enquiry
