PARLEYS ARE GOING OoN'

DUBLIN, May 13/—Pourpariers|
are proceeding without interruption
between representatives of the Brit-
ish Government and Sinn Fein lead-
ers which will prebably result in
some definite action toward peace
after the elections at the end of the
month. Difficulties, however, have
arisen over the fact that the men
chosen so far to represent the Sinn
Fein are chiefly theorists and ideal-
ists withoutepractical experience in
the problems of government econ-
omics and finance. .

Discuss Details.

The British expressed their wil-
lingness to grant full control of tax-
ation, including customs and excises
and the Irish representatives got so
far as to discuss details with the Brit
The British were as-
tounded when it was seriously. pro-
posed that Ireland receive all taxa-
tipn on Guinness’ 'stout, which is
produced in TIreland, no matter
where it is sold. The greater part
of the product is sold in England and
abroad and such a scheme would be
impossible of realization when it is
pointed out that if such action were
taken foreigners would be sure to
place an additional tax, thus placing
the Irish product at a disadvantage
in the market. The Irish could not
see it and insisted on their demand.

Many Difficulties,

This is only one sample, but it is
a_ type of al the difficulties met in
working out a practical scheme. An-
other difficulty is the insistemce of
some extremists, who are mostly lit-
erary persoms and who have taken
[no part in the fighting, on the whole
{letter of their demand. \

One of these persons told the
British officials ‘that he will always
fight for the right to have an Irish
army and navy. When questioned,
he said that Ireland did not want an
army and navy and mnever had, but
he“insisted on the right to have
them. An Englishman replied, say-
ing ke might be a thick-headed Sax-
on but he would mnever fight five
minutes for a right he did not intend
to exercise.
