London, Nov. 16— The Greck Gov-
ernment is reported to have modified
its position somewhat in favor of the
Entente allies. The ‘correspondent at
Athens of the Exchange Telegraph
Co., says that it has decided that in
the event of a retreat of the al'ies to
Greek soil, Serbian troops will be
placed on the same footing as the
British and French.

Premier Skouloudis originally pro-
posed to permit the French and Brit-
ish to reach the sea without interfer-
ence from the Greeks, but to disarm
Serbians who crossed the border.

STOP THE BULGARIAN DRIVE?

Greece's Course Still a Matter of Speculation —
Exact Situation in Central Macedonia Un-
certain—Russians are Falling Back,

London, Nov. 16.—The exact situa-
tion in central Macedonia is uncer-
tain. Despatches from the Near East
are conflicting and doubt as to the
time of events to which they refer in-
jects an additional element of uncer-
tainty.
