PROPER CARE
OF TRE TUBES

Will go a Long Way Toward !
Increasing Wear

LUBRICATION VITAL

5 .
Is an Important Element in
Service

If tire users better understood the
construction of inner tubes, and
things which contribute to their
wearing out, it would be easy to
secure more and better service.
Spare tubes should not be carried in
cardboard boxes as furnished from
the dealers’ shelves—there is danger
of the tubes being chafed. Tube
bags can be secured for this pur-
pose.

If the car is equipped with small-
er tires on the front wheels than on
tne rear wheels an extra tube should
be secured for each side.

It is not advisable to use a 4 1-2-
inch tube in a 4-inch case. This us-
uvally wrinkles and creases the rub-
ber, with bad results, Do not use a
4-inch tube in a 4 1-2 inch case for
any length of time. When this is
done the rubber is required to
stretch too much and the effect of
heat and action due to displacement
of air in the tire quickly uses up
the nerve and life of the tube.

Importance of Lubrication

Lubrication is most important to
conservation of the tube, but it is
a matter that is given least atten-
tion. Some customers neglect dust-
ing soap stone inside of the case
when changing a tube—others use
the soapstone so sparingly that 1t
does but little, if any good, or they
may use so much that it does more
harm than good. If a quantity of it
be dumped into the case it will col-
lect at one point, and during hot
weather will heat up to such an ex-
tent as to burn the rubber of the
tube, making it very thip, brittle and
lifeless. Soapstone is the lubricant
most used for tires, and it is quite
satisfactory, but not lastin there-
fore a fresh supply should be Pput
into the tires at least two or three
times during the season. Powdered
mica has proven a more durable lub-
ricant than scapstone, and quite as
effective as graphite, as well as more
pleasant to handle.
It is essential  that tubes be
equipped with valves having the
correct type of spreader. Most com-
panies have, in the past, furnished
tubes with specially equipped val-
ves for these can no longer be group-
ed under the convenient word ‘‘con-
vertible.” 1
Don’'t overlook the importance of'
a tube with a property equipped |
valve. Care in this respect will in—|
sure a proper anchor of tire to rim |
and eliminate much annoyance from
tube being pinched near valve, Pin-
ching of an inner tube usually oc-
curs from oversight or carelessness
in application of tire to rim.

It is not customary to use flaps
with clincher tires, not because it
is unnecessary, but because of the
difficulty in using a flap and stretch-
ing the tire on the rim so that it will
fit properly. The beads of this type
of tire are stretchable and are made
approximately one inch in diainenter
less than diameter of rim, the obh-
iect being to cause the tire to fit
snugly to rim.

The beads of quick detachable
clincher cases and cables of straight
side cases are non stretchable and
are, therefore, made to the approxi-
mate diameter of rim. Flaps should
be used in all sizes of quick detach-
able elincher and straight side
cases, otherwige much diffieulty will
be experienced with the inner tubes.

FREIGHTS LIMIT.
London, April, 21.— (Associated
Press)—The scheme for the limita-
tion of freights to France and Italy
which was planned to attract in-
creased tonnage for the transporta-
tion of coal from England, has failed
to bring into the service the requir-
ed number of steamers at the fixed
rates and in compliance with re-
quests from shipbrokers, the auth-
orities have agreed to make the plan
more elastic. The schedule rates of
freights can now be adjusted in or-
der to attract more neutral tonnage.

GAVE UP INCOME.

Petrograd, April 21.— (Associated
Press)—The Russian Grand Dukes,
who have just formally turned over
their “appanages” or official grants,
to the new government, have made
a great financial sacrifice by this
renunciation. The grand ducal es-
tates surrendered aggregate more
than 20,000,000 acres, including
thousands of prosperous farms and
many thriving towns and villages.
The annual income from these estat-
es is estimated at over 25,000,000
rubles.

The “imperial appanages,” before
the serfs were liberated, controlled
over 800,000 agricultural laborers
Emperor Paul 1. set aside these vast
estates for the benefit of the grand
dukes because he foresaw the neces-
sity of making the imperial family
financially independent of the reign-
ing Emperor. Grand dukes who have
at various times incurred the dis-
pleasure of the Emperor and have
exiled themselves, have always con-
tinued to receive their share of the
appangae, with which the Emperor
was powerless to interfere.
