Wm. White was at it again in Gibson last 
night, and the community is shocked at its 
lawlessness. Just outside of the grounds, 
where the base ball social was being 
held in Gibson last evening, White 
had an altercation with a man named 
Webster, when White drew his knife on his 
antagonist severely cutting him about the 
face and arm Those standing by state that 
White first dealt Webster a treacherous 
blow over the head with the clnb and then 
knifed him. Webster's face was drenched in 
blood when White was hauled away from 
him, and he was bleeding profusely from 
the wounds. Dr. Barker was immediately 
sent for and later on Dr. Coburn was sui 
mont-d from the city to assist in checkini 
the flow of blood. His left eye was
encircled with an ugly gash, his
cheek was laid open, and he had another 
severe cut on the wrist. What led to the 
fracas does not seem very clear. It is un­
derstood that Webster wanted to go inside 
the grounds to see a person when White 
iuteifered. The disturbance previous to the 
stabbing was apparently of such a trivial 
character as not to attract attention. White 
was very officious about the grounds all

An effort was made to-day by the law 
abiding residents of Gibson to have White 
arrested, buf so far as learned they have not 
succeeded yet. A deputation waited ou 
police magistrate Marsh this morning but 
his honor advised them to lay their coi 
plaint before a magistrate on the opposite 
side of the river. The temperance people 
took out a warrant for White's airest the 
day previous but could not find an officer in 
the city who would take the paper. This is 
a bad state of affairs. The people living in 
Gibson and St. Mary's have been educated 
to look to the city for law and justice in 
such cases, aud now that the police magis­
trate refuses to deal with them as iu city 
cases, the fact should be made as public as 
possible, for the protection on the eastern 
side of the river. Under the existing state 
of aff.irs, a capital crime might be coi 
milted over the river, and the offender reach 
Texas before the papers for his arrest would 
be made, out

esting contest played in Fredericton this 
season. The Rovers were a picked nine, 
not more than three of whom Mad ever play­
ed together before, while the Shamrocks 
were an organized and practised club, and 
thus the anticipations of a one-sided match. 
Notwithstanding this fact, however, the 
Rovers played an admirable game and gave 
the Shamrocks about as hard a shove as 
they would cure for. In fact, up to tbe 
seventh inning it looked very probable that 
the Rovers would give them the severest 
trouncing they had received for a long time, 
but the fortunes of war turned upon them 
in the last two innings, and at the c-nd of 
the ninth the game stood a tie at 19, 19. 
The tenth inning saw the Rovers out for 
6 and the Shamrocks score 4. thus taking 
the game. The Shamrocks deserve credit 
for the way in which they crawled up in the 
last three innings, and it was their excel­
lent work both at the bat and in the field, 
in these innings—with a few decisions in

victory. The Shamrocks certainly out­
played their opponents in tbe last innings, 
but it is only fair to say that, had it 
not been tor some incorrect decisions, 
they would not have defeated 
them.

A Grand Lake correspondent writes : — 
The railroad from Norton to G. G. & W. C. 
King’s establishment, ten miles up Salmon 
River, is being pushed ahead as fast as can 
be expected. The bridge crossing Coal 
Creek, at the head of Grand Lake, on which 
the work is progressing slowly, is a great 
barrier to the building of the road. This 
bridge is being built upon piling twenty 
feet above low water mark, which have been 
driven three feet apart, and capped with 
large pine timbers, and finished with string­
ers and ties. The contractor, Mr. Killam, 
has but a small crew of men employed con­
sidering the work to be done. This com 
pany has built a fine station house at Coal 
Creek near the bridge, which is being occu­
pied at present by Mr. Wheten as a store for 
the accommodation of those who are being 
employed on the railroad and bridge. It ia 
here the accommodating clerk, Mr. Mc­
Carthy, of Fredericton, is busy dealing out 
boots, shoes, and clothing, and an endless 
variety of other goods too numerous to 
mention. Four miles from Coal Creek, on 
this line, is another large bridge to be built 
near the head of Cumberland Bay, which 
will be nearly seven hundred feet long, and 
will be built the same as the one at Coal 
Creek.

ti.Vtl-E OIL WELLS.

A Gaepe correspondent writes : Work at 
the oil wells is at a stand still just now, 
owing doubtless to the want of machinery. 
Major Hall, manager of the wells up the 
York River, is now at St. Paul making 
arrangements to have machinery sent here, 
so work can be carried on at once. The 
wells under the management of the above 
gentleman, are situated about eighteen 
miles from Uaspe Basin, and the indications 
are said to be very good, and bid fair to be­
come famous in the near future. The petro­
leum now flowing from the wells or cavities 
dug in the hill, is of a greenish black color, 
and can easily be dipped up, it being on top 
of water that comes up with the oil. 
There are several other indications of oil 
quite near Gaspe, one being at Sandy Beach, 
ten miles from Gaspe, where a well was 
sunk several years ago, but was then pro­
nounced a failure, and ia now commencing 
to flow again. The other is on the Douglas- 
town River, about twenty-two miles from 
tbe Basin, where the indications are said to 
be far better than the other places named, 
the flow being of a much higher color.

Tbe Normal School.

The Surtuco of me Suu.

In Sccchi’s view the sun spot Is formed 
of a central region—apparently a dark 
mass—called the nucleus or umbra, or 
both, surrounded by a part less dark, tho 
penumbra, xvhicli is a thin veiling of 
filaments or currents precipitating tlieni- 
selx-ea toward tho center and sometimes 
crossing it like a bridge. The existence 
of tho spot has three periods, its forma­
tion, its rest and its extinction. In the 
first, the visible solar surface, or photo­
sphere, is distorted by great agitation. Its 
irregular movements defy description, 
and their velocities are enormous. They 
have no parallel at all in terrestrial 
phenomena. This solar activity is pro­
duced by tremendous force at work be­
neath tho photosphere, and the spots, 
and eruption of great whirling masses of 
incandescent metallic vapors, are tho ef­
fects.

In the period of rest these eruptive 
masses fall back again into the surface 
of the photosphere, and form a more or 
less circular umbra or spot, and the cen­
tral up-rush loses in volume and velocity. 
Finally the eruptive action is exhausted 
and the absorbing powers of the x-apors 
seem to bo dissipated, the photosphere 
closes over the umbra and the s|x>t is ex­
tinguished. At first the spot was a rent 
in the photosphere, then later it assumed 
the funnel shape in more definite outline, 
and was crowned with l»onutiful faculæ 
and jets of hydrogen and metallic vapors, 
the former being often abundant, higli 
and bright, while the latter arc low and 
brilliant. This briefly is Secclii's expla­
nation—Sidereal Messenger.

Some Interesting Discoveries.
Recent explorations in Spain by two 

Belgian scientists have resulted in some 
very interesting discoveries. Relics of a 
preliistoric race have been found in great 
abundance, ranging from tho stone age 
to that of bronze and metals. These 
people buried their dead not only in stone 
;raves, or cells, but also in great jars of 
jurat clay, accompanied by pieces of 

pottery and other articles of use and 
value. This form of jar burials is very 
widespread, and examples have been 
found from Japan to Peru. These relics 
arc supposed to belong to that ancient 
race which fixed in Europe previous to 
the Aryan immigration, the various 
branches of which arc known as Iberi­
ans, Pelasgians, Ligurians, etc., accord­
ing to the country in which they lived. 
Sex-eral skeletons xvero found adorned 
xvith silver and gold ornaments. One of 
the most remarkable relics is a female 
skull encircled by a band of silver, to 
which is attached a thin plate of the 
same metal.—Frank Leslie’s.
