Nova Scotia Legislature.

I^ova Scotia’d rulers are in Coun­
cil. The fourth Session of thé 
twenty-eighth Parliament opened on 
the 19 h. The speech from the 
Throne was not particularly sensation­
al. Speeches from the Throne seldom 
bring11 down the House. The Gov­
ernor said the House was called 
early because there were impor­
tant measures to be submitted. 
It was added, that industries had 
flourished and some new ones started, 
that there had been good crops And 
not a bad run of fish ; that the Art 
Exhibition had brought people to­
gether to see pictures and that the 
Dominion Exhibition showed pro­
gress ; tfiat our export trade was 
flourishing by the addition of new 
markets, and coal and other minerals 

being produced in larger 
quantities, and that the public ac­
counts would show a surplus In 
regard to the work of the present 
Session, His Excellency intimated 
that a scheme for the consolidation 
of Railways would be submitted, 
and an Act regarding bridges.

The address in reply was moved 
by Mr. A. Campbell and seconded 
by Mr. Spence. The reply was of 
the orthodox kind, agreeing with 
everything in the Speech and sug­
gesting as fitting subjects for Legis­
lature the very matters which the 
Governor had mentioned.

The reply passed clause by clause 
until aj. the last clause—

Mr. Gayton made a brief criticism 
of tbe Speech, agreeing with each 
statement, expressing his pleasure 
at the action of the Government in 
calling the House so early, and don. 
gratulating the Province At the 
prosperous state of trade. He would 
not now say anything about the pro­
posed change in the Railroad system 
as there was nothing specific in the 
Speech on .that matter.

Mr. Gayton has been regarded as 
the leader of the Opposition.

Mr. LeBlanç spoke of the need of 
measures which would assure a Rail­
road in Cape Breton. He said the 
people of Richmond would pay th 
right of way. He spoke of the 
cold winters in the Maritime Pro­
vinces and even in the whole Do 
minion. He thought a great im­
provement might be made by closing 
up the Strait of Beileisle. Nova 
Scotia was in the same latitude n4 
France, one of tho greatest wine 
producing countries in tho world,‘and 
this enterprise if carried out would 
make our climate equal to that of 
France. He did not intend to move 
in the matter at present, though lie 
eousidered it practicable. He thought 
the money from the Fiaherv Award 
should he applied to this instead of 
the C. P. Railway.

Mr. T. Smith, of Hants,‘ then 
made a spcacb. Mr. S. last session 
made more speeches, than any other 
four members of the House. When 
sober he likes to speak, and at other 
times this fondness for talking gets 
to be a ruling passion. IIis speeches 
are a perfect comedy of errors for 
the most^ part, and for invention of 
the fantastic kind, only J. XVilber 
force Longley càn hàld a candle to 
him. He 44 took the opportunity 
and said that the bouse had bee# 
called early but ought to have been 
called a fortnight sooner, that indus­
tries were spring up though none 
were yet in operation ; as to abundant 
harvest the hay crop and potato crop 
had been Injured by wèt7 weather. 
He stated that shipping was in a 
had way and freights low, thaï he, 
Mr. S. could not be at tbe Art.Exhi­
bition. In regard to the financial 
condition of the Province he a a id 
Mr. Vail once had A surplus of #20,- 
000 and hid given the same year 
#If0,000 to roaits and bridges and 
that if tho present government give 
LhAt much they would have no sur- 
plus. (Hu did hot mention that the 
Vail Government had reduced the 
revenues by #200,090.) He com­
plained that he (Mr. S.) had not 
received. any money to spend on 
roads, while his colleague had laid 
out 81,500, to $1,600 a year.

Evidently he bad 
nbt intelligence enough to under­
stand that act. I», In the clearest 
and most unmistakable terms, leaves 
the disposition of all Funds for that 
purpose to the councils. They decide 
upon ihe Amount and place where it 
is to he spent, and they appoint the 
supervisor to see that the tnstrnc 
lions are carried out. What could 
be tbe object of the hon. member in 
thus coming up to this house and 
making a statement so entirely, at 
variance with the facts, he (Mr. T.) 
could not indeed imagine, but he 
had felt incumbent upon him so 
made the explanations be bad lest 
any' false impressions should go 
abroad on the strength of what the 
bon. member bad said.
