His Speech on Wednesday 
Night Last.

Troubles and Hardships of 
the Tenants of Lugga- 

curran-

Mr. O’Brien lectured to-night in Albert 
hall before a very large audience. Rep­
resentatives from Ottawa and Kingston 
were present. At the outset the lecturer 
said he had come to address the people 
of Canada on the subject of Irish evic­
tions. It was because the humble homes 
of the poor tenantry of Luggacurran were 
at that moment desolate, and why ? 
Because the man who is responsible for 
these desolate homes, these evicted and 
cruelly suffering people, to-day held the 
highest position in Canada He was 
sorry to hjive to come to this land with 
the cruel story of the wrongs and suffer­
ings of the afflicted tenantry of Lugga­
curran. He waa but a humble citizen ; 
lord Lansdowne was a rich and powerful 
lord. Where else were they to tarn for help 
and sympathy if not to the people of this 
fair land ? The Irish tenantry were an 
unarmed people, while Lord Lansdowne 
bad thousands of armed soldiers and 
armed policemen to fulfil the cruel work 
of evict ion in the fair valley of Luggaour- 
ran, and this to drive the aged and in­
firm, and helpless babes to the ditch, the 
wayside, or starvation. Even at that 
moment the tory government were en­
deavoring to pass a bill to prevent them 
having a peaceable organisation for mu­
tual help, or for even making public to 
the world the story of Ireland's wrongs. 
To whom then should the people ot Ire­
land turn, if not to their fellow-country­
men in Canada, who can alone save them 
by the might of their opinion from a 
fate equal to that of slavery in its worst 
and most degrading form. He had not 
come to appeal to the passions, but to 
Appeal to lb* Bemoo as* Humanity 
of the free and liberty-loving people of 
Canada. It was the Canadian parlia­
ment that in 1879 voted £20,000 to buy 
bread for the starving women and chil­
dren—starving in the midst of that 
beautiful and fertile land. This must 
never happen again. Charles Stewart 
Parnell said that never again would he 
go begging alms for the victims of latid 
lord ism. This time they did not ask for 
£20,000, but desired Canadians to know 
the use which Lord Lansdowne makes 
of the £20,000 he receives from them, 
and if it were found he had been making 
a good use of it to ask to pass their con­
demnation on hia acts. Tho Canadian 
parliament struck at the root of the evil 
in Ireland when they passed the resolu­
tion in favor of Irish Çomo Rule. Even 
recently the parliament of Canada had 
endeavored to stand.

on Lord Lansdowne. He would not call 
up the ghostly memories, but he would 
tell how Lord Lansdowne was laying waste 
that fine estate and carrying out the 
work of depopulation as if the Angel of 
Death had knocked at the door of each 
humble cabin, and still the processes 
were not half served. If Lord Ijansdowne 
or his agents were let alone, there was 
not a man, woman or child on the estate 
of Luggacurran but would be banished 
from the houses of their fathers and 
either compelled to starve on the road­
side or seek homes beyond the sea. Mr. 
O’Brien then read extracts from the 
Freeman's Journal, which describes ter­
rible eviction scenes. In the four days 
the work of eviction lasted on the Lans­
downe estates 120 persons had been turn­
ed from their homes into the roadside. 
Old men and women of 80 and helpless 
babies only a few weeks old suffered 
alike, and this too in the severe weather 
of March, and in the face of a pitiless bail 
and rain storm. These scenes were wit­
nessed by the speaker and he had seen

that he looked to the people of Canada 
for their condemnation of Lord Lans­
downe. It was Canadian money that 
paid the officers who carried out these 
cruel evictions. Lord Lansdowne had 
tried to explain by interviews in the 
press that these people owed a year’s 
rent. They only owed half a "year’s rent, 
and the law said that a whole year must 
be owed before a tenant could be evicted. 
The other half year’s rent was called the 
hanging gale. This was simply a lawyer’s 
fiction and had been instituted years and 
years ago, in the early days of the cen­
tury, to enable the other landlords to 
evict their tenants whenever they would 
be half a year behind in their payments. 
The tenants of the Lansdowne estate were 
the moat punctual and peaceful in the 
whole of Ireland. Not a murder had 

a committed in the vicinity ot Lugga­
curran for years. The only crime of 
which these people were accused was 
wishing for some reduction in the back 
rent. This was a reduction of 30 per 
cent., which was even less than Lord 
Cowper and the land copimission had of­
fered on other estates and these very re­
ductions had been approved of by Lord 
Lansdowne. The tenants on the Lans­
downe estates were of two classes. The 
first were leaseholders, who were not as 
yet entitled to go into tho courts, and the 
other class were the judicial tenants, who 
have already had their rents fixed by 
law. The leaseholders asked for a re­
duction of 30 per cent. If theso tenants 
were free to go in to the land court, as 
the tory government propose to allow 
them, they would, according to the 
decision of the land commission, get a 
redaction of 40, 50 or 70 per cent. The 
speaker then referred to the

tate of Lord Castledown, where two 
tenants had been given a reduction of 45 
per cent, and it should be remembered 
this had not been made by the “plan of 
campaign” but by the land commission, 
The speaker declare 1 that he had thus 
shown out of the mouths of the tory 
government and the land commission 
that the object of Lord Lansdowne and 
his agents was to crush the tenants and 
drive them from their farms and not to 
give them, any just reduction. The 
speaker said that he would say a few

but he found it hard without passion to 
characterise the arrogance that Lord 
Lansdowne had shown towards these un­
fortunate people. In spite of the com­
mission he had refused to reduce the 
rents a single farthing and he is fasi, 
transforming Luggacurran into a wilder­
ness. Sine the land commission hod 
fixed thff rents the earning power of the 
tenants had been reduced fully 40 per 
cent. The speaker quoted a number .of 
the landlords who bad reduced their 
rents, and, continuing, he said that the 
oaly one who had not complied with 
these just demands wasLord Lansdowne, 
and he, too. must be compelled to re­
duce the rents. Mr. O'Brien then quoted 
from the statement made in the Im­
perial house of commons. He also re­
ferred to the acts of Mr. Townsend 
Trench, who was the agent of Mr». Adair 
as well as of Lord lansdowne. On the 
very day that he had collected the rente 
from the tenants of Luggacurran with­
out permitting any reduction, he had 
given the tenants on the adjoining estate 
a reduction of 15 per cent. What 
was the Plan of Campaign ? It 
was an organization of the oppressed, 
who would stand side by side like 
soldiers in battle until the victory was 
won. The time would come when there 
would be no more fear of the crow-bar 
brigade to turn the fertile valleys of Lug­
gacurran into desolate waste. In con­
clusion Mr. O'Brien asked their 
sympathy with a suffering people. He 
promised them that when the great work 
begun by Charles Stewart Parnell and 
Gladstone was accomplished and the 
happy hour came when once more a 
free and untrammelled Irish parliament 
could assemble in College Green, they 
would have the prayers and heartfelt 
gratitude of the Irish people.

A resolution was passed condemning 
Lord Lansdowne'» actions.

The meeting was most orderly, and no 
hostile demonstrations were offered at 
any time through the day or evening.

EE CRIME* BILL.

Some Important changes Hade-Glad* 
•««me Endeavoring to Seenre Ctonem

London, May 15—The crimes bill has 
been under discussion during seven sit­
tings in committee. Each day baa seen 
old. amendments disposed of and new 
amendments added. Twenty minor

The bill has already undergone consider­
able alteration in form, and it is plain it 
will be greatly changed before being re­
ported back to the house. The following 
are some of the changes already made : 
The attorney general must act on sworn 
information, instead of on mere belief 
that an offence has been committed in 
proclaimed districts.

A resident magistrate who is entrusted 
with the investigation of crime for which 
no person has been charged must have 
been approved by the lord chancellor as 
the person of legal knowledge and expe-

Inquiry must take place in the sessions 
court of a district instead of in any police 
court or station.

Witnesses examined on oath must be 
only such as the examining magistrate 
believes to be capable of giving material 
evidence.

Witnesses, excepting confessed offen­
ders or near relatives of parties impli­
cated, may be bound over only by their 
own recognizance to testify at sessions.

in addition to these alterations three 
provisos have been added. Inquiries 
must be held between 10 s. m. end 6 p. 
m. ; answers of witnesses must be fully 
reported in short hand ; and copies of 
depositions must be furnished to parties 
accused.

The second section of the bill has been 
enlarged so as to set forth the special 
clause of the act of 1851, to which it ap­
plies. The enlargement also provides 
that when a witness is arrested without 
service or disobedience of summons, he 
shall receive a copy of the complaint on 
which the warrant for arrest is issued.

Two new sections have been drafted. 
One provides that when a witness under 
12 is examined, the parent, guardians or 
friends shall be present. The other 
directs that in all cases a magistrate him­
self shall conduct the inquiry, and no­
body else be permitted to question any 
witness. Provisos accepted by the 
government entitle the witnesses who 
answer truthfully to a certificate of in­
demnity as a bar to all criminal proceed­
ing against them, and that no -witness 
shall be compelled to answer if he has 
been called to testify tor the defence of 
an accused person.

The battle over the second clause of 
the bill is expected to be even hotter 
than that over the first. It is the gen­
eral impression that it will be materially 
changed. Tbs home rulers have so far 
fought the measure step by step. It is 
reported that Mr. Gladstone is unwilling 
to continue merely obstructive action 
and is endeavoring to come to terms 
with the government by restricting the 
opposition to really important points in
return for concessions.
