GAMBLING ON LIVES.

New Act Passed by British House
of Lords Preveltl This.

London, Oct. 4. (.amhlmg o lives
at sea will be made a punishable of
fence in Great Britain by virtue of
the Marine  Insurance (Gambling
Policies Bill), which, on its second
reading, was unanimously passed the
other day in the House of Lords and
therefore practically only needs the
Royal assent to become law. The
object of the bill is “the prohibition of

gambling on loss by maritime perils.”

If any person effects a contract of
narine insurance without having a
bBna fide interest either in the safe
arrival of the ship or the safefy of
the cargo it will be deemed to Dbe
gambling on loss by sea dangers, The

punishment will be imprisonment with
hard labor for six months or a fine
of £500. Further, the gambler must
forfeit to the Crown any money he
may receive under this gambling con-
tract.
