sustained in Canada, let it be a small 
standing army on the same pattern as 
that of England We have more vol­
unteers now in this age of peace than 
we had when wars aud rumours of wars 
came every day from the border. Can­
ada between the pole and the United 
States would rest in just as much 
safety were every volunteer corps in the 
Dominion snuffed out of existence as if 
at every house throughout the country 
stood a rusty musket and bv it a red 
coat. We hope that the Department 
reailv contemplates some such change 
as this; at least let us hope for the 
present that no more additions will be 
made to either horse or foot. Probably 
were the question put to vote to-mor­
row there would be few found besides 
the volunteers themselves to vote for 
the maintenance ofsueh an expensive 
national butterfly.

Mr, John Pickard, M. P., is always 
hutting liis head against something or 
somebody. He is always opening his 
mouth just at the wrong time; and pat­
ting his foot just where it was unwise 
for him to put it. This is strange, for 
through being a member so long, Mr. 
Pickard ought to know better. For 

our part wc always make a point of 
trying to imitate those who act more 
properly than we do ourselves. Mr. 
Pickard, in a very savage and ungentle- 
manly way, referred to an article iuthe 
Star lately ; with the express purpose 
of making .capital oat of it.

The Attach on Shirpnr.

The main incidents of the attack on 
Sliirpur on the 23rd nit., are as 
follows;—

The general had trustworthy infor­
mation on the evening of the 22nd that 
an attack would be made on the follow­
ing morning. The signal was to be the 
lighting of a beacon on the shoulder ot 
the Coh-i-Asmai. Further reports 
from the city for several days had men­
tioned the construction of scaling lad­
ders, of a size to admit two men 
abreast. Orders were accordingly 
issued that the troops should be on the 
alert at 4 a. in. General Roberts had 
now eight days in which to make Shir- 
pur defensible, and full advantage had 
been taken of this interval.

The country all around Sliirpur is full 
of gardens and orchards, enclosed with 
high walls, and mimerons villages, 
some of them within gunshot. The 
troops were told off as far as possible to 
the defences nearest their quarters,with 
a strong reserve at the mouth of the 
Behmaru gorge. As expected, at six a. 
m., the beacon on the Koh-i-Asmai 
blazed up with a brilliant light. The 
troops were already, and ten minutes 
later there was a small musketry fire 
from and against the parapet held by 
the 72nd. This was succeeded by vol­
leys of musketry in the direction of Be- 
hmara, which lasted for some time. It 
was then nearly full daylight. The 
firing seemed to indicate that the real 
attack was on Behmaru. The enemy 
came on here with considerable bold­
ness, and got possession of a small vil­
lage beyond the defences, from which 
they were able to bring a heavy mus­
ketry fire both on the defences of the 
village and the east end of the heights 
The mountain guns, which alone could 
be used at this point, and the Are of 
the Guides, etc., were unable to dis­
lodge them. So resolute was the attack 
and so large the numbers of the enemy, 
chiefly Kohistanis, at this poiut, that 
General Roberts twice sent reinforce­
ments from the reserve. While this 
attack continued the enemy enveloped 
the whole scntii and west front with a 
very brisk fire frm the orchards and 
other cover, sending many other bal­
lets into the interior of Shirpnr. They 
also showed large bodies ot men, and 
for some time it was not certain that 
they did not mean to make a serions 
attack from the south and west also. 
General Roberts, who was duly in­
formed of what was passing at the 
principal points by telegraph and helio­
graph, at last, about ten o’clock,decided 
to disregard other communication with 
the enemy—G Battery, 3rd Brigade- 
through the Behmara gorge, so as to 
bring a cross fire to bear on the village 
outside. This fire soon drove the en­
emy out, and their dislodgement from 
this chosen point of attack apparently 
so dispirited them that the Kohistanis 
commenced streaming out from all the 
villages they had hitherto occupied in 
the direction of their homes. Then 
General Roberts ordered the whole of 
the cavalry in pursuit, and riding him­
self to Behmara, made arrangements 
for clearing ail the villages to the east 
and sonth-east of Shirpnr, and for hold­
ing sueh of them ns might annoy the 
approach of General Gough’s force next 
morning.

In the meanwhile, General Massy and 
the cavalry circled well round to the 
north east of Shirpnr and had inter­
cepted and,cut up some of the hinder- 
most fugitaves before the could reach' 
the shelter of the hills. As the cavalry 
got further round, the enemy, who still 
held fast the remaining villages to the 
east, fearing that their retreat oil the 
city would be cut off, lost heart and 
made for the Siah Sang Hills. All the 
villages round, as tar as the centre of 
the south face, were clear of the enemy 
before dark, and the more important
