
HAS. REACHED A CRISIS.

The Demand of the Hospital'Med­
ical Staff for Representation 

on the Board of 
Management \

HAS BEEN REFUSED BY THE LATTER BODY.

And the Doctors Resign Their Con- 
» nexion with the Hospital.

A Regrettable Condition of Affairs.

The following is the correspondence con­
cerning the difficulty which has arisen be­
tween the board of trustees of the Victoria 
hospital, and the medical staff, and which 
has brought matters to a crisis at that in - 
stitution. It is itself explanatory.

Dear Sir,— At a meeting of the medical 

staff of the Victoria hospital held last even­
ing. it was resolved “That in view of the 
recent appointments to the vacancies bn the 
Board of Trustees of the hospital, thc-mem- 
bers of the staff express their sense of the 
injustice done them, and the discourtesy ex­
hibited in the action of the Board in:.abso- 
luSeiy ignoring the staff's formally ex­
pressed claim to be represented upon the 
directorate ; and that the secretary be re­
quested to inform the staff whether or not 
the Board is determined not to recede from 
the pBsition it has taken, so that the mem 
bers of the staff may be in a position to 
take immediate .and definite action in the 
matter.’’

Dear Sirs,—I am in receipt of your favor 
of the 30th inst., and beg to reply as follows :

At a meeting of the board of trustees of 
Victoria Hospital, held on Feb’y 13Ch, 1892, 
a communication signed by the medical 
staff was read, in which it was stated, “That, 
in the opinion of this staff, they should 
have the right to elect a member of the 
trustee board, to be selected from their own 
number."

In reply to the above the secretary was 
directed to write, “That, according to the 
constitution of the board by law, it is im­
possible for their request to be granted." '

On Feb’y 15th, 1892, the board as called 
together at the request of the m. Jical staff, 
when the latter pressed their demand for 
representation through a deputation of seven 
members. On Saturday, March 5th, 1892, 
the board met again, when, after discussing 
the merits of the request of the medical 
staff, it was unifoimonsly agreed to have the 
secretary write to the staff, “ That the trus­
tees are unable to see the necessity or ad­
vantage of making any change in the con­
stitution of the board."

The matter was then supposed by the 
trustees to be closed andin teims of suffi­
cient clearness to leave no doubt of their 
judgment on the merits of the application 
of the medical staff for representation on the 
board.

The secretary is now asked “ to inform the 
staff whether or not the board is determined 
not to recede from the position it has taken," 
etc. To that question the secretary is not 
able to make reply, and most respectfully 
adds that as the staff have never reopened 
the matter since the trustees decided it as 
per the herein quoted extracts from the 
records, it would seem to him that the con­
demnatory resolution of the staff does in­
justice both to the trustees and to them­
selves.

Dear Sir: I beg to acknowledge the re­

ceipt of your communication of the 31st ult., 
and to state that it was duly considered at 
a meeting of the medical staff held last ev­
ening. I am directed to say in reply there­
to, that the members of the staff regret 
that the board has given no intimation of 
its intention to accede to their wishes witli 
respect to the representation upon the 
board to which they are entitled, and that 

, however much they regret to have to take 
extreme measures tovassert their position 
and maintain their selfxespect. they see no 
other cotirse open to them. I am therefore 
directed to inform you that unless some 
steps çre taken by the 15th inst., to grant 
their request upon the board, they will 
upon that day tender their resignations. 
The members of the staff have several 
times felt much aggiieved and humiliated 
at the want of courtesy shown them by the 
board, and have come to the present .deter 
mination after much consideration and not 
without great regret at the prospect of se­
vering their connexion with a public insti­
tution, of which the trustees are but the 
guardians, and to which the staff has cheer­
fully given for several years its best ener­
gies.

’ Dear Sirs,—After receiving your letter of 

February, 2nd inst., I sent notices to all the 
trustees for a meeting ,’o be held on yester­
day p. m. tq consider your demands. The 
Board met as requested, and the following 
is copied from the minutes of the proceed­
ings, after the letters of January 30th and 
February, 2nd inst!, from you, and my let­
ter of February, 1st inst., to you, had been 
read, as follows :

seconded and unanimously agreed to :
That in view of the well-considered deter- 

tiyfclalion arrived at by the Board in 1892, 
that according to the constitution of the 
Board by law it was impossible that the re 
quest of the Medical staff for representation 
on the Board of Trustees should be granted, 
the Board are surpiised at this time 
ceive communications from the 
staff demanding such lepresentation as a 
right, and notifying the Board of intention 
to resign in a body on the 15th inst. if as­
surance is not given that such'request will 
be granted.

4hat in the opinion of the Board it is not 
fcdient that a member of the Medical 
staff of the hospital should be a member of 

the Board of Trustees, and in holding this 
view, the Board believe it to be in the best 
interests, not only of the institution, but of 
tbe Medical staff as well.

The Board felt that they should not be 
charged with any discourtesy towards the 
Medical staff, or any member of that staff, 
and entirely disclaim ever having treated 
the Medical staff otherwise than with every 
consideration and courtesy.

The Trustees recognize the great respon­
sibility of the duly devolving upon them to 
see that the affairs of the hospital are effi­
ciently carried on, and also recognize the 
desirability of having the hearty co-oper­
ation of the Medical staff in the future as in 
the past.

Tbe Board desires to express their ap­
preciation of the valuable and beneficial 
services rendered to the hospital by the 
physicians of Fredericton, without ex­
ception, being conscious of the fact that in 
the rendering of such services they have 
exceeded the average duty that every 
citizen owes to this philanthropic institu­
tion.
. The Board trusts the Medical staff will re­

consider their action, but in case they ad- 
j\iere to it, the Board would respectfully re- 

'quest that the, visiting physicians will con­

tinue their services during the term upon 
which they have entered, thereby affording 

•the Board time to make necessary provision 
for the proper medical attendance of the 
inmates.

Believing that the Medical staff will, as a 
body, take up this finding of the Board of 
Trustees, in the matter, with the same 
friendly spirit in which it is sent.

Dear Sir,— I beg to acknowlege the re­

ceipt of your letter of today, whiclf was laid 
before a meeting of the staff held this after­
noon. Inasmuch as the Board is determ­
ined not to take any steps to grant the re­
presentation the members of the staff are 
entitled to, they are compelled to tender 
their resignations, which are hereby en­
closed.

With respect to the following extract from 
your letter “ That in the opinion of the 
Board it is not expedient that a member of 
the medical staff of the hospital should be 
a member of the Board of Trustees, and in 
holding this view the Board believe it to be 
in the bes^ interests, not only of the insti­
tution but of the medical staff as well," I 
am directed to say that as the staff did not 
ask the membeis of the Board to consider 
what was in its interests, such an observa­
tion is altogether gratuitous.

With respect to the trustees’ request that 
the visiting Physicians continue their ser­
vices during the present term, I quote the 
following resolution from the minutes of 
our meeting held on Feb. 1st :

“ It was unanimously resolved that on 
the event of the resignations of the staff be­
coming necessary, they intimate to the 
Board of Trnslees that any medical ser­
vices required by patients at that time in 
the hospital.will be given, as long as the 
physicians deem it necessary in the inter­
ests qf the patients, or until some provision 
is made for them,

MR. WILMOT’S GENEROSITY.

He Will Donate $10,000 to Sustain Wll- 
* mot Park.

E. H. Wilmot, the generous donor of 
Wilmot Park to the city of Fredeticton, 
has signified his intention of capitalizing 
the sum of $10,000 to keep that popular 
report in condition for all time, as appears 
from the following communication sub­
mitted to the city council Tuesday eve­
ning :
To the Mayor and city council of the city

of Fredericton :
Gentlemen—It gives me much pleasure 

to announce to the board that it is my in­
tention to convey, by deed or gift, to the 
mayor, aldermen and commonalty of the 
city of Fredericton, the lot of land lately 
acquired by me from Elizabeth A. O’Dell, 
comprising twenty acres, situate within" 
the city, to be held by the corporation 
and their successors forever, in trust, for 
the free use and enjoyment of the citizens- 
to he called and known as “Wilmot Park.” 
In orde# to insure the permanency and to 
provide for the future care, preservation 
and improvement of the ^ark, I propose 
to donate to the corporation the sum of 
$10,000 as an endowment fund, to be in- 
vesten and the accruing interest or in­
come, to be applied to this purpose by a 
board pf commissioners, to be incorporated 
by act of the legislature..

The draft bill of incorporation has been 
prepared and is now in the hands of the 
city clerk, who will submit it to the coun" 
cil for their approval.

I respectfully ask the city council to 
signify their willingness to accept the 
proffered gift, and the trust connected 
therewith, and to join with me in an ap­
plication to the legislature, now in session, 
praying that the bill of incorporation may 
be passed and enacted. I remain

Fredericton, Feb. 1, 1894.
In accordance with Mr. Wilmot’s de­

sire a bill has been prepared to go before 
the legislature. After setting forth the 
intention of Mr. Wilmot to donate the 
park to the city, and also of his intention 
of granting a sum of money for its main­
tenance, the bill goes on to enact that 
Çdward H. Wilmot, George E. Fenety, 
the Mayor of the city of Fredericton, (for 
the time being), Archibald F. Randolph 
and James T. Sharkey and their successors, 
shall be constituted a body corporate, 
under the name of the “Wilmot Park 
Board,” and by that name shall have all 
general powers and privileges made inci­
dent to a corporation and shall have the 
usual powers conferred on a corporation 
of making the bye-laws and regulations 
necessary for such/a board in carrying on 
the management of the park.

As mentioned above the board is to 
consist of five members and the mayor 
of the city shall always be one of those 
members. As vacancies occur in the board 
from time to time froip death, resignation, 
or otherwise, tbe same is to be filled up 
from among the citizens of Fredericton by 
Mr. Wilmot during his life time, nomi. 
nating and appointing fit and proper per­
sons to fill vacancies, and after the death 
of Mr. Wilmot, or in case of his becoming 
incapacitated from any cause, then the 
remainder of the board are given power 
and required to select fit and proper per­
sons to fill any vacancy or vacancies. If 
at any time the board shall refnse or 
neglect for the space of three months from 
the date of any vacancy to fill it, then and 
in such case the city council of Fredericton 
are authorized and required to forthwith 
appoint a fit and proper person to fill the 
same. The board is to have a chairman 
elected annually and also such officers as 
a secretary-treasurer and caretaker of the 
grounds.

The City Council.

In the absence of the Mayor, who is ill, 
Aid. Babbitt presided at the City Council 
meeting Tuesday evening, and the business 
transacted was not much outside ordinary 
routine.

The assessors, W. J. Crewdsortf principal, 
John Richards and D. B. Barker, assistants, 
were re-elected at the old salaries.

Aid. Gilman, from the committee on 
John H. Reid’s claim, asked an extension 
of time and it was granted. It will take 
probably about seven years to hear all Mr. 
Reid has to say on the subject. The letter 
from E. H. Wilmot, submitted to the Coun­
cil, is published elsewhere.

The City Clerk was authorized to prepare 
a petitiotf to the legislature in accord with 
Mr. Wilmot’s wishes. /

Dr. Coburn, chairman of the board of 
health, wrote the Council referring in 
strong terms to the absorbing wells on the 
different corners, and recommending that 
caps be made for some and that no private 
individual be allowed to tap the sewers. 
Meeting then adjourned.

The Boom Company to Move,

The Fredericton Boom Company will 
ask legislatiod this session for extension 
of their charter, with the view of trans­
ferring the base of their operations from 
their present situation to the river be­
tween Oromocto Island and the main 
land at Maugerville. This will involve 
the abandonment of their works at Doug­
las, which cost the company $150,000, and 
their present works at Mitchell boom, 
Lincoln, which were built at $50,000. 
The new arrangement will afford them a 
river space of three miles in length and 
over three-quarters of a mile in width, 
and will overcome the diffiulty of shallow 
water experienced at Douglas, as well as 
concentrating their entiie works. The 
estimated cost of the new works is $65,- 
000. __________________________________

who has been messenger on the “popular 
run" from Bangor to Vanceboro, has been 
appointed American Express agent for the 
Bath office, and will enter upon his duties 
naxt week.
