LETTER FROM SMITH O'BRIEN.

* Darlington, Probation Station, Maria Island,

“ My Dear Porren:—I1 would have written
to you sooner if | had had anything agreeable to
communicate, but I have been unwill'ng to
grieve you by telling you that your worst antici-
pations with reeprct to the sort of treatment
which.l might possibly experience in this colony
bave heen realized.

Every other source of sof-
fering appears (0 me (o be so.insigoificent com-
pared with that of separation from my fanily
that I reconcile mysell 10 the minor vexations
incidental to my posiiien as (o matirrs of compa-
rative indifference. Ye:, though | could termi-
nate the pains of this separation by allowing Mre
O'Brien to come 10 Van Dieman's Land, | feel
more strongly than ever that it would be the
greatest injustice to my children to bring them
10 a country, the present condition of which |
will not trust myself to describe. 1, therefore,
can see no definite termination of the calamities
of my lot except that which you and other friends
ook s0 much pains to avert, the deliverance
which will be effected by death: and I confess
that 1 deliberately think that my desth would be
more advantageous to my children than that they
should follow me to this colony. 1
] am afraid that some of my fellow exiles,
though enjoying the * comparative liberty’ which
« ticket of leave confers, find their lot little more
envisble than mine, and the more | reflect v,
the eire their position the more 1
rejuice that | have kept myself unfetiered by any
engegement, tven though my rceoluion in thie

regard very nearly cost me my life. Cousldesed
as & prison, Maria Island is ae little objectiona-
ble as any epot that could be ohesen. The
scenery s very piciuresque, and the locs! officers
bave been as kind as they could venture to be
ander the inhumane regulations laid dewn for
their g.idence by the Ceatroller General. 1
st therefure rather sorry to learn that this sta-
tion will soon be brokes vp. Upon the aban-
donment of this etation [ shall probably be re-
moved to Port Anhor—a change which will, I
fear, be productive of neither benefit nor satiefac-
tion to me. Tell my Limeriek friends that my
recollection of their kindness is as vavid ao if 1
were still their representative, and believe me
your very obliged and attached friend,
WILLIAM 8.

INDIA.

Letters end papers have arrived in anticipa-
tion of the overland mail. The dntes of the i1n-
telligence are:—Bombay, Avgust 31, and Alex-
andrin, September 23. The following is 8 sum-
mary of the intelligence.

British India is profoundly (rangnal: and even
Peshawur has become as quiet and safe as the
average of Indian stations. A new pass is be-
ing surveyed to Kobat, which, if fouad practica-
ble for guns,will render communication with that
poat independent of the Affredies.

Lotd Dalhousie 19 still enjoying himself at
Chenre, 8 mountain village situsted among the
Himalayas, abcot 120 miles north-west of Sim-
la. Sir C. Napier is expected to arrive in Bom-
bay in November, (via the Punjaub and Scinde,)
oo his way to Earope.

In the native state of Oude, another British
officer (Lieut. P. Orr) has nearly fallen a vietim
to the anarchy and misgovernument prevailing
there. The following detaile of the affair will be
read with interest:—

The Nizam of the Korabad revenue division,
finding the Zemindars ‘of the 1wo districts of
Dhrowrayra and Essanoggur which lie in the
division disposed to give him trouble, intrusted
an officer of Her Majesty’s army, Lieut. P. Orr,
with the ta«k of collecting arrears of those gen-
tlemen. Lieut. Orr accordingly eniered iato
negotiation. The meeting took place in o
kutchery hut, sitoated in a mango grove almost,
henenth the bastions of the {ort of Essanuggur. —
The Rejah was attended by his court officers,
and escorted by about two hundred armed fol-
lowers.

Lieut. Orr’s escort was limited to a few men
of his own Oudh eorps, the firet Lizht Infantry
battalion in the King’s own army. A short
time after the conference opened, the Rajah's
spokesman became very insolent, and was of
course desired by Lieut. Orr to leave the room:
He did so, and a little later the Rajah eignified
his intention of quitting the -apartment also,
leaviog the question that led to the meeting un-
settled. Lieut. Orr remonstrated. The Rajah
doggedly rose from his seat, on which Lieot.
Orr held his arm, while enforcing the necessity
of some satisfactory result. The Rajah’s broti-
er-in-law, and his minister, on seeing this de-
monsiration, drew their swords, and the latter,
in endeavoring to cut down Orr, inflicted a severe
wound on his shoulder. Lieut. Orr’s jemader, a
man of the pame of Rajonath Singh, and d havil-
dar, Ram Singh, _instantly—unscabbarded their
blades; the former struck off the head of the
Rajal’s brother-in-law with a single blow, and
the latter cut down the Minister and two others.
Lieut. Orr, who saw the extremity to which
matters had proceeded, maintained his hold on
the Rajah, as affurding the best prospect of re-
preseing the hostility of the oppoeite party, and
reaping some fruit from the peril encountered. —
He was, however, soon stunned by a sword cut
on the head, and the Rejah, who was also woun-
ded, availed himself of the opportunity to quit
the scene of conflict, and was carried by his re-
tainers off to the fort. Lieut. Orr, recovering
his senses, foresaw that their chiel once placed
in security, the ferocious frllowers would doom
himsell to the fate Vans Agnew and Anderson.
He tottered out of the ill-fated bungalow, lay
down in-a charpoy, sad was borne off by his men
st a rapid pace.

From tae CovLEcTors.—We learn that
the collectors of taxes from Foreign Miners
of Yuba and Sutter ccunties have not been
very succeseful on their tours. We have
juet seen the deputy collector from Yuba
and he speaks very discouragingly of the
prospects of turning over much revenue ins
to the State Treasury. We are informed
that collector Richardson, of Yuba county,
intends resigning.—[Transcript.

Resovar or tHe Post Orrnice.—The
Postmaster is making arrangements to re-
move the office to the large pine building
corner of Clay street and the Plaza. Thie
will beiter accommodate the citizens gene-
rally than the present location.

Tue Svrrenise Esioravre.—Mr. J. A,
Ralston, the gentleman who was left in
charge of the supplies for suffering emi-
grants on Carson river, publishes a report
in the Transcript, from which we learn that
the supplies were exhausted on the 27th
of August—that up to that time he had re-
lieved about 1,000 emigrants, all destitute
of the means of subsistence.

Twenty-four families were relieved, and
in many instances sged men snd women
were obliged 1o pursue their journey - on
foot, carrying their littie bundies of clothes
and provisions.—[Pacific News.

At Placerville, mortality is on the ins
crease. The newly arrived emigrants are
daily falling victims toliarrheea and fever.

SACRAMENTO INTELLIGENCE.

Tue Rainy Season veon vs.—We men-
tioned a day or two ago, that a change in
the season was quite perceptible. Since
that time the thermometer has reigned
about 75 deg. Fah. Yesterday forenoon
the hesvens were covered with cloulde.—
And at 4 o’clock in the afternoon the rain
commenced falling. The thermometer

Fuernrssion or THe Seave Snape v Brazin
—From Rio Janeiro we learn, by a late arrival,
that no litile excitement prevailed in consequence
of the desiruction of certain Brazil vessels said
o be engaged in the slave trade. The reason
which England sets up for this proceeding is said
to be the bad faith of Brazil in professing a desire
for the suppression of the slave trade all the while
that is encouragiog it; and the sammary acts of
the British fleet seem to have had the desired el-
fect; lor we read in a letter to the Commercial
here, dated Jaoly 30, that—*The Senate and
Chamber of Deputies held a sccret session on the
12th iostant, remoddled their laws with reference
10 this treffic, and nade the most riringent laws
aguinet. the futare importation of slaves. The
people everywhere acknowledge their past re-
missness; and it has been intimated to those en-
gaged in the slave trade that they muost withdraw
their eapital, as the Government can no longer
consentto be embroilsd with other nations by
endeavoring to throw around slave-iraders the
oation:l protection, —[New York Express.

However, this is slwaygs the
case where a man or firm fail to meet their
engagements. It -also says—confidence
now seems in & great measure to be again
restored, and thcse bankers which have
pensed through the ordesl, may now be re-

stood at 60 deg.—[Transcript.

From Tug NonTuray Mings.—We learn
that on Nelson's Creek mines are averag-
ing about a half sn ounce per day. Men
are hired at a rate of wages varying from
six to eight dollars.

The lump
he fotes nlong weighs 13 pounds, less than
one third of it being quartz. It is left at
the banking office of Messrs. Dewey &
Smith, for sale, and will be disposed of at a
fair price.

Ax Exprosion.—The following account
of blasting a cliffat Seaford, about 13 miles
from Brighton, ie abridged from the London
Times:—

The sea having gradually encroached
upon the land at Seaford, it was determined
to throw dov n a part of a cliffsoas to form
a barrier to its future ravages. For this
purpose, 55 of the royal sappers and miners
have been engaged for the last seven weeks
making the pecessary preparations.

The cliff was perforated in various places
with tuonels and shafte, and in each of two
chambers excavated for the purpose, a
change of 12,000 Ibs of gunpowder was
deposited. By three o'clock, the honr fixed
for the explosion, about 10,000 people bad
asscinbled, and moas Fo-takan- 3o wlo
thew at & proper distance_beyond the ICIc;
of danger. The gunpowder being fired by
the voltaic battaries at twelve minutes past
3, suddenly the whole cliff, along a width
of frontage of about 120ft bent forward to-
wards the ses, cracked in every direction,
crumbled into pieces and fell upon the beach
in front of it, forming a bank, down which
large portions of the flowing mass glided
slowly into the sea for several yards, like a
stream of lava flowing into the water.
