SAYS MILLIONS

BEING WASTED

Dismissed . Engineer. on G. T. P.
Makes Vague Charges---Waats
Investigation

Vancouver, B:.C., April 17—Alleging
broadly that millions of dollars .are
being wasted or stolefi in the construe-
tion of the government portion of the
Grand Trunk.- Pacific railway, Major
A. E. Hodgins, C.E., has issued a let-
ter, the object of which is to secure
an administrative investigation’. Major
Hodgins is now g résideént of Victorias
He 18 4 ®on of Judge Heédgins, of To-
ronto, who has recently demanded
an investigation from the government
to enquire into the reasons for his
son’s removal from office. Major
Hodgins, who came to Canada three
vears ago, after serving on the staff
of Sir Percy Giroward in Afriea and
was appointed district engineer in
charge oi .the four hundred mile sec-
ion east of Winnipeg on the national
transcontinental railway.' Last Oc-
tober he was-dismissed. He appealed
to Sir Wilfvid Laurier and General
Manager Merse, but eays no ‘investi-
gation is so far proposed. The pith
of lis charges is that the Grand
Trunk Pacific enginecers’ reports and
those in the employ of the government
do not tally; that the government is
paying padded accounts for work done
and that tthe Grand Trunk Pacific
people arec making no objection be-
cause they merely have to pay added
Interest.

ENGLISH COMPANIES,

FACE SERIOUS CRISIS

Transportation Companies Are  Losing
Thousands: of Pounds Weekly—Big
Increase In Shipping Industry.

London, April 18.—England is thteaten-
od with a most serions industrial and
commercial erisis, which is affecting the
railvbad* and shipping companies, and
likely will extend to every other branch
of industry. Nearly every railroad com-
pany in England complains of lack of
business and railroad managers - admit
that they ave at their wits’ end to get
traffic. Seme of the companies are los-
ing thousands of pounds weekly and ex-
penses are being cut down wholesale.

England’s shipping industry is also in
perilous straits, there being a decrease
cf no less than 459,000 tons in shipping
ander construction as compared with last
vear. TFor twenty-four years England
has never experienced such a orisis in
the shipping industry. Hundreds of big
steamers are laid up or being run at a
loss while sixty thousand tons of ship-
ping is lying idle and the figure is
nmounting up. . Poor trade and a Dbig
raise in the prices of coal are the chief
causes both in railroads and shipping.

Deputation in Case Concerning $2,500
License Fee Fail in Object.

Toronto, April 18.—A Collingwood
deputation waited upon the Hon, W,
J. Hanna to-day, to ask that the gov-
ernment support an appeal against a
judgment quashing the by-law raising
the license fee to $2,500.
