Both are the men behind the men
behind the guns. In other words, both
have to see that our gallant soldiers
have a pleu@iful supply of ammunition

hurl at the German hordes.

Like his British friend, M. Thomas
: a man of the people. His father
was a baker. Even as a schoolboy
voung Thomas showed marked tal-
ents, particularly in history and
philosophy, wifich won for him many
money prizes.

He devoted these to gratifying his
ambition for travel. First he went
through Siberia; then visited Germany
where he took a course of lectures at
Derlin University, and afterwards lLe
went to Smyrna and Constantinople,
adding largely to his knowledge of
men and matters.

One of the War’s Discoveries.

M. Thomas is one 6f the many great
men the war has “discovered.” When
it broke out he was attached to the
staff of a famous general: France re-
cognized that somewhere there was
a weak spot in her organization. To
M. Thomas was entrusted the task of
finding it. He was given an absol-
utely free hand. And in a short time
he had, as the result of keen observa-
!iam, organised the work of thousands
of willing hands in making shot, shell,
guns, and the like, just as our own
Lloyd George is doing here.

Under his push and go the output
in French factories went up tenfold.
“There cannot be two kinds of treat-
ment for Frenchman to-day,” he re-
marked recently; “they are all fight-
ing.” : A delica\te compliment, imply-
ing that the makers of shot and shell
are doing as much, in another way,
as the men in the trenches.

To look after one of his departments
M. Thomas selected three officers just
back from the firing line. They were
the men who knew exactly what was
wanted, and it is their duty to exam-
ine every new German-killing device
and idea sent in and pick out the best
for use.

From Cardboard Boxes to Shells.

Another big department M. Thomas
has establishetl goes through the of-
fers of help received from manufac-
turers and turns them to be the best
account. Over a thousand of these
have already been sent in. Perhaps |
a former cardboard box making fac-
tory -can be turned into a shell fac-
tory. If so, the French Government
take possession of it. At the head of
this important branch M. Thomas
has placed a former workman who
has risen from the ranks by sheer
personal merits. He beljeves in the
man who, like himselfi "has wan
through by his own ability.

A third important branch is control-
led by a military officer, who tactfully
settles any little dispute that may
arise between masters and men, keeps
tally of the number of men employed,
sends them to the factory where they
will do the most good, and has com-
plete control over the centres where
shot, shell, and guns are turned out.

France’s Lloyd George is loved by
the French people. He has always led
a busy life, and, among other things,
he is a journalist. author, soecialist,
and a deputy, whilst at one time he
was Mayor of Champegny.—Pearson’s
Weekly.

Explosives Act: =
Deadly Efiect of Blast in the Trench= A
| €s.

The special merit of high explosive

shells lies in their concussive effect.
The enormous blast of the gases, in-

stantaneously resulting from the

detonation of the charge of high ex-

plosive, will tear .down wire en-

tanglements and massive fortifica-

tions, independently of the ' work

done by shell fragments.

Further as Professor V. B. Lewes,

one of the greatest authorities on

high explosives, has pointed out, the

blast has a deadly effect on the men

in the vicinity. It is this blast which

leaves men standing dead in the

trenches or elsewhere, without any

visible wound. & There are cases omn -
record where the concussion has

caused a heart displacement of as >
much as two inches. Many of the

deaths popularly supposed to be due

to poisonous fumes evolved from

bursting shells had a purely concus-

sive origin.

The high-explosive shell, says Pro-
fessor Lewes, is made of forged
steel, with comparatively thin walls
and a heavy bursting charge, but the
large naval shells and those for the
siege guns, which have to penetrate 7%
heavy armour, are made of ingots
of chrome or chrome-nickel steel,
forged, hardened, and the nose cap-
ped with soft steel, which prevents
the shell from shattering on impact
with the hardened steel armour.
These shells also contain a heavy
charge of high explosive, generally
cast into the shell in a fused condi-
tion.

T.N.T., which enters largely into
the manufacture of high explosive
shells and hand-grenades, is perfectly
harmless under ordinary conditions.
Only when-it is detonated has it the
tremendous effect which carries de-
vastation far and wide. When deton-
ated, however, the explosion is of
great violence, and give the charac-
teristic black smoke which is the ori-
gin of the endearing titles by which
the shells are known in France and
