Sir John A. Macdonald thereupon ap­
plied to Bishop Tache to induce Riel 
and Lepine to quit the country.

argument to induce the Imperial Gov­
ernment-to grant a general unrestricted 
amnesty. He subsequently scut Bishop 
Tache one thousand dollars from the 
Secret Service money to supply the 
needful funds. Early in 1872, Mr. Don­
ald A. Smith arrived at Ottawa to at­
tend the session, and then told him, 
with the concurrence of Mr Archibald, 
that he (Mi*. Smith) had supplied the 
further sum of £GOO sterling on Mr. 
Archibald’s requisition. This Sir John 
A. Macdonald promised to pay, but the 
Secret Service money being exhausted 
he had nq^unds immediately at hand, 
and the money still remains unpaid. It 
has been already shown b' 
evidence that Mr. Archibald, with Sir 
John A. Macdonald and Sir G. E. Car- 
tier’s knowledge negotiated Riel’s retire­
ment, in Cartier’s interest, from Pro- 
vencher, to give Cartier the seat ; also 
that Mr. Archibald directly correspond­
ed with Riel and lupine to secure the 
co-operation of themselves and their 
followers during the Fenian raid in 1871; 
to'd them that their so doing would lie 
the way to secure favourable considera­
tion. When £ir G. E Cartier's death 
created: in 1872, a fresh vacancy in Pro- 
vencher, Sir J. A. Macdonald and Mr. 
Latlgevin, at an interview with Bishop 
Tache,begged him again to use his offices 
to preVeiit Riel from standing for Pvo- 
vencher. He refused, saying he had 
been deceived too often already, and 
would interfere no more. Sir John A. 
Macdonald then alluded to his intended 
visit to England after the fall session of 
1873, and promised to do all he could to 
induce the Imperial Government to take 
up the whole question. Bishop Tache 
asked for a written pledge, which- Sir 
John A. Macdonrld refused. Bishop 
Tâche sa.) s Sir John A. Macdcnald pro­
mised to give the amnesty. Sir John A. 
Macdonald denies this, and vhiht ad 
mitting that he personally dt sired an 
amnesty, i-i plains that public opinion in 
Canada, especially in Ontario, made it 
necessary that a direct application for an 
atr.ncEiy shou’d n >t c-mu- from him or 
his Government.

Connor vs Keerleb.—The plaintiff in 
this action, Andrew Connor, sues tho 
Guelph Sewing Machine Company for 
wages due him in consequence of alleged 
breach of contract.. In May last he was 
living in Brantford, having opened a 
small sewing-machine repair shop there 
about a jnonth previous. Mr. Osborn, 
of the Guelph factory, went to Connor, 
and asked him if he would go to Guelph 
and take charge of the fitting room in 
the Osborn factory at a salary of 
81200 per year. Connor agreed to the 
proposal, and went to work on the fol­
lowing Tuesday. About the latter part of 
November last, Mr. Osborne gave Con­
nor a week’s notice to leave, and on Dec- 
mber 3rd the plantiff received a written 
dismissal from the Campany’s employ on 
the ground of his inability to fill the pos­
ition. He left, and made application to 
two shops for work, without success. The 
plantiff alleges that on account of sick­
ness in his family he was unable to leave 
town, and remained out of work for six 
weeks. He then went back to Brantford 
and found that another person had 
started business in his place. He has 
not been able to earn more than six 
dollars a week since, on account of slack­
ness in his trade.

The case is in progress as we go to 
press.

The New Town • Hall and Market.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sir,—In carefully reading tho various 
letters appearing in the newspapers on 
the subject, it appears evident to me that 
the question of increased taxation is one 
of the principal reasons urged why tho 
By-law should not be passed, and one 
that will have most weight with the 
people. Of course some of those who are 
opposed to it endeavour to magnify the 
cost, but at the same time suppress the 
fact that a large revenue will be derived 
from the building ; no doubt helping to 
defeat the By-law to carry out their own 
selfi-ih ends and procure the erection "of 
the nuildmg further up town to improve 
the value of their own property. The 
amount required to be raised annually 
for twenty years to pay principal and in­
terest on the By-law is $2180. Now the 
present butcher stalls rent for 8050 per 
annum. In the new market 8800 would 
be a very moderate estimate. 8200 may 
fully be expected from the fruit and 
vegetable market, and if the new town 
hall rents for only 150 nights in the 
year at $6 pet night, you have 8900 
making a total of 81900 revenue at this 
very low computation, leaving only 8280 
a year to be met by assessment which 
would net require a tax of more than 
2 cents on 8100 of assessment per annum 
a tax payer on 81000 of property only 
paying 20 cents a year extra taxes. The 
.present town hall would make an ex­
cellent room for the Mechanics’ Institute, 
which is much wanted. These are 
plain facts, which the electors will do 
well to ponder over before they are induc­
ed by selfish and interested men to cast 
theri votes against the By-law,and defeat 
so necessary and useful a measure, that 
will cost them next to nothing on taxa-

Late 
last night several adherents of Baxter 
advanced towards Brooks’ line and fired 
pistol shots at his advanced pickets. 
Nobody was hurt ; stray pistol and gun 
shots Were heard at all hours uf tho 
night. A number of prominent Demo­
crats in an address to the people say that 
after personal consultation with Brooks 
they assure the citizens "the State of 
his fidelity to his’platform of 1872, and 
that the charge that he has bartered 
principle for office is utterly groundless.

The following additional details of the 
fight at New Gascony on Thursday were’ 
received :—Col. King White in command 
of a body of cavalry and infantry early 
yesterday left Pine Bluff on board 
steamers to attack Brooks’ reconnditer- 
ing station at New Gascony. His force 
was composed of 40 mounted men pro­
vided wjth horses taken from plundered 
stables at Pino Bluff, and of 200 foot 
soldiers well armed with Springfield and 
Enfield Rifles. Brooks’ men numbered 
about 100. They were partly armed and 
had only only buck-shot for ammunition. 
Col. White opened the engagement, and 
the fire was sharply returned by Brooks’ 
party, but were soon overpowered and 
disarmed. Brooks lost 10 killed and -30 
wounded. Baxter lost three killed and 
several wounded.
