quiet and staid individual, the nature 
of his callnig, no doubt, having given 
him this manner, but there are few of 
them indeed who, should they be so 
minded, could not tell some very in- 
teresting things relating to dead peo- 
pie and live people as well. It has 
never been generally known that many 
people of London purchased their own 
coffins and made their own funeral ar- 
rangements years before their demise.

Picks Out His Coffin.
The undertakers of London have 

had such cases in their own expert- 
ences. In an undertaking establishment 
in this city, there is a coffin, picked 
out over three years ago by a man, 
also of this city, who is yet alive. 
When he dies his remains will be 
buried in that coffin..

Many funeral arrangements have 
been made while the person for whom 
they are intended lies sick in bed. 
Sometimes they do not die. Then the 
burial services are postponed for a 
time, but they are carried out later on. 
perhaps years after, when death final- 
ly comes.

The undertakers can tell you of men 
who come into the city on market day 
and arrange for the funeral of someone 
who is very sick at home. If the per- 
son dies it saves another trip into the 
city. The Scriptures say: "In the midst 
of life wer are in death," and perhaps 
this phrase has led many people to the 
undertaker to explain just how they 
want to be buried when the time comes.

An English Custom.
An old English custom of bruial was 

to clothe the dead person only in a white 
linen night gown and place the body in 
the coffin. In the city of London today 
there are several people who have ex- 
pressed the wish to be buried clothed 
only in this manner. To help the under- 
takers out, these people have made their 
own shroud. One lady has had hers 
ready for fifteen years, a grim reminder 
of the day when death comes. It is a 
well-known fact that many people have 
made their own coffins and have insisted
