CONDITIONS IN IRELAND

In view of the.approach  of greater
activity in the campaign for Home Rule,
1t is. very interesting.to learn that con-
dlnons in Ireland are very much better
than they have been in a long time. The
population of the jsland, which is natur-
ally one of the most fertile spots in the
world, has fallen off from about 8.0¢0,-
000 in 1,800 to ‘4,381,951 as shown by
this year’s census. It is true that the
increase was much less during the 198t
decade than for some time past, but
hopes were indulged that it -would be
found to have stopped, and that there
had begun an increase. Notwithstand-
ing .this continued falling off in the
population, Ireland is much more pros-
perous than she has been in a long time.
