Secretary Oralg Dismissed—The Question of

thinks the whole investigation was an ex-
pensive farce.

The board of works held a special meet-
ing yesterday to consider Judge Macken-
zie's report on the burnt contract, the
members present being Ald, Blevins, Irwin,
Ryan, Steiner, Carlyle'and Mitchell,

After the report had been read the chair-
man said there were two questions to be
considered. First, whether Craig should
be dismissed, and second, whether any fur-
ther  legal proceedings  should  be
taken against = Godson and Graig.
He thought the secrctary should be dis-
missed.

Ald. Ryanand St 'uci moved that the
services of Mr. Craig be dispensed with.

The question 'of pay having arisen the
solicitor said that in the case of Johnston
vs. the city, Mr. Justice Galt had decided
that an official was entitled to a month’s
pay or notice, notwithstanding the provis-
1on of the municipal act to the contrary.

The motion was carried, after a clause
had been inserted to the effect that the
dismissal was for misconduct in the of-
fice of secretary,

On motion of Ald. Mitehell and Ryan
$50 was voted to Mr. Littlejohn for extra
work as setretary of the beard during the
past two months, aud on motion of Ald.

work during the same period.

The question of future arrangements was
deferred, the engineer saying that his idea
was that Mr. Littlejohn should perform the
duties of secretary of the committee merely,
and that the remainder of the late secretary’s
duties should be performed by the other
officials of the board of works department,

The chairman said the nexi question was
whether any actiou should be taken against
Godson or Craig. The chairman put
several questions to the solicitor to some of
which he said he was not prepared to give
an answer.
