A FIGHT OVER A WELL, {
One Man Killed and Others Probably
Fatatly Wounded.

Prrrssure, Nov, 26.—A bloody riot oo-
curred at a natural gas well in Murrays-
ville, Westmoreland county. The burning
well is claimed by the Pennsylvania Fuel
Co., also by Milton Weston, a Chicago
capitalist, the Fuel company being in pos-
session, This afternoon a gang of thirty
laborers in the employ of Weston appeared
srmed with shotguns and cluos to take |

possession. To reach the well they would
be obliged to remove a large pile of lumber,
The laborers of the Fuel company were un-
armed, O, V. Haymaker, a member of
the Fuel company, ordered all the men to
sit down on the lumberpile. Weston’s forces
moved forward and ordered the laborers
off. The latter refused to go, and after
threatening demonstrations the attacking
party raised their guns and fired. The
assault was unexpected and: the result
frightful. When the smoke cleared away
0. V. Haymaker and four others were found
iying on the ground. Haymaker was dead
and others of his erty seriously and prob-
ably fatally injured. Scenes of the greatest
coufusion ensued. The workmen of both
parties engaged in a pitched battle. Many
were ‘seriously i.jured. Weston’s force
being armed, finally put the fuel company’s
forces to flight, and at last accounts were
in possession. The sherff has been called
upon, and detectives from this city have
been despatched to the scene.

. It is reported Haymaker's brother and
friends have organized a party and left for
the well, with the avowed intention of hav
ing revenge at any cost.

New York.

NEw York, Nov. 26,—Rain sadly inter-
fered with the Evacuation day ceremonies.
The program was gone through with, but
the inclemency of the weather sadly
marred its effect. President Arthur and
General Grant were in the procession, The
day wus inaugurated at sunrise by a saluts
of 21 guns from the United States frigate
Trenton, The salute was taken up by the
steamships, steamboais and tugs in the
harbor, Church and factory bells took up

the refrain,and the chimes of Trinity played
the Ola Hundred. Fiags,. banners and
shields were conspicuous from every window
and balcony. .

The ceremonies attending the unveiling of
the statueof Washington at the sub-treasury
were begun by President Lane of the cham-
berof commerce taking the chair as presiding
officer, after which R+v. Dr, Storrs offered
an invocaticn to the Deity. Royal Phelps,
chairman «f the special commiitee, reported
that the work which had been commi'ted to
the charge of the commititee had bsen com-
pleted, and he was authorized to deliver it.
Gov. Cleveland then unveiled the statne
amid salutes from the guns of the vessels
aud fortsin the harbor and a chorus of those
assembled. ' President Lane then informally
tendered the statute to the government of
the United States. President Arthur in a
short but neat speech acoepted thestatue on
behalf of the government, After the cere-
mony Geo. W. Curtis delivered an oration,
after which the assemblage sang the doxol-
ogy and Bishop Potter pronounced the bene-
diction., S A f.

Treasury Report.

WasHINGTON,Nov. 26.—The report of the
supervising special agent of the treasury
says the practice of the under valaation of
imports has increased alarmingly in the
past year. This system counterbalances all
the advantages supposed to be conferred
upon American lsbor by the protective
tariff. The American manufaeturer lowers
the prices of his goods as the result of im-
proved methods of production. The Earo-
pean competitor has onlyto make his invoices
a little lower to enable him to retain his
American trade and thus compel the
United Stales revenue tc contribute > that
end, The protective system secures resuits
far short of the intent of the law owing to
the systematic, persistent universal under
valuation of all merchandise subject to
advalorem duties, Che anti-moiety statute
is an effectual barrier to suits of under
valuation continually hampering the efforts
of the customs officers to execuis the tariff
laws

FHEAT GOVEKNMENT PEINTING.

Mr. G. Maclean Rose Interviewed—How
Bengough Came to Buy off Wilson—
What the Jeb Printers Say.

A World reporter interviewed the leading |.

job printers yesterday on the government
printing contract.

Mr. C. Blackett Robinson, the present
contractor, smd *“‘without doubt the con-
tract shonld have heen given to Hunter,
Rose & Co. Mr, Wilson has no facilities.”

The reporter next called on the senior
partner of Copp, Clark & Co.

We were, said Mr. Copp, the second
highest bidder. Mr. Robinson was the
highest, we were next, then Grip, then
Hunter, Rose, last Mr. Wilson. Hunter,
Rose ouzhié to have got the contract .as
Wilson’s bid was not bona fide. ~ He was of
that class of contract brokers that the Globe
has been condemning at Ottawa, Of course
1 speak simply as a business man, and with
a wide knowledge of such matters, and I
am satisfied that if meh are to be allowed to
put ie straw bids for the purpose of making
woney out of it then there is an end to
honest tendering. Mr. Wilson had not the
facilities to do the work.

Mr, W. D. Gillean, manager for the Can-
ada paper company, who has had consider-
able experience in tendering, said he did
not see much to blame in one bidder buying
out another, provided the bids were bona
tide. But the very means to secure such
had not been adepted in this particular case,
namely in«isting on a sum of money, say
$3000 to $5000, being put up and subject to
forfeiture should the bidder §refuse to carry
out the contract if offered him -

And similar views were expressed by
seven other job printers who were called on

.and independent journals all over the prov-

ince have said the same.

Mr. G. Maclean Rose of Hunter, Rose &
Co.; upon being asked what he thought of
thedOnturio government printing contract,
said:

We feel that we have not had fair ¢'ay in
this matter. In the first place we made a
tender based upon figures carefully calcu-
lated by us, and our intention if we secured -
the contract was to carry it outin a satis-
factory manner. ‘'Ouar ability tc do this
was well known by the ‘government, as we
executeg,:..limihr cowofract for ten years,
gven us by thelate Jobn Sandfield Mac-
donald,” which sfforded tle government
perfect satisfaction, as fur as we are aware.
Wedid not think that bogus, or contract-
jobber tenders 1d be idered by the
government ; but it now looks very wuch s
though we were mistaken, °

As you are aware, the contract is said
to have been awarded to 8. Fravk Wilson,
and by him transferred to the Grip publish-
ing company, Grip paying Mr. Wilson from
$5000 to $10,000 for the transfer, We
think the tormer figure nearer the amount.
Mr. Wilsom informed me that he had made
a good thing out of the eontract. ;

Yes, we claim that an injustice has been
done us, and it looks very much as though
some job were being worked in counection
with the contract., Mr. Wilson, days before
he had secured the contract, made an offer
to the Grip. company, whereini he wanted
them 6o purchase his tender, This they
refused to do, and Mr. Bengough then in-
formed a friend of the government that
Wilson was offering to sell his tender,. and
c'aim+d that as Wilson was trying to sell,
nis (Walson’s) teuder should receive no con-
gideration at the hands of the governmevt.
Mr. Bengough at this time -was of the
opinion that Wilson was lowest and Grip
next, and he evidently thought that Grip
had sufficient power behind the throne t»
get a contract from the government, even it
Wilson were below them, A fewdays later
it is discovered that we are between Wilson,
and Grip, who, upon this disccvery being
made,at once hunts up Mr, Wilson, terms are
made, and My, Wilson transfers his tender
In this way Grip had two tenders in, one
lower and one higher than us. You can see
wefwere left in the cold. :

Question—Do you think that the govern-
meut were aware that Wilson did nct pur-
pose doing the work, but was tendering
simply with the purpose of speculation.

Mr, Rose—Yes, I am fully satisfied that
the government bhad the information, and
with that information in their possession I
ﬂfiink the contract should have geen award-
€a us,

Question—Now, suppose you had not
béen the second lowest tender, what would
bave been the result had a similar program
been carried out ? ‘

Mr. Rose—Why, Grip could have pur-
chag-d Wilson, as he has done in this case
Wilson would then have withdrawn his
tender. and Grip would have got the‘con-
tract, and the people would have paid from
§15,000 to 820,000 for allowing persons to
tender wio do so with the purpose of speeu-
lat'on.

Question—What do you think about the
Giobe—are they interestad in the work ?

Mr. Rose—lf the reports that are in
cirealation to day are correct, and it would
seem that they are, as they will sell their
job office to Grip, I think it will be a good
thing for the Globe,

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ALD. BALL'S ACCUSATION AGAINST
A COLLEAGUSR.

River Street Sewer—Hydrants im Rese-
dale—The Eell-Woods Basimess—New
Street on the Esplamade—©@iher Clty
Councll Matters.

There were about twenty-two aldermen
present at the oity council last night. The
clerk reported that the assessment for 1884,
as revised by the court of revision amounted
to $65,282,832, The total deductions
smounted to $470,415 and the additions to
$22,850, .

The petitiofis were numerous. John L.
Blaikie and others petition for an iron
_bridge over the Rosedale ravine, on the site
of the present. white bridge, as a local im-
provement. Ald. Blevins presented the
petition of eighty citizens, asking that the
cow by-law be suspended during the winter
months. ;

The works committee recommended that
the recolution passed last meeting postpon-
ing the construction of a sewer on
River street: untii May next be

rescinded, and that the work be
proceeded ' with at once, Ald. Davies
sa1d this work would interfere with ingress
and egress at the brewery, and farther con-
tended that as the matter had already been
disposea of this year, it could not agsin be
dealt with by this council. Mayor Boswell
huled to the ‘contrary, holding that each
separate meeting of the council was a com-
plete sessior, and that it could reconsider
any matter it had already passed an opinion
npon. The clause was then confirmed,
whereupon Ald. Davies remarked” that lit.
igation would ensue. - Another clause
recommended that a plank sidewalk be
laid down on both sides of York street from
iniay corth,  Ald, Walker moved that the
matter - be deferred, - pending a re-
port from - the engineer as to the
desirability of pufting down a better pave-
went. Ald. Farley objected ; the people
wantedjthe sidewalk at once. He was sur-
prised at Ald. Walker interfering with his
ward. A'd, Hall also supported the clanse.
Ald, Walker accused Ald. Hall of havip,
been the means of rutﬁng this work og'
several mouths ago. Ald. Hall was astound-
ed at the boidness and officiousness of Ald.
Walker and said he kuew as much as Ald.
Walker any day. He denied that he had
the matter deferred, Ald Walker's motion
to st-ike it out was lost,

When the waterworks committee’s report
cameé up it was stated by Ald. Hastings that
there were three hydrants in Rosedale for fire
purposes, one of which wss not paid for ;
the other two were paid for by property
owners at the rate of $20 each He ob-
jected to these hydrants being there, and
Ald. Moo:e also contended that it was not
good policy “for the city to supply non-
residents with water for fire purposes. Ald,
Bixter was surprised at this information
and ssked for an explanation. Ald. Evans
promiscd to enquire into the matter and re-

port.

The Bell-Woods park committee
that the city solicitor be instructed to take
the necessaly steps at once (free of expense
to the city) to obtain dn erder in court to
revoke the clause in the deed providing for
the erection of the Arthur and Shaw street
bridges. In this connection Ald, Tarner
submitted a letter he had received from
‘Manager Gormley of the Industrial Loan
and [uvestment company, to the effect that
Mr. McWilliams was in no way to blame for
existing circumstances. Rather than that
an innocent party should suffer, the com-
pany will consent-to cancel the deed and
place all parties'in the same position in
which taey stood before the deed was sigued.,
Ald, Ciarke protested against the city with-
drawing from its present position, and held
that Mr. McWiiliams was to blame for the
mistake in the deed.

Ald. Baxter objected to the Esplanade
committee’s report that a new street be
buiif on the Esplanade at the expense of
ithe property owners, railway companies and
the city generally. He moved that the
words ‘‘and the city generally” be struck
out, as it would be au injustice to make
ratepsyers in outlying wards contribute
towards this work. Mayor Boswell 'Rk.
in favor of the clause, as also did Ald. Tur-
ner. Ald. Baxter alone stood up for his
amendment. He then offered a rider that
the matter be first submitted to the ratee
payers in the shape of a by-law sanctioning
the expenditure. Lost.

The eemi-centesnial committee recom-
mended that the city subecribe for 200
copies of the proposed memorial volume, at
$5 per copy, instead of giving a gnarantee
of $2000; the t of the subseription to
be paid next year upon the delivery of the
books. The executive suggested that the
report be made a recommendation frum
this council;te the incoming council of 1884,
Ald, Baxter claimed such an expenditure
would be illegal, and quoted an authority
on municipal law in support of his argu-
ment. Ald. Turper supported the execu-
tive committee’s view of the case. Ald.
Davies spoke in favor of his committee’s
report. Ald. Baxter moved to have
the whole thing struck = our, and
‘again the worthy alderman stood slone in
his glory, the report with the executive’s
_suggesiion being adopted.

The following resolution was offered by
Ald.Blevins and carried. That in the opinion
of this council it is desirable that every
reasonable encouragement be afforded eapit-
alists to develop iron interests and indus-
tries in this country, and that the council
petition the governor-in-council, that such
1air protection be given to fuacilitate these
indurtries and interests.

Oo motion by Ald, Clarke, Ald. Baxter,
Irwin acd Blevins were appointed to repre-
sent the council on the board of the indus-
trial school aesociation.

By-laws for he ex'ension of Markbam
and Shaw streets were passed and provision
was made for securing ove awaid, A by-law
tlocsting polling places and  appointin
returning officers for the coming munici
elections was also passe ’

The council adjourned at. 10 45,
