BACK FROM TUB ROCKIES.

Mr Henry Tyler Hi Party la Tamale— 
The Mesne te Interviewes.

The president oi the Grand Trunk rail­
way and party, including Local Manager 
Wragge, returned to Toronto yesterday 
after a flying trip to the Rookies. Sir 
Henry’s elegant ooaoh was switched on to 
a siding at the foot of Simeoe street, 
immediately west of Union station. He 
and his staff eat, sleep and transact all 
their business on this palace on wheels. 
The magnate had a number of enlists 
yesterday. In the evening he dined with 
Col. Gzowski, A.D.C. to the queen.

The World had a short interview with 
Sir Henry Tyler last night. He was 
smoking a fragrant cigar and dictating 
letters. The party traveled to Winnipeg 
by way of Chicago. Leaving the prairie 
capital Thursday, June 26, they reached 
the end of the Canadian Pacific track, a 
distance of 1500, the following Saturday. 
They rode fifteen miles on horseback to the 
summit of the Selkirk pass, where they 
were awed and delighted with the grandeur 
of the mountain scenery.

What do ÿou think of the C. P.’R., Sir 
Henry ?

I am sure, replied the president of the 
rival company, with a smile, that you 
hardly expect me to answer that question.

Sir Henry reached Winnipeg on his 
return trip Dominion day. At different 
stations he saw detachments of troops, 
thought they were a very fine set of 
fellows, and admired them for the deeds 
they had performed. The building 
at Regina where Riel is imprisoned 
was pointed out to him, but 
the railway magnate did not care 
about. paying his respects to the rebel 
leader, although he visited the military 
hospital at Moose Jaw, and had a kindly 
word for the wounded volunteers. The 
distinguished travelers left Winnipeg Wed­
nesday last, returning by way of Port 
Arthur. They came down the lakes on the 
Alberta, which Sir Henry was pleased to 
describe as a very fine steamer, and ar 
rived here at noomyeeterday.

The party will be off at 6 o’clock this 
morning for New York via the West Shore 
railway. Sir Henry could not say whether 
he would return to Canada or not before 
sailing for London.

Arthur Trefusis Heneage Williams was 
the son of John Tucker Williams, a com- 

, mander in the royal navy, who sat for 
Durham in the Canadian assembly from 
1840 to 1848. The colonel was born at 
Penryn park. Port Hope. 1837,-and edu­
cated at Upper Canada college and Edin­
burgh university. He has sat for east 
Durham in several parliaments and was 
member at the time of death.
