W N one of the warmest days of the

Often had he
viewed the charming spot from the decks of
steamer and yacht, but never before had he
inspected the pleasant Island home of the
afflicted little ones.

A Survey of the Home.
. The old Lakeside Homehas disappeared,
and we have before us a picturesque structure
with many points of architectural beauty
and alightness in conception which makes
the building handsome and attractive and at
the same time conveys the idea of usefulness.
The front looks to the west, the centre béing
three stories high, faced with four verandans
on two stories, which are flanked at the
corners with two circilar “towers, which
reach their highest elevation in a prettily
constructed conical roof. A balcony over-
Jooks the main entrance, which we enter
find ourselves in the rmgt.lon u
¥rom this doors open into the verandahs on
each side and from these intoa large ward
on the north and to the matron’s room on
the south. From the vestibule folding
doors open into -a large sitting Troom,
which can- be en and thus
made serviceable for meetings and enter—
tainments in connection with the home. To
the right of the entrance a door opens to the
main hall and staircuse, In the rear of the
hall, on the right, is a consulting room for
physicians and tho dispensary. At the rear
is an open-air corridor leading to all the
Jwards, and at the north and south sides of
toe mnin building there are two tower wings
ench having a linen room, nurses’ rooms, &
bath-room, Javatory and closet,

In the administration wing at the rear,
there is & dinning room for nurses, one
for the children and one for domestics,
with & spacious kitchien and attendant store-
rooms, pautries and closets, To the rear
again there is a small building attached to
the main, but separate as regards communi-
cation, in which the laundry, the hot water
furnace, the heating furnace and the gaso-
line and electric light apparatus are situated
with bunkers on each side for the furnace
and kitchen range coal 1n rear of this is the
laundry, 40x25, with a water. tower which
holds ten thousand gallons of water for fire
and domestic purposes. This is the ground
floor,

Ascending the main staircase tberelfl
large cefitre ward, with two others openibg
on to the verandabs and open air corriddrs.
Then in the tower wings, two large yards
opening to balconies, each ward having a
linen closet, nurses’ room, bath room, lava-
tory and other conveniences. The sanitary
arrangements are excellent. The seven bath-
rooms of the building are fitted up with por-
celnin washout closets. The drainage runs
to the rear of the annex or admini tion
wing, and is so arranged that all excreta is
eompkwlge and thoroughly deodorized and
reduced before passing away. Ia the rear, |
we have a duplicate of the open air corridor §
on the first floor.

In the rear, or administration building, is
a large kitchen, fitted up - with the latest im-
provements for cooking, with a commodious
