The chief characteristie of the burglaries
was their boldness. Apart from the
seemingly reckless but practically success-
ful daring, the execution of the jobs was
inartistic and coarse, and as they went on
mnchecked, the detective department
naturally began to feel crestfallen over
them. They had worked very.hard on the
two jewelry store robberies in the endeavor
to achieve success, much harder than they
have done in cases 1n which they were held
to have scored brilliantly. Where defeat
came in was the failure to trace any of the
stolen property. Sharp lookouts were
kept upon the pawnshops and establish-
ments of known or suspected receivers ot

stolen property, and suspected parties—
even some of the men now in custody—

of patience - and -perseverance was
about to meet with its reward, but on each
occasion hope’s flattering tale ended in dis-
appointment.

But the thieves were too wary to attempt
to place any of the stolen property on the
market immediately, and though their
storing the jewelry for a time has ultimate-
ly furnished conmclusive evidence against
them, there is no doubt it deferred the evil
day.

So matters stood until the depositing of
the parcel containing some of the stolen
jewelery and defiant notes to the detectives
on the doorstep of Robert Grainger, ‘182

The Letters That Should Not Have Been

Written,

During their visit to the Davis-and
Roberts establishments they behaved with
engaging politeness and good humor, but
their letters were disagreeable and- dis-
courteous, and there was a conspicuous
absence of this distinguishing and mitigat-
ing courtesy. The robberies had been well
planned, well carried out, and had met with
entire success, but this, deplorable retro-
gression to rudeness proved an infallible
symbol of doom, for by this act the burg-
lars practically sealed their fate. Ia-
spector Stark promptly decided that none
but amateurs would resort to a device of
this kind to astract greater attention to
shemselves, and his suspicions strengthened
that the Bennett gang, who had been
partially identified previously, were the
guilty parties, But it was still a case of “‘as
you were,” so far as concerned the posses-
sion of evidence to incriminate the suspect-
ed parties in respect to .any specific bur-
glary. The detectives felt more strongly
than ever that the Bennett gang were the
robbers; but feeling was of no avail, was a
thing not to be even mentioned in court,
and they had no doubt as to how the
magistrate would act when he found there
was no evidence forthcoming.

Descending on the Gang,

But developments of Friday and Satur-
day converted Acting Detective Duncan’s
suspicions into satisfactory proof that the
Bennett gang were the perpetrators
and it was decided to arrest them.
Bennett was first taken into custody,
and, discomfited and demoralized by the
swiit suddenness of the biow, the prisoner
made full confession and gave the names of

The First Arrest.

Saturday evening Acting Detective Dun-

Detective Duncan stood before Bennett’s
door at 7 oclock. Upon being admitted
he at once proceeded to put the warrant
into execution,

Four murderous-looking sandbags were
found. They were made of leather,
with short wooden  handles. - The
bags were filled with about four
pounds of shot - 'and were in all
about 18 inches in length. A loaded re-
volver was discovered and a mask composed
of brown canvas of a light texture and
made in such a way as to lie hidden beneath
the coat until occasion warranted its use,
when it could be pulled up to cover the
lower portion of the face, being held in posi-
tion by rubber, bam? , which passed around
behind the neck.

More Rooty Recovered,

McGrath and Harrison on being left with
the prisoner proceeded to search the house,
and were rewarded by finding a watch,
which has since been identified as
one taken from Roberts’, besides a
quantity of other jewelry, which is part of
the Davis-stock.

All of these were discovered in the tick
of the bed upon which Norris and his wife
had been sleeping. ‘A loaded revolver was
also found.

The Last of the Quartet,

Meanwhile Sergt. Reburn and his men had
surrounded the premisesat41 Trinity-square,
where the Archer brothersresided with their
step-father.

The elder brother, William, opened the
door in response to the summons. He was
arrested at once, while a couple of the men
pushed by him and ascending the stairs
secured Edward, where he lay in bed.

None of the booty was found on the
premises, but the two Archers were march-
ed off to the station house.

The valuable part of the “‘swag” had not
been found, over $4000 worth being unac-
ceunted for, so the search was maintained.

Sergeant Rebura and Detectives Dunean
and Slemin searched the Bennett house
from attic to cellar, the walls were sounded
and each and every bed tick examined with
no result.

Plunder In an Ash Heap.

Just outside the back door and piled
up against the porfh wasa large heap
of ashes covered with snow. Doffing their
coats the detectives tackled the ash-heap.
Presently a cavity leading under the porch
was exposed and the Sergeant fished ovt an
oldcoat. *‘There’s something here, boys,”
said he, and their efforts were redoubled in
clearing away the debris. Another old coat
was drawn forth,when out came a bundle of
small proportions, but great weight. It
was enveloped in bagging, which on being
removed discovered to their gaze Ammon
Davis’ missing satchel. It was opened and
a veritable little gold mine was exposed.
There lay the balance of the missing jewelry
—every article of it.

The satchel was taken to No. 4 station
where Bennett was confined. On being
confronted with this prima] facie evidence
of his guilt he confessed to being implicated
in the looting of Roberts’ and Davis’
jewelry stores, and the attempted rob-
bery at the Home Savings and
Loan Company, stating that he was
the individual who tried to force his
way into the teller's cage in that institu-
tion.

Bennett Wrote the Notes.

In addition he acknowledged writing the
note to the detectives and leaving the
jewelry which accompanied it on the door-
step where it was found.

“We thought we had the laugh on the
detectives then,” said Bennett, “but the
laugh’s on the other side now.’

All the prisoners were talking velubly to
sheir jailers last night, and Bennett stated
that the masks had not yet been used, the
gang heretofore depending on their muff-
lers for disguise. The sandbags had just
been completed and in consequence would
have figured in their next outrage.

The Archer brothers were in court Wed-
nesday, being evidence for the defence in
the Roe and Wallace larceny cases.

THE EUROPEAN WAR PARTY

SHARPEN THEIR SWORDS AND
SNIFF POWDER SMOKE.

Germany Pouring Sweets on Russia—
Some Russian Papers Say That War is
an Absolute Necessity and That Ger-
many Will Beat the First Drum—King
ot Wur burg O

BeRLIN, Feb, 4,—An official dinner was
given on Thursday evening by Count von
Eulenburg, President of the Pr Coun-
cil of Ministers, at which Emperor William,
Dr. Miquel, Prussian Minister of Finance,
and other Ministers were nt. His
Majesty was in high spirits, but not a word
escaped him in reference to the-eternal sub-
ject of the Army Bill. Probably he ﬁl}ds a
period of silence opportune.

The Reichstag Committee on the Army
Bill has adjourned without date in order to
allow Freiherr von Maltzahn, Secretary of
the Imperial Treasury, time to prepare a
financial statement.

p ts of the ire are waiting w_ith
eager expectation in7she hope of finding
further arguments to support their resist-
ance of the bill. Another reason for the
reticence at present observed in official
circles is the recent bellicose speeches made
by leading g\%nernll who had been ordered
to speak out'on the necessity of military re-
forms. ;

Reat the War Drum,

These generals, in their enthusiastic
obediénce to their orders, went beyond
their instructions and beat the war drum in
a most violent manner. The terms used by
them in their speeches 'would have been
justified only had Europe been on the eve of
a general conflict. Gen. Lenke and Gen.
Lewinskideclared that the immediatereform
of the army was indispensable to the safety
of the Empire. Gen. Schkopp, speaking at
Cologne, said:

“‘A storm'is about to burst over Europe.

Yes, war is imminent. May God find
the Emperor, the German Princes and the
German people ready.
we will have dreamed only a deceptive
dream of a united Fatherland. We will
see sorrowful times, like the Thirty Years’
War, destroying the progress of civiliza-
tion. The Emperor knows the gravity of
the situation. The people ought to trust
him, and vote the armaments asked for.
If his majesty draws his sword it will never
return to its scabbard until the last enemy
is crushed or he with his peopls is over-
thrown.”

Talk like this while the Emperor
was trying to conciliate Russia through the
Czarewitch was not what the Government
desired. Chancellor von Caprivi must now
regret the withdrawal of the order that
commanding officers keep clear .of politics
and political questions.

Throwing Kisses at Russia,

Concurrent indications distinctly point to
a growth of concord with Russia, arising
fiom the recent visit of the Czarewitch to
Berlin. Officials at the Foreign Office here
state that a commercial convention with
Russia is now a certainty. The reappoint-
ment of a financial agent of Russia in Ber-
lin marks an important stage in the resump-
tion of the financial concert that prevailed
when the Government caused the Reichs-

Aol

bank to refuse advances on Russian loans.’

This prohibition will soon be withdrawn.
Communications are being exchanged with
the Russian Finance Minister in regard to
artificial operations in paper roubles on the
German boerse. These will be checked or
regulated to the advantage of genuine com-
mercial traunsactions.

Further, since the Czarewitch’s return to
St. Petersburg, the Czar is credited with
instructing Gen. Gourke, the Governor of
Warsaw, who was recently summoned to
St. Petersburg, to suspend the execution of
the plans for massing troops along the Ger-
man frongier. The éurewiwh has sent a
telegram®to the colonel of the Westphalian
Hussars, of which regiment the Czarewitch
is honorary .colorel, saying:

“] am filled with sentiment of sincere
gratitude towards Emperor William for his
gracious attention to me, which I warmly
appreciate.”

A Batch of Rumors,

Rumors are current of a meeting of the
Czar, Emperor William and Emperor Franz
Joseph. Rumor also has it that the Czare-
witch will revisit the Berlin court during
the coming summer andsthat a conference
is being arranged between the Czar and
Emperor William.

But notwithstanding all these rumors of
pacific intentions which have certainly
reached Russia, the Russian newspapers of
pro-French opinions take special occasion
now to recur to expressions of hos-
tility to Germany. For instance,
The Novosti declares that war is an
absolute necessity aud that the monarchs
will prove powerless to avert it. Germany,
it says, is going headlong towards events
compared with which the war of 1870 will
be us child’s play.

Tie King of Wurtemburg has left Berlin,
haviug been offended by an incideat that
occurred at the opera. Emperor William,
with much empressment, made the King of
Saxony precede him when quitting the
Royal box, while without giving the King
of Wurtemburg any option he passed out
before him.

Mr. Thurstone, on behalf of his associates,
presented their credentials from President
Dole of the Provisional Government and sup-
plemented them with a brief statement of
the events on the Islands which were the
cause of their visit, :

Secretary Foster responded in a few words
of welcome, stating that the reasou for the
errand was well known to the people of the
United States. The interview closed with
an engagement for 3 o’clock in the afternoon
at the same place.

The second interview was even shorter
than the conference of ‘this morning and
quite as unproductive in result. There was
some intormal talk over the apnexation
proposition, and this was concluded by an
agreement that Secretary Foster should
again meet the Commissioners on Tuesday
morning next for an extended conference.

The Delegates E d

The commissioners, while they are say-
ing very little on the subject of the ulti-
mate accomplishment of their object, in-
timate that they feel va:hmuch encouraged.
No arrangement has beew made for their re-
ception by President Harrison,” but this
will probably take place in a few days, as
the recognition of the new Government by
this country removes any hesitation the
President might feel in giving the commis-
sioners a formal andience,

Secretary Foster made public to-day the
full text of the despatch announging the
Huowaiian revolati m‘y’ﬁ&ﬂa “frowi’
Minister Stevens on Jan. 28 by telegraph
from Ban Francisco and the answer he sent
to the Minister. The information contain-
ed in the despatch sent by Mr. Stevens has
already been made public, but the reply of
Secretary Foster is given for the first time.
The Secretary in his reply endorses Mr.
Stevens’ action in recognizing the Provi-
sional Government and says that it is
trusted that the change, besides conducing
to the tranquility and welfare of the
Hawaiian Islands, will tend{to draw closer
the intimate ties of amity and common in-
terests which so conspicuously and neces:
sarily link them to the United States.
Secretary Foster also gave out a statement
defending the landing of the United States
marines at Honolulu, citing several occa-
sions when such steps have been taken to
protect lives and property when civil dis-
turbances occurred on the Hawaiian Is-
lands

TWO STRIKE’'S BRAVES ON THE
WARPATH.

They Open the Usual Spring Campaign
Early—Several Cowboys Killed—Miles
May Have a Chance to Show His
Brilliant Generalship Once More—
Whisky Is Blamed for the Row.

OmaHA, Feb. 4.—A special from Chadron,
Neb., says: Two Strike’s band killed five
men on the reservation last night and now
defy arrest by the Indian police. The
killing took place at Humphrey’s Ranch
near the. mouthof White Clay Creek.
Humphrey’s Ranch is about 20 miles north-
west of Pine Ridge Agency and 15 miles
directly west of the Wounded Knee battle
ground of two years ago. There was con-
siderable skirmishing in that neighborhood
during the big uprising, and soldiers were
stationed at the ranch for some time. Two
Strike’s band has held together and has
been very vindictive of late, but the out-
break is a surprise.

General Passenger Agent J. R. Buchanan
of the Elkhorn 10ad received the following
from Rushviile to-day: Reliable advices
confirm the finding of three dead and one
mortally wounded white at Humphrey’s
beet camp on White River on the Sioux Re-
servation. It is not positively known by
what means or in what manner these men
were killed, but a vigorons investigation is
being made by Indian Agent Brown. The.
killing was done by Indians, There is said
to be no sign of uprising among those now
at the agency.

Gen, Brooke’s Views,

Gen, Brooke expresses the opinion that
there could be no foundation for the rumors’
of an Indjan outbreak. He gave as a rea-
son for this fact that Two Strike and his
band belonged at Rosebud and not at Pine
Ridge, as indicated by the messages giving
the news of the killing.

It is the prevailing opinion that the kill-
ing has been the result of a petty row be-
tween cowboys and Indians, game enquiry
as to the force of troops now stationed at
the posts in the vicinity of Pine Ridge and
Rosebud brought out the information that
the department is pretty well prepared at
present to quell anything like an Indian
outbreak if such a thing should oceur.

Sent Out the Police,

At 8.30 olclock to-night The Bee received
the following advices from Pine Ridge
Agency direct: “‘Capt. Brown; acting
ageat, ‘instructed the police that he sent
out this morning that they must bring the
murderers to the Agency. If they resisted
to bring them anyway. First Sergt. Joe
Bush, who was in command, tells the story.
He arrived at the Agency at 3 p.m. to-day
and reported as follows: .

‘“ “The men were camped down near No
Walter’s camp, close to the hill. The police
were out on the flat where the Omaha House
is. When the police first came upon them
they fired once at us and all of us then
commenced to fire upon them. We got an
Indian going up the hill and we killed him
there. There was another man raised u
close by the house, and we finished him
knocked him down,

¢ ‘Sergt. Sitting Bear killed one, Policeman
Red Owl killed one, and Sergt. Blunt
Horn killed one. I took five of Youn
Mai Afraid’s men; young fellows, sand theéy
belped us a great deal. No Water came
up and told us that we had served them
right; that we had killed them and that
they had all they wanted, and the best way
now was to drop it.’”

Two Strike Escaped.

After making their reports the police
were highly complimented by Capts. Brown
and Cisney. Two Strike ani one of his
boys got away. It is thought that Two
Svtrike is seriously wounded. Capt. Brown
has another squad of police out after those
two, with instructions to bring them to the
agency. Inspector Cisney of the Ifferior
Department is here. He as well as Capt.
Brown does not anticipate any further
trouble.

The trouble which resulted in the shoot-
ing of the cowboys grew out of a drunken
quarret in whieh Two Strike (or Two
Sticks) was maltreated and driven from the
camp. Two Strike returned later in the
evening reinforced by his sons and a num-
ber of other relatives and friends and com-
menced a deadly fire on the cowboy camp,
killing three and mortally wounding a
fourth man, who has since died. The
names of the three men killed are all that
can be learnod at this time. They are:
Charley Swartz, — Bacon, — Underwood.

The Indians Quiet,

Rarip City, 8.D., Feb, 5.—The reports
of danger from discontent among Pine
Ridge Indians, caused by the murder of
four cowboys on Friday, are unfounded.
The Humphrey and Stinger cattlemen were
killed by a wandering band, as a result of a
quarrel early in the week.

Colonel Carleton has countermanded his
orders and no troops will be sent to Pine
Ridge, everything being reported quiet
there.

The Negroes Amuck,

Ricamoxp, Texas, Feb. 6.—The wildest
excitement prevails here over a report from
Stafford’s Point, stating that the town is
under control of an armed mob of negroes,
who are threatening the lives of whites and
applying the torch. Already a number of
white men have left on horse back and

neighboring towns have been telegraphed

for reinforcements.

Sudden Death of a Wholesale Butcher
Yesterday,

Mr, Michael Culliton, a wholesale butcher,
died suddenly yesterday morning at his resi-
dence, 664 Bloor-street. Deceased attended
to his business as usual Saturday, but at

He
awokeabout 6 o'clock feeling much worse
and a doctor was summoned, but he died in
an hour. Mr. Culliton, who was unmarried,
was 33 years of age.
