'Shines From the Bjes—Is la a Durer­

ont Thing From the Mere Physical 

Beauty of the Meet Lustrous of Orbs 

—Tlie Exquisite Quality of Moral Per- 

fame.

it reside? Who can describe it ? In­
deed, it is not as impossible to dissect as 
the odor of a flower? Intangible though 
self-evident, subtle though all-prevad- 
ing. it would be as easy to describe a 
melodv without notation as to put into 
intelligible words this exquisite grace 
and gilt of God—this lovely charm- we 
call concretely moral perfume. Thus 
writes Mrs. Lynn Linton in the Lon­
don Queen. Yet how eloquent it is! 
Just as the moss rose, hidden by the tall 
grasses in the vase, makes its presence 
felt in the room, so does this quality of 
moral sweetness reveal itself in the 
looks and manners of its possessor. 
Bright eyes are not infrequent; but the 
spiritual light which shines from these 
eyes is something different from the 
physical beauty of those lustrous eyes, 
whereof poets' write and lovers rave. 
Even in old age this fine spiritual 
fight remains undiminished ; and when 
the. lustre has gone, and the thick- 
thronging humors of advancing time 
have^ robbed those orbs of all their 
former beauty, that sweet, mild radi­
ance born of the pure and gentle spirit 
still lingers, like tne perfume; and the 
immortal beauty of a high morality pro­
claims ifselfonce more as so often before.

She 1s not what the world calls pretty, 
and her figure would not enchaitt a 
sculptor. Side by side with her young 
stiter she is of'the genus Hodmadod. 
where that young sister would rank as a 
sylph or a nymph. But contrast the two 
—she who has every physical charm tjjiat 
goes to make up a oeauty and she who 
has none, and then say on which side 
you would give your verdict—which of 
the two you would create queen among 

, worsen, and one of the elect beyond the 
stars. Over the pretty face of the oho 
lies the unmistakable shimmer of moral 
shallowness. She is bright, animated, 
interested—but only in matters personal 
and recreative. Of enthusiasm for aught 
beyond herself she has not a trace. Of 
the power of self-forgetfulness, or self- 
sacrifice, she has not so much as would 
enable her to give up with a good grace 
any, the most trifling, pleasure for 
another’s benefit. She knows no 
more of high morality than she 
does of mathematics ; and though 
she would do nothing overtly 
evil, she is incapable of doing anything 
heroically good. She is just a beautiful 
woman of charming manners and fas­
cinating personality. And there she 
must be left. If you want the nobler 
flights you must tiirn to the sister whose 
form would not enchant the sculptor, 
whose color would not fascinate the 
painter, but whose moral perfume, en­
veloping her in a cloud of spiritual radi­
ance, makes her lovelier than ever was 
she whose beauty was the torch that 
set fire to Troy 'and burnt its topless 
towers. You cannot define it, but you 
feel it. If you want wise counsel, gen­
erous aid, deeds of self-sacrifice, the 
preference of the right- as against the 
convenient, you must go to this less 
personally but more morally beautiful 
sister. And you will not be disappoint­
ed; for that widow’s cruse of oil was not 
more inexhaustible than is her sweet 
store of goodness; and naturé herself is 
no more bounteous than ia. our friend 
in sympathy and sacrifice.
, Even at first sight her moral beauty 
shines out—the moral perfume insepar­
able from her personality makes itself 
felt. Tall, handsome, well-conditioned, 
well-endowed all through, her material 
circumstances are those to tempt most 
women to a life of self indulgence and 
of pleasure. Small blame would attach 
to her were she to spend her substance 
in the enjoyment of those country pur­
suits to which she was reared and in 
which she takes such frank delight—in 
the horses she loves so much, the costly 
garden she appreciates,the greenhouses 
and hothouses she understands. Instead 
of this she gives herself and her fortune 
to good works in London. She visits 
the sick, helps the poor, consoles the 
aged, teaches the young. In the seeth­
ing summer weather, when others are 
luxuriating by the seaside, shs remains 
in her b eatedv metropolitan home, that 
she may give pleasure to her poor pen­
sioners, and let them enjoy the excur­
sions into the country which are heaven 
to them and such fatigue to her! And 
the nature which prompts her to do all 
this comes out in her eyes, her face, her 
voice, her bearing.

He comes of the old Puritan 
stock that settled in America, and on the 
distaff side he acknowledges he des­
cended from “Old Brimstone” Stevens, 
as lie wap called, for preaching infant 
damnation.

Maine is his native state, and from his 
father he inherit the mechanical turn of 
mind. As a child he remembers with 
what delight he stood on an inverted 
box in order to work at the lathe. Car­
riage building and decorative painting 
were his first actual occupations.

Afterwards he learned to use every 
sort of tool employed in metal working, 
while he pursued his studies in mechani­
cal drawing. At 27 he was working 
with Charles Williams, a maker of sur­
veying and philosophical instruments 
on Court street, near Sudbury. In that 
little shop were tried all the experi­
ments Which resulted in the Bell 
telephone. .

Two years later Hiram Maxim was 
with a large shipbuilding firm while in­
teresting himself in the manufacture of 
railway material. For some time he 
had been known as the inventor of 
various automatic gas machines, some in 
general use, and he surprised the world 
by his original introduction of incan­
descent electric lighting by means of 
building up electrical carbons in an at­
mosphere, of hydro-carbon.

Other electfical discoveries won him 
so great-a reputation that in 1881 he was 
made a chevalier of the Legion of 
Honor. Two vears later he went to 
England and began experimenting with 
the automatic machine gun, which is 
now such a success that in sixty differ­
ent patterns it is being extensively sold. 
—Boston Transcript.
