Commencing January 1, London’s
hydro and water accounts will be col-|
lected on a bimcmthly basis and wm§
be handled jointly by one staff or _mrm‘rl
re&ﬁers. according to announcement
made by the general manager to-day.
The plan has been under consideration
for some time, but arrangements to
make the change effective will not e

completed until near the end of the
year. As a consequence, it has been
decided to inauguwrate the new system
of collection and accounting with theg
“opening of the new year.
F Increased business and a desire for
' greater economy in all departments is
‘responsible for the proposed change. At
the present time there awe no less than
17,000 hydro consumers im the city and
| under the old regulatioms, each one
was handled monthly. The waterworks
has a total consumers' list of 18,000 and
| the accounts are sent out guarterly.
24 LOCAL SECTIONS
By a continuous billing system, how-
ever, the city is divided into 24 sections
and each day of the month meter read-
| ors handle a scheduled district of the
city. The accounts are sent out on a
similar plan, o0 that on every working
day in the month a definite number of
accounts for both hydro and water are
| paid at the offices of the Utilities Com-
mission. ]
The present system, however, requires
| two separate billing departments and in
this way increased equipment is re-
| quired to handle the two accounts.
" Under the proposed change, water and
' hydro accounts will be sent out to each
customer on one printed form. They
will be paid at one time every two
months. The same continuous billing
system will he continued, but the ac-
| counts will be sent out bimonthly in-
stead of every 30 days.
ONE BILL FORM
There will actually be 35,000 accounts
to handle as before, but they will be
sent out on ome bill form. The meters
will be read at the same time and in-
ad of using 16 account forms each
only six will be required under
scheme.

The TUnited Telephone Company to-
day became the property of ILondon
Township. The deal was consummated
in the office of the former president of
the telephone company, U. A. Buchner.
J. A. Hughes, H. Headley and C. Fer-

| guson were the men who negotiated the

transaction for the township.

The purchase price is said to have
been in the neighborhood of $28,000. For-
mal payment will not be made before
the middle of the week, however, when
Miss Mary ‘Grant, treasurer, will tender
a check for that amount. There will be
no change in the personnel of the oper-
ating staff or management.

At a meeting of the Township Coun-
cil. held at St. Johns to-day, the com-
mission reported to the Council and the
action’ of the three men was ratified.

Weather Bureau Records Five
Degrees Above Frost.

The famous John Frost was a visitor
in London and vicinity for a short
period last night, but it is not expected
that any serious damage will result
from his attempts to smear the lawns
and foliage of the district with the
beautiful hoary white. As a matter
of fact his sojourn in the city was so
brief that many parts of the city were
not aware of hig presence. The local
chronological bureau reported to-day
that the lowest temperature recorded
during the night was 37, or something
like 5 degrees above freezing. The
highest during the same period was 49
degrees. :

To-day the weather man promises a
continuance of present weather, and
it is likely that there will be a slight
advance in the temperature in a day
or so, but London citizens arose shiver-
ing this morning and there was a
general rush for the coalbin as well as
a search for heavier clothing.

‘It is understood that last night's frost
was slight, but it was not the first
of the season, for the famous King
Winter’s emissary put in an appearance
a few weeks ago and left a much more
noticeable evidence of his fleeting visit.

There will be little damage to crops
and no one will be seriously affected
as a result of the incident, although
coal men and clothiers with a heavy
stock of winter clothing are rejoicing
somewhat at the slight change and
rather deflnite and forceful advance
notice of winter’s approach.

upon in the Barnett library of University
of Western .Ontario this week in the
shape of a copy of the Custom of Paris,
the code of laws of that city, which was
introduced into C‘a,pada. during the
{French regime of the 17th century and
became the basis of the present laws
of the Province of Quebec,

| The book is a tiny volume, about two
(and a half inches by five inches, con-
I taining about 400 pages of text and ex-
planation of the customary law of Paris.
Until the time of Napoleon there were
a number of these customary or common
laws in force in France, each great dis-
trict having its own, but that of Paris
being one of the most elaborate and
best known. Under Napoleon a general
: confiscation took place.

EXTENDED ITS SCOPE.

1 When the French Government took
jover the control of Canada from the

the Custom of Paris was declared to
,be the law that should be in force in
i(‘anada. This has always been regard-
jed as a mistake. The bulk of the Ca-
nadian habitants were Normans or
| Bretons. originally a rural people, and

itha.t had been produced by a great city,
{with an ancient culture and an elabor-
1aely organized life. It was quite un-
| suited for the farmers and fishermen,
who were seeking to found new homes
on the banks of the St. Lawrence.

{Paris in 1746, with M. Langlois as the
editor, and it bears the signature of an
early owner, “Caroli C. Spenard, notari.”
