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Britain cannot support herself in 
food, and relies on her colonies to 
supply her. Canada has millions of 
acres of virgin land, capable of yield­
ing the finest of crops. To cultivate 
this would require far more labor 
than is available. The secret, there­
fore, lies in the more economical and 
intensive cultivation of the land now 
in use. To get more out of the land 
than before, every effort must be 
made by the producers to produce 
more. The farmer at the present 
time is the man to be envied. His 
call for assistance will be responded 
to the most readily by all, and the 
banks are prepared to render every 
possible assistance to the ones who 
are producers, says the Sterling 
Bank’s bulletin.

The Russian soldier is the poorest 
paid in all the world. A private in 
the ranks of the army of the czar 
gets $3.78 a year, compared to the 
$180 to $300 the United States 
pays its men of the ranks. England 
pays its privates $86.15 a year ; 
France $20.40 ; Germany, $18.80 ; 
Austria $8.12. Remember these 
figures are for a whole year and rep­
resent the total amount of cash paid 
the fighting men in that period. A 
Russian major general gets only 
$762 a year, or about as much as 
the U. S. pays its sergeant majors 
the highest non-commissioned rank. 
The U. S. major generals get $8,000 
a year. The other countries are 
much more generous with officers of 
higher rank and pay a minimum of 
about half the U. S. Standard.

One thing this war has already 
done and that is to dissipate the 
notion that Britain is a decadent 
nation. The delusion has been 
assiduously fostered, practicularly in 
Germany, and its prevalence is no 
doubt in part attributable to the 
strenuous agitation for social reforms. 
That agitation, had interested orities 
paused to consider, of itself was no 
mark of degeneration. Rather was 
it an indication of the persistence of 
high ideals and of dissatisfaction with 
conditions that injuriously affected 
the poorer classes of the people. A 
decadent nation is not concerned 
with social betterment. Rather does 
it desire to make the rich richer and 
the poor poorer. What has been the 
salvation of the mother country is 
the unrest that has never been want­
ing and the sympathy extended by 
an essentially democratic people.

No evidence can be offered of de­
cadence in the United Kingdom. 
The degeneration so freely written 
and talked about in British magaz­
ines and newspapers and on the 
platform is not that of the nation, 
but of individuals who suffer from 
unequal and unjust social conditions 
which demand rectification and red­
ress. Of racial failure no trace exists 
and certainly the achievements of 
the British expeditionary force have 
more than sustained the proud re­
cord of the past. Indeed for the 
first time in modern history effic­
iency has been the hall mark from 

j |the government departments through 
every rank of the naval, military and 
mercantile marine services. War is 
deplorable, but, waged in a just and 
righteous cause, its consequences are 
not all injurious. Material loss is 
more than compensated by an awak­
ened patriotism that rises to the 
heights of self-sacrifice.

Fully a third of the patrons of the 

general delivery window in Port Huron 
have been Sarnians, and since the new 
^regulation requiring those who use the 
window to sign a card giving their name, 
address and other particulars went into 
effect, nearly every Canadian patron has 
discontinued the use of the windows. The 
reason is simple. Many Sarnia people 
order goods trom the mail order houses 
in the United States and have the stuff 
addressed to general delivery at Port 
Huron. Getting it there they secrete 
it on their persons and smuggle it across. 
Then, too, a good majority of the patrons 
are married women and young girls who 
carry on clandestine correspondence 
through the medium of the general de­
livery in the American city where they 
are, or rather were, safe from detection. 
Tne same condition prevails in Sarnia as 
did in Port Huron, women from the 
latter city carrying on their correspon­
dence through the general delivery in 
Sarnia.
