TELEGRAPH NOTES FOR THE WEEX

Dupus, Dec. 19.—A very significent
movement is afoot with regard to the land
agitation, which may have an important
infloence on the final settlement of the
question. I refer:to the attitude suddenly
adopted by numbers ef the Irish landiords,
bath liberal and conservative, favoring
what are called the three “ F's"’ —meaning
fair rent, fixity of tenure and free sale.
The landlord’s opposition to these measu-
res hag, been sensibly lessening in many
quarters for some time. The first public
expression given to them was during last
week at o Monaghan Orange meeting, pre-
sided over by Lord Rossmore. The meet-
ing made the three F's its platform. Thie
action shows on the part of the young
nobleman and the other landlords associ-
ed with him & public epirit and wisdom
for in advance of their class. Some Ar-
magh landlords have done the same thing.
Many prominent English members of
Parliament have also spoken out clearly on
this point.  Forthermore the London
Times, which has heretofore opposed con .-
cession and favored an out-and-out policy
on the part of England toward Ireland,
printed on Saturday a remarkable article;’
srguing vigorously in favor of the fixity of i
tenure and the other F's, saying: * The
easiest way to establish a peasant proprie-
tary is through that plan.'’ To properly
anderstand the importance of this change
of attitude it must be rememberod that]
fixity of tenure was dinounced every-

Origin of Ooal

The most generally received opinion
among men of science as to the origin
and production of coal, is that it results
{from the transformation of plants upon
vhe site of their growth. The principal
evidenoe in favor of such & supposition
is afforded by the common oocurence
of a bed of clay, the so-called ‘under-
clay, ’ eontaining the roots of plaots
representing the old soil immediately
below every seam. The action of water
in bringing down drift wood may also
have contributed, but much less ihan
the loeal growth. It is stated by some
observers that entire beds of coal are
sometimes made up of the spores of
forns. The conditions favorable to the

roduction of coal are forest growth in
fow places along the banks or about
the mouths of rivers, the coal produced
during the subsidences being covered
up by the wash or sediment thus form-
ing the soil for a new growth, which in
its turn becomes submerged. We
would, therefore, expect to find coal
about the estuaries of rivers and it is
a well known fact that it is commonly
found in such places. Amnother theory
18 that coal may be of marine origin,
and produced from the carbonization
of sea weed, such as the great Kelp
plant found in the Pacific Ocean.
