and ifhe sees not a proper example of parity, verteny, and veneration
for the Supreme God, in his nataral gaide, 12 can hardly be imagmed that
he will rezpreet-these virtues in him=clf. o say votlnng of that constitu-
tional feature in youthful mindsyto imitate the words and aci« of those
around hum, especially of pairats, nothing sooner produces an insenubilny
to tight and wrong, than a use of dcheate and impure speech jn their
presenee, as nothig sooner discourages every attempt i them to do
right, than ill-natared and opprorious censures, charcterizing them as
mean, vulgar, fool, liars, viilnins, and the ke, Ifthev are clearly and
maniteatly guilty of such improprietivs, some such modes of pushiment,
as shall prevent a repetition of the deed.an future shoold be immedinely
adopted ; if they are not, itis deendedly nujust and wrong 1o charze it
upon them, It-should be sedulously remembered, that words are hoth
suggestive and modifying ; that crunes never before conceved are often
suggested by a word; and-that the mimd moulded and fazhoned by
ideas reccived, easily adopts any course to which its wleas looks.  Thisis
cspecially true, where, by a false_representation of character, every. motive
is taken away to doright. A cluld represented generaily bad and
wicked, or charged with specific erisnes, az prevancation, profanny, cru-
€lty, revelling, etc,, carle comes to feel that_he has nothing 1o gawm-or
lose by his conduct in such cases; thatif he refrainefrom such acis, he 1s
none the better ; or if he does them he is sone the worse 5 and wath
little hesitaney, therefore, surren lers himseif to aay impulse that may
prompt his future conuct.  These are facts i the philosophy of mind,
and they forcivly illustrate the strictness which should be observed in
p;'o;:;ising, threatening, ceasuring, julging or condemning the acts of
children.
