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In regard to this work, and as far as
Y am personally concernud in the benefit
ofit, I wish to thank all the people of
the Mission for the hearly way in which
they have testificd their good-will to-
wards me, by helping it forvard, eagerly
and gencrously.  Every one, I think, did
something. In pavticular, Me. Beujamin
Walker, my Church Warden, should be
very highly commended, for the deter-
mined and unselfish manner in which he
took up the work, and attended to all
the details of ir, tilyuite finished, and
Mr. T. Crockett, also, for the willing
and genervus support which he gave tu
it. These two, between them, tuok all
the responsibility about sceuring the
funds required from the Bank, and at-
tending to the payment of the debt when
due ; while Mr. Walker, by means ofa
subscription list, collected by far the
largest of the varivu. sums raised to meet
our liabilities.

We are much indebted, also, to the
summer visitors, for the liberal help they
gave us ; and in particular, to Mirs. Mae-
donell and Mrs. Codville at St. Patrick,
who have always been such good friends
to the Mizsion, and who, in the present|
instance, went to a great deal of trouble’
for us, and were successful in raising the :
sum of $40, by meansof 2 Sacial held at !
their house.

But a very agrecable feature, in con-
nection with the financial part of the,
work, is the laree amount given by the
members of the Church in the Mission it |
self. . Iadvised them, inthe beginning,
to do all they could themselves, before
appealing to the strangers ; the result
being, that about $225 of the whole sum
required ($292) were raised, Ly subscrip-
tion, in Riviere du Loup and the out-
stations, including $46 collected hy M.
P.G. OQwen, of St. Thomas. This isvery
creditable to our people, and as it should
be, und I hope they will always have the
independence of spirit to act by the same
rule.

I may add that the Church is greatly
improved by the work that was doneiv
it, and our home made (uite comfortable
and convenient by the improvements in
the Parsonage.
